	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on the following:

(a) The footpath between Goldsithney and Marazion. She has met one of the planning officers to discuss the path, and the planning officer will ask the Highways Design Team to produce a design. Once that has been done, the Council can look at it.

(b) Pedestrian Crossing in Goldsithney. Mr. Peters of Highways has said that a survey would have to be done and that a very substantial number of people would have to cross each day to warrant a crossing.

(c) St. Petry. (i) She is meeting the planning officer next Tuesday with regard to the Management Plan. Cllr Nicholas wants to take out a right to work outside prescribed hours if there is damage to the site as this could prove to be a blank cheque to all-hours working. (ii) an attempt was made to “push through” a decision before Christmas but this was blocked because the plans hadn’t been seen (iii) she had asked Mr. Bennett, the Tree Officer, about the proposed planting regime and to advise the planning team after inspecting the site. He wants changes to the proposed regime (iv) she was not happy about what they had put in as a Cornish Hedge (v) there is no pavement on the original 1988 planning permission plan (vi) it is not possible to put conditions on the remainder of the site (vii) storage must be on the site and not on the remainder of the land (viii) the planning authority cannot restrict working hours beyond what is reasonable, and accepted practice, in the industry and that working inside up to 20.00 hours would be for painting and tiling and not working with heavy machinery (ix) ultimately, the residents will receive a letter telling them of the conditions of the operation.
Crime Report. The clerk advised that he had not received a report from the Police for December.

Other Councillors’ reports:

Cllr Griffiths reported that (i) he had been approached by more than one parishioner concerning the fare increases by First Bus. In December a return adult fare from Goldsithney to Marazion Square was £2.70 and now it was £4.50 which represents an increase of 66%. First Bus have, apparently, agreed to reduce the increased fares from St. Just in Penwith. Cllr Nicholas said that she would see what she could find out from Mrs. Sue James CC (Division Cornwall Councillor for St. Just) at a Cornwall Council meeting next Tuesday and suggested that then the Parish Council should write to First Bus and (ii) Tregurtha View residents had had problems with blocked foul drains. The problem had raised its head on 5th January 2014 and was then reported to South West Water (SWW) who took the view that it wasn’t serious. Only two days later, on 7th January 2014, did SWW go and inspect. They discovered that not only had the pump in the substation failed, but also that the warning system (advising of a pump failure) had failed. It then took SWW two days to clean up.
Cllr Attwood raised (i) concerns about the run-off from the recycling site on the way down in to Perranuthnoe (ii) the fact that the fence on the south side of the lay-by had blown down. Cllr Nicholas said that she hadn’t raised this with Highways, for they had enough to deal with already, following the spell of very inclement weather (iii) a concern that a plan had been listed as “approved” on the weekly lists, but that the plan itself hadn’t come before the Council. Cllr Nicholas explained that if the application was to vary a condition on an already approved plan, then Cornwall Council didn’t have to notify a Parish Council.

Cllr Wyatt advised that Mr. Les Allen had asked him to note that he was aware of complaints about the site, and was looking to relocate if various conditions made it possible to do so but that as he had a Certificate of Lawfulness to use the site, if circumstances didn’t allow him to move, he would carry on as at present, because the use was authorised.

Cllr Keskeys (i) asked if the gateway to a field up Primrose Hill had always been on the bend. Cllr Jago advised her that it had (ii) advised that Mr. Matthews would like a meeting to seek the Council’s views on the Daffodil Field’s development. The Council felt that there should be a regular monthly meeting to deal with the Neighbourhood Plan and that any Pre-Apps could be dealt with before that meeting began.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Keskeys that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 5th December 2013 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllrs Leek and Griffiths abstaining as they were not present.

	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Neighbourhood Plan. It was noted that the sub-committee would be meeting at Cllr Scobie’s house on 13th January at 19.30 hours
b. Basketball Hoops. Cllr Mepham had reported that he and Cllr Wyatt had inspected the building and that there was no easy option to fix a basketball hoop so that it was safe. It was decided that this would be carried forward and that Cllr Keskeys would see if South West Play could suggest a solution. The Council expressed concern that the play area wasn’t properly fenced off and that a toddler could run out of the playground and into the car park. The clerk was asked to write to the chairman of the Village Hall Committee to ask them to make it safe and segregated.
c. Planters and seats. Cllrs reported that they had not been able to make much progress in finding anything suitable. Cllr Nicholas said that she would ask Highways what they used.
d. Footpath from Goldsithney to Marazion. This had been covered in Cllr Nicholas’ report.
e. Replacement of broken glass in bus shelter. Cllr Griffiths reported that toughened glass would cost £155.00 plus VAT per panel. Cllr Griffiths will ask a local supplier what the cost of Perspex would be and would also ask Glasdons what they would charge. The Council felt that this needed to be dealt with speedily and so it was proposed by Cllr Mepham that Cllr Griffiths and the Clerk should be authorised to proceed with the best option if the cost did not exceed £200 plus VAT per panel. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and passed unanimously. 
f. Community Emergency Plan. This would have to be carried forward until Cllr Summers was present
g. Renewal of Tenders. Cllr Mepham circulated the cutting requirements for the various areas of work which, after discussion (and consideration of wildlife concerns so far as hedge trimming was concerned), were approved and given to the clerk to take forward. In addition to the existing contractors, the clerk was given various names of possible contractors to whom tender documents could be sent. The clerk was also authorised to advertise in the Cornishman.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA13/10711. Demolition of Garage/store and construction of 2 no 2 bedroom apartments. Goldsithney Garage, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Kingfisher Developments SW. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that the application be opposed on the basis that the plans showed that the existing parking spaces were too narrow and barely wide enough to park a car, so that if two cars were parked side-by-side it would be difficult to get out of them and on the basis that it was overdevelopment of the site and that there would be inadequate parking for the two new dwelling units. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and passed unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas opposes on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider)
b. PA13/08869. Amendment to plan for St. Petry. Given that the Council has not received hard copies of the plans, it felt it couldn’t decide on the proposed amendments. Cllr Nicholas will endeavour to obtain a hard copy and it was proposed by Cllr Jago that the sub-committee that is to meet on the 13th January 2014 be authorised to make comments on it (assuming it was available by then) and respond to Cornwall Council. This was seconded by Cllr Mepham and passed unanimously

c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 9th January 2014
d. PA13/11279. Listed Building Consent for repairs to the chimney stack and associated works. Bede House, Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Mr. David Stevens. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and passed unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “supports” for “opposes” 
It was noted that the following planning permission had been granted:

a. PA13/10222. Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Non material amendment to PA13/06084 to include reduction on the size of dwelling, removal of balcony and installation of Juliet balcony, removal of the stepped indent, removal of chimney, amendments to windows and reposition of dwelling
