	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period: 

Mr. Jon Pender spoke in support of planning applications PA14/00023 and PA14/00181.
Mrs. Warren spoke about the fact that the toilets in Perranuthnoe aren’t always open when they should be, and that, recently, when they were open, there was no water connected. Cllr Nicholas advised that this had been brought to the attention of the relevant official at Cornwall Council. She also drew the Council’s attention to the fact that the recent inclement weather had caused damage to the cliff by the steps to the beach.

Mrs. Groves spoke in favour of her planning application PA14/00227

Mrs. Titley asked if the rest of the Green at St. Petry could be saved. Cllr Nicholas advised that she had contacted Mr. Greenwood-Penney. She also said that there was little that could be done until an application was made.
Mrs. Seddon said she was a resident in Nanturras Row and that planning advice had been sought for development of the land at the back of their houses. Cllr Wyatt explained that the Council couldn’t comment until it saw a plan or an application. Cllr Nicholas said that the Planning Permission Statement (which was available on-line) had earmarked that land as a buffer at the end of the village.

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report
1. Perran toilets. Cllr Nicholas said that the matter of the toilets being open, but waterless, had been reported to her. She said that there had been a suggestion that the parish Council might contribute to the toilets being kept open between now and the start of the summer season in April. She pointed out that, even though people had volunteered to clean them, there was considerably more expense involved than just cleaning.
2. She has had discussions with the representatives of the local trust that is putting defibrillators in public places. The price of these has come down from £2,500.00 to £1,500. This figure includes the case, mounting it on a wall and free training for operators, although it was fool-proof to operate. She wondered whether the Council should buy one for Goldsithney and Perranuthnoe (Rosudgeon Hall was in St. Hilary parish).
3. Cllr Nicholas reported that Chandelle Randall is leaving the Council shortly and a new Community Network manager has yet to be appointed.

4. She advised that the bus fares from Goldsithney to Marazion would shortly be reduced from £4.50 to £3.00 return with £2.00 for a single fare. She also said she had asked the bus company to look into the matter of buses down Perran Downs Lane.

5. Cllr Nicholas read out the St. Petry Construction Management Plan.

6. Cllr Nicholas reported on the correspondence she was having with the Post Office over their removal of, and the need to restore, “Perran Downs” in the addresses of properties in Bampfylde Way and Meadowside.

Police Report

The clerk read out the Police Reports for December 2013 and January 2014 as follows:

Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of December 2013.

For the above-mentioned period, there were five crimes reported compared with four for the same period last year.

The crimes break down as follows 

AP/13/3044, 3115, 3139 refer to criminal damage to the development site at St Petry where fence posts have been pushed over and a garage door lock has been “super-glued”. The neighbourhood team have carried out extensive enquiries and also crime prevention work, going house to house to speak to residents and attempting to mediate between the developer and the residents. Thankfully, over Christmas there have been no further reports and I hope this continues. 

AP/13/3085, 3137 refer to damage to car tyres at St Aubyns Estate between the 7th and the 8th. This would appear to be malicious as the side walls of the tyres have been punctured.

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Griffiths reported on the fact that the pumping station at Tregurtha had broken down a couple of times in January. The clerk was asked to contact Marazion Town Councillor Mrs. Scrase for details of the person from South West Water whom she had got to come and look at the cliff in Marazion. In the meantime, efforts would be made to compile a log of when the pumping station had given trouble. Cllr Griffiths also mentioned the article in the Cornishman concerning the potential loss of the Mobile Library Service. The clerk drew the Council’s attention to the consultation e-mail from Cornwall Council that he had previously circulated.
Cllr Scobie enquired of Cllr Nicholas as to whether there had been any response from Cornwall Highways to the plans submitted last summer about double yellow lines. Cllr Nicholas said that Cornwall Council couldn’t afford either double yellow lines or traffic calming. She said that this matter could be dealt with under the Neighbourhood Plan.

Cllr Keskeys mentioned the fir trees at the bottom of the village that had come down. Some of the damaged trees have been cut back, but there are still some dangerous, overhanging, branches. Cllr Nicholas will contact Mr. Marks at Cormac.

Cllr Wyatt drew attention to the consultation about school transport buses and referred councillors to the website.

Cllr Keskeys said that South West Play might sponsor the roundabout, but needed to know what this entailed. 
d. Planters and seats. It was decided to carry this forward to the next meeting.
e. Play equipment. Again this is to be carried forward until the Councillors have read through the brochures that she had asked the clerk to e-mail round.
f. Community Emergency Plan. Cllr Summers reported that she had been on a workshop with Cornwall Council and the Environment Agency. She said that if the Council approved, she would contact other areas where an Emergency Plan had been prepared. The Council gratefully agreed that Cllr Summers should carry on her work.

b.  PA14/00181. Construction of a detached single storey dwelling with garage and associated works. Land adjacent to Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. M. Matthews. Before this application was considered, Cllrs Wyatt and Nicholas declared an interest, signed the declaration of interests book and left the room. The meeting was then chaired by Cllr Jago who moved approval. This was seconded by Cllr Attwood and passed unanimously
c. PA14/00227. Construction of new dwelling with integral car port and access to public highway. Perrancliff, Perranuthnoe, Penzance TR20 9NB. Mrs. Yvonne Groves. This application was considered after the following one had been dealt with. Before this application was considered, Cllr Attwood declared an interest, completed the Declaration of Interest book and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this be approved, but subject to the imposition of a condition (suggested by Cllr Scobie) that the Car port remain unenclosed because, once a car port was enclosed it often ceased to be used for car parking, and if this happened it would exacerbate the parking and traffic difficulties in Perranuthnoe. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and passed unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA14/00023. Construction of detached dwelling, garage and associated works (amended design to PA13/08278 to include the re-positioning of the dwelling). Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Southwood. Before this application was considered Cllr Griffiths declared an interest, signed the Declaration of Interests Book and left the room (Cllrs Wyatt and Nicholas having remained outside as they, too, had declared an interest and signed the Declaration of Interests book in connection with this application). Cllr Jago chaired this part of the meeting and moved approval. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and passed unanimously. Cllrs Wyatt, Nicholas and Griffiths then returned to the room
