	Plans and Planning Matters:

a. PA14/00976. Construction of horticultural glasshouse with roof mounted transparent PV solar modules. Rosebud Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon, Penzance. Mr. Stuart Smith S & D Smith. Before this was considered, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and passed unanimously
b. PA14/00986. Erection of a dwelling. Land adjoining Northgate, Red Lane, Rosudgeon, Penzance. Mr. M. Berryman. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that this application be opposed on the grounds that the house was too large for too small a plot and that the plan indicated a shared driveway with only a single parking space. This will very possibly involve cars being parked in the road, causing problems. There is insufficient parking. Cllr Wyatt also felt that the layout would possibly cause parking difficulties for Northgate. This was seconded by Cllr Mepham and carried unanimously.
c. PA14/00518. Erection of single storey extension and garage conversion to the side of the bungalow. 10 Bambry Close, Goldsithney, Penzance. Mr. Felix Popek. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously. 
d. PA14/01329. Single storey extension to parents’ accommodation to give level access. Westwards, Perran Downs, Goldsithney, Penzance. Mr. & Mrs. M. Sharp. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that, subject to a condition being imposed that the extension should not be sold or leased separately from the main house, the application be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously. 
e. PA14/01205. Felling of 2 Sycamore trees. The Cottage, Perranuthnoe, Penzance. Mr. Patrick Craze. (for information only as to be decided under delegated authority). This was noted
f. PA14/01388. Remove limbs from a Cypress Tree. Sycamore House, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. C. Ridley. (for information only as to be decided under delegated authority). This was noted
