	Public Speaking Period: 

P. C. Thomas read out the Crime Report for March, as follows, and answered questions from Councillors.

“Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of March 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there has been 3 crime reports compared with 1 for the same period last year.

AP/14/516 Overnight between the 3rd and the 4th a car was taken from St Aubyns Estate, Goldsithney and on the 6th was located partly burnt out in Penzance. Enquiries are ongoing.

AP/14/685 Overnight between the 23rd and the 24th a number of safety signs were ripped off the fencing surrounding the development at St Petry. One of the signs appears to have been thrown hitting a Digger and causing a dent to the body. Enquiries are ongoing.

AP/14/719 Between the 14th and the 28th heating oil was stolen from a tank at a residential property at Johns Corner, Rosudgeon.

We have had a number of complaints regarding noisy and rowdy behaviour by youths at the Bus Shelter outside St Piran’s Hall in the evenings between 8 and 10. We have increased patrols to the area and have spoken to some of the youths who frequent the area. It appears the bus shelter was being used as a football goal. The youths have been advised regarding their behaviour and if this does not stop those involved will be placed on the Anti Social Behaviour escalation process.

On speaking to the youths they have stated they do not use the playing field in the evenings due to the lack of lighting, a youth shelter and a football goal with a net.

The Bus Shelter has become a honey pot site for youths and I would suggest a purpose built youth shelter within the playing field would help with this problem.”

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. As Cllr Nicholas was still on sick leave, there was no report from her, save that Cllr Mepham advised the Council of the fact that Cllr Nicholas had received complaints about the wind turbine, visible from the Marazion by-pass. As this was in St. Hilary Parish, this wasn’t something with which the Council could deal. The clerk reported that, at Cllr Nicholas’ suggestion, he had e-mailed all the Perranuthnoe Parish, and Marazion Town, Councillors to suggest that where a planning application fell close to the boundary of a neighbouring parish, the chairman speak to his or her opposite number in the adjoining parish to canvass his or her views.
Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Scobie reported that he was already receiving complaints about parking in Perranuthnoe and felt that something needed to be done. Cllr Mepham reminded Councillors that there were budgetary constraints and that, when the residents of Perranuthnoe were canvassed a few years ago on the question of yellow lines, some residents were against the idea. The Clerk was asked to liaise with Cllr Nicholas over progress concerning the plans submitted to County Highways last year.  The question was mooted as to whether it was possible to convene a public meeting in Perranuthnoe at which someone from County Highways, and perhaps the Police, could attend. The clerk was asked to liaise with Cllr Nicholas over this
Cllr Keskeys reported that a piece of granite on the boundary wall of Sycamore House was being forced out by a tree. She thought that if the piece of granite fell onto a child, it could do serious injury. The clerk was instructed to write to County Highways in order to draw their attention to it.
Cllr Wyatt reported that the Landlord of the Victoria Inn had raised the question of safety at Perranuthnoe Beach. His son had been caught in a current last year and pulled out to sea. There are no warning signs advising about the danger of rip-tides. The clerk was instructed to write to the beach manager at Cornwall Council about this

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Mepham that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th March 2014 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllr Griffiths abstaining as he was not present at that meeting.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Emergency Plan. Cllr Summers reported that she was going to a Planning Day at Lanhydrock on 4th April. She asked what the Parish history was. Cllr Jago said that there had been some flooding in the past, but the problems causing it had been cured. Cllr Summers asked if there had been any major incidents within the parish and was advised that there hadn’t been. It was, though, felt that there might be an incident in Perranuthnoe if the cliff collapsed or there was a major tidal surge. Cllr Summers said that a co-ordinator was needed and that perhaps someone like a retired policeman could do this. Cllr Jago suggested that the co-ordinator ought to be in Perranuthnoe. Cllr Summers also wondered whether it was worth training flood wardens if there was no great risk of flooding.

b. Defibrilators. After discussion, the clerk raised the question as to whether there was a power for the Council to buy defibrillators. If the only power was under section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972, then, given the cost of defibrillators, it would take up a fair bit of the “s.137” allowance”. The clerk was asked to investigate this matter
c. Light for bus shelter. Cllr Mepham reported that the cost of an indestructible LED, solar powered, light was £499.00 plus VAT plus an extra £40 plus VAT for a mesh guard. It was noted that there was a street light opposite. It was also felt that putting a light on the bus shelter might act as a magnet, rather than a deterrent, to those who might abuse the shelter. It was decided to take no action now but to give the matter further consideration.

d. Play equipment update. Cllr Keskeys advised that she had had a meeting with South West Play. The quote for installing the equipment the Council would like to donate to the Village Hall was £6,800.00 plus VAT. Cllr Mepham advised that whilst the Village Hall committee would gladly accept the donation, there was a problem in that Mr. C. Hitchens thought that the playground equipment was owned by Cornwall Council and that the playground was maintained by them. Penwith Council installed, and used to maintain, the equipment and playground and Mr. Hitchens thought that this had devolved onto the Unitary Authority.  Given the uncertainty about this, and also given the rather poor state of things, the clerk was instructed to find out what the situation was, even if the eventual outcome might be that the Parish Council had to take over responsibility for the playground. The clerk explained what Marazion Town Council did in regard to the playground for which it was responsible.
e. Neighbourhood Plan. The clerk reported on his correspondence with Ms Chloe Pitt of the Neighbourhood Planning Team at Cornwall Council, and that things looked optimistic, so far as Cornwall Council taking on the administration (at the parish Council’s expense) of the questionnaire. The Council also approved the questionnaire

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA14/02104. Proposed first floor extension with the inclusion of a Juliette balcony on the west elevation. Tregarthen, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Roderick. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously 
b. PA14/02128. Outline application with all matters reserved: affordable-led housing scheme for 4 affordable and 2 open market dwellings. Rosperran, Perran Downs, Goldsithney, Penzance. Mr. & Mrs. T. Cowley. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that the application be opposed on the basis of the statement read out by Cllr Wyatt, in the following terms, “the Parish Council has identified sites within the Parish that it deems suitable for affordable led schemes. This site was not one of those sites as it was regarded as extending into open countryside, similar to many other potential applications. It is a concern that approving this application will set a precedent for other applicants to follow, which will erode the rural feel and character of the area. This will make a mockery of the process that the Parish Council has gone through in identifying suitable sites to provide the level of housing indicated by the Affordable Housing Team.” This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously
c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 3rd April 2014:

d. PA14/02482. Conversion of existing lower ground floor flat to self contained apartment. Gears Lodge, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. Gareth Roberts-Burt. The Council, in discussing this application, felt that, as a matter of policy, every dwelling unit ought to have space for parking two cars without difficulty. Cllr Griffiths proposed that because there did not appear to be adequate space for parking 4 cars (i.e. 2 for each dwelling unit in this application) this application should be opposed. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and passed by six votes to one
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA14/00227. Perrancliff, Perranuthnoe. Construction of new dwelling with integral car port and access to public highway
b. PA14/01388. Sycamore House, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Remove limbs from cypress tree (decided not to make a TPO)
c. PA14/01205. The Cottage, Perranuthnoe, Penzance. Felling of 2 Sycamore trees. (decided not to make a TPO)
d. PA14/00518. 10 Bambry Close, Goldsithney. Erection of single storey extension and garage conversion to the side of bungalow
