	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas, being on sick leave, her report was read out by the clerk and covered the following matters:
Parking issues in Perranuthnoe. Cllr Nicholas has asked Cornwall highways to produce hard copy maps of village roads and lanes and then when the Council has them the Council can hold a public meeting to consult with ALL residents for ideas on how they might want any controls to be considered. Meanwhile residents must call the police if there are any vehicles causing an obstruction. 

The area by the bus stop outside St Pirans hall needs to be finished, in order to prevent it being used for parking. Cllr Jago will provide some large pieces of granite. The question of planters was briefly discussed by the Council.

As to defibrillators Cllr Nicholas said that the Council needs to decide where they might put them and that it would be advisable to liaise with the Ronnie Richards Charity as it is well versed in looking at sites. Cllr Wyatt drew the Council’s attention to an article in the Cornishman on the subject. Cllr Mepham felt that the matter should be given over to the Ronnie Richards Charity and will contact them to discuss it

Beach Safety Signs. Because Perranuthnoe is a private beach with no lifeguard then the Council will need to pay for a sign. The clerk read out the email that Cllr Nicholas had sent to him and to Cllr Mepham. This matter was further discussed under item 5b

Dog/rubbish bins. Cllr Nicholas asked that Councillors let her have a list of existing bins and their locations, let her know if any have been removed and where they were. She also asked for suggestions for possible new placements which may be possible but can't be guaranteed. 

Cornwall Highways are looking at dropped kerb and white line on it in St Aubyns.

The Walkway between Goldsithney and Marazion is being investigated by highways officer. 

Cllr Nicholas wondered whether, to try to prevent vandalism to the bus shelter outside St Pirans Hall, the Village Hall committee could be approached about reduced rates for Badminton etc for youngsters. She wondered what times are available for youngsters to use the hall for table tennis, etc. 

Cllr Nicholas said that she has been emailing highways about repairing the chevrons on the roundabout (at the top of the Marazion by-pass) that were damaged in the accident. Cornwall Highways have told her that they will attend to it but are busy and short of staff. Mr. Peter Tatlow is doing a design for it and Cllr Nicholas is waiting to hear more on the subject. 

Crime Report. No report has yet been received for April

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Scobie (a) wanted Cornwall Highways to hurry up with the production of maps for Perranuthnoe’s parking problems and felt that what was being done wasn’t what was requested. He thought Cornwall Highways had been asked to come up with suggestions to solve the traffic and parking problems (b) said that a dog bin was needed  at Trenow beach 
Cllr Summers reported that she had been to the Emergency Planning Meeting and was now in the process of gathering information. She suggested that, in due course, a public meeting might usefully be held. Cllr Summers also reported that she had been to the Kresen Kernow Road-show today.
Cllr Keskeys asked that the football nets be put up on the goalposts

	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

(a) Play equipment update. South West Play’s report of 20th April 2014 having been circulated, was considered. The clerk suggested that if the Council wished to take on board the responsibility for the play ground (which the meeting was advised the Village Hall committee was happy to see), the Council should ask him to get under way with Cornwall Council, but that any take over should be on terms that it was put into good order first. Cllr Jago wondered whether if they wouldn’t do that, they would give the Parish Council a grant. The Clerk was instructed to write to Cornwall Council, with a copy of the report, along the lines he had suggested, but also saying that the play equipment that needed attention should be left in situ and not just removed. The clerk was also instructed to send a copy to Mr. Hitchens, highlighting the fence problems
(b) Beach Safety update. The clerk having read out the e-mail from Cllr Nicholas on this matter. It was agreed that there should be a meeting with Mr. Phil Drew, which the clerk was asked to arrange. Cllr Mepham proposed that if the cost of the sign was less than £200.00 the Council should authorise the purchase of an appropriate sign. This was seconded by Cllr Summers and carried unanimously.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA14/03064. Proposed re-roofing works, new windows and doors, remove existing render and repoint and formation of new vehicular access. The Cottage, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. P. Craze. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.

b. PA14/03307. Reduction of crown of 2 Ash trees. Tamarisk, Perran Downs Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Graham Scott Richards. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that this application be approved subject to the Tree Officer supporting the application and the work being done to the relevant standard. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously 
c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 1st May 2014 
d. PA14/03043. Erection of two affordable and two unrestricted houses and associated works. Land adjoining Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. D. Somers. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that the application, being in respect of land approved for development in the Parish Council’s Local Planning Position Statement, be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Wyatt and was approved by 8 votes in favour with one abstention.
e. PA14/02128. Outline application with some matters reserved: affordable led housing scheme for 4 affordable dwellings and 2 open market. Rosperran, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. (These are amended plans for this application). It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that this application be opposed for the same reasons as previously given, with it being made clear that no application for development of this particular land would be approved by the Council. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.

f. PA14/03573. Garage conversion and extension to rear elevation. New porch structure to front elevation. Croft Haven, Rosudgeon, Penzance. TR20 9PN. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously.
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PAPA14/01329. Westwards, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Single storey extension to parents accommodation to give level access.
b. PAPA14/01514. 47 Collygree Parc, Goldsithney. Proposed side extension providing additional kitchen area and first floor hobby room.
c. PA14/00976. Rosebud Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Construction of horticultural glasshouse with roof mounted transparent PV solar modules

d. Letter from Post Office re. Consultation over move of Goldsithney Post Office and one from Andrew George MP, on the same subject. These were noted and the Council expressed the view that it supported the changes, as the alternative would be closure.
e. Request by Mr. Ashwood for permission to place a bench. The Council noted the concerns expressed by the Clerk, to the effect that the only place the Council could authorise a bench to be placed was in the cemetery. The clerk was instructed to write to Mr. Ashwood accordingly, and to suggest that he might also like to approach the Parochial Church Council, if he would like to put a memorial seat in the Churchyard instead.
