	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period: Mr. A. Thomas and Mesdames Kavanagh & Titley spoke against planning application PA14/04115.
The Council decided that, to save the residents from St. Petry having to wait until the Council reached item 6f on the agenda, it would bring that item forward and deal with it now, which they did as follows:
PA14/04115. Variation of condition 2 in relating to decision notice PA13/08869: deletion of drawing number 958-2 and substitute drawing number 958-2D which incorporates internal alterations and one roof light per dwelling to rear slope of the roof. Condition number(s) 2. Condition(s) Removal: Revision to scheme. See planning statement delete drawing number 958-2 and substitute drawing number 958-2D. Land at St. Petry, Goldsithney. Ms Elaine Newman. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that the application be opposed for the following reasons: (1) The plans supplied show inaccuracies in that they show four bedrooms, two numbered “three” (2) the houses do not comply with the design as originally approved (i.e. they show 4 bedroomed houses, not three) (3) The ridge height of these new buildings will probably be higher than as originally passed (4) the original consent has been flouted in that roof lights have been put in already, before planning permission has been granted (5) the roof lights will cause over-looking problems (6) the Council has concerns about a possible further application for windows in the gable ends (7) the properties are already on the market, advertised as 4 bedroomed houses, even before planning permission has been granted. This was seconded by Cllr Summers and carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas opposes on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider)

Mr. Kusnierz then spoke to complain about the poor visibility at Primrose Hill. Cllr Griffiths said the uncut verge belonged to the Housing Association. Cllr Nicholas will pursue this.

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

(a) Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on the ongoing matter of the gentleman resident in the lay-by between the top of the Marazion by-pass and Perran Crossroads. She wishes the Police to prosecute him for Criminal Damage, for removing the posts to drive his vehicle onto the verge. She has contacted the parking enforcement department who will give him a parking ticket each time they find his vehicle illegally parked. He will also be taken to task for selling goods by the roadside. Concerns were also expressed about safety in that he has two children and a dog all of which could run into the road.

(b) As to the parking issues in Perranuthnoe, Cllr Nicholas confirmed that there was no money in the Highways pot for the matters concerning some, but by no means all, of the Perranuthnoe residents. Cllr Nicholas has spoken to Mr. Mike Peters who is preparing a large scale plan. The Parish Council can then hold a public meeting in Perranuthnoe. Cllr Nicholas reminded the Council that, when the question of a Traffic Regulation Order for double yellow lines in Perranuthnoe was raised a few years ago, the residents were not in favour of them.

Crime report

The clerk said he had not received a report for May, but had, since the date of the last meeting, received one for April which he read out as follows:

“Crime figures for the period 1st to 30th of April 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there were 2 crime reports compared with 6 for the same period last year.

AP/14/783 On the 5th at Perranuthnoe male offender arrested for a separate matter found to be in possession of Class A drug Ecstasy.

AP/14/995 On the 28th at St Petry, Goldsithney a female has been struck by the wing mirror of a vehicle driven by another female. Enquiries ongoing.

Other Councillors
Cllr Griffiths mentioned that the grass verges by the roundabout at the top of the Marazion by-pass had not been cut, making it very difficult to see down the Marazion by-pass when approaching the roundabout from Goldsithney. Cllr Nicholas said she would pursue this.
Cllr Mepham mentioned the state of the bus shelter by St. Piran’s Hall. When he and Cllr Griffiths had replaced the broken panes, he said he had cleaned the other panes which appeared not to have been cleaned recently. The clerk said he would remind Mr. Beard that the bus shelter had now been repaired as the clerk felt Mr. Beard might have been giving it a miss whilst it was partially “indisposed”. The Clerk asked Councillors to keep an eye on the cleanliness of the bus shelters over the coming month.

	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

(a) Neighbourhood Plan. The clerk advised the Council that Ms Chloe Pitt from Cornwall Council had said that the questionnaires could be returned to Cornwall Council and that Cllr Mepham had amended the questionnaire as she had advised to make it clear that it was the parish Council’s questionnaire and not that of Cornwall Council. 

(b) Playground and play equipment. The Clerk read out Mrs. Howard’s e-mail and said that matters could not be taken forward until Mrs. Howard provided Cormac’s inspection report. Given the mention, in Mrs. Howard’s e-mail, that Cornwall Council had no money for repairs, the clerk said that, in all probability, the Parish Council would have to take the playground on as it was, but that it would be advisable for the Council to know what it was going to have to spend before it took on the liability.

	Plans and Planning Matters:

a. PA14/03548. Variation of condition 7 in relation to PA12/07239 – erection of a dwelling dated 15/10/2012: Revised drawing ref. 13/0282/004A – plan to be considered. 9 North Road, Goldsithney. Mr. B. Bryant. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Mepham and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
b. PA14/03458. Conversion of redundant chapel to a single dwelling (minor amendments to previously approved application PA11/08541 to include replacement of lean-to on north elevation and with wood store, altered door to west and reduced and relocated roof lights). Trevean, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Steve & Sarah Lavis/De Larrinaga. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA14/03161. Erection of a detached dwelling. Stanhill, Rosudgeon, Penzance. Ms Juliet Bryant. Although the Council was advised by Cllr Nicholas that the Planning Officer had already made a decision to refuse this application, it was felt that the Council should still consider it. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that this application be opposed on the grounds (1) it was encroaching onto a Greenfield site (2) it was against the parish Council’s Position Statement (3) it was behind the existing line of buildings. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
d. PA14/04196. Variation of condition 2 in relation to decision notice PA12/11193, to enable high level windows to the west and south elevations only. Land to the rear of Oakleigh and Eastleigh, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Dr. J. Williams. Cllr Mepham signed the Declaration of Interests book on the basis that, whilst the application didn’t personally affect him, the application site was behind his property. Cllr Nicholas proposed that the application be opposed on the basis that (1) the plans are inaccurate in that they say these windows are for extra light when they will be for a second floor, although no second floor is shown on the plan but one of the bedrooms at ground floor level has been reduced in size and stairs shown (2) the original high level windows were provided for so there would be no overlooking issues but these windows would cause overlooking and (3) it was felt that the provisions of these windows could only be a prelude to a second floor as there was no need for such windows for a loft. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and passed unanimously but with Cllr Mepham not voting. 
e. PA14/03191. Construction of bungalow and associated works (outline application with all matters reserved). Mistral, Chiverton Way, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Robertson. It was proposed by Cllr Mepham that this application be approved, but on the basis that all reserved matters would be brought back before the Parish Council. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and passed by 7 votes in favour and one vote against.
f. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 5th June 2014. None.

a. PA14/00986. Land adjoining Northgate, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. M. Berryman
b. PA14/03064. The Cottage, Perranuthnoe. Proposed re-roofing works, new windows and doors, remove existing render and repoint and formation of new vehicular access. Mr. & Mrs. P. Craze
c. PA14/03307. Tamarisk, Perran Downs Lane, Goldsithney. Reduction of crown of 2 Ash trees. Mr. Graham Scott Richards.
d. PA14/02482. Gears Lodge, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Conversion of existing lower ground floor to self contained apartment. Mr. Gareth Roberts-Burt.
