	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. As Cllr Nicholas was absent, there was none
Crime report.

The clerk read out the crime reports received for both May and June, as follows:

Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of May 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there was 1 crime report compared with 2 for the same period last year.

25/05/14 Theft from dwelling, Goldsithney – suspect known to victim, enquiries ongoing.

Penzance Neighbourhood Team.

Crime figures for the period 1st –30th June 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there have been 3 crime reports compared with 2 for the same period last year.

On the 20th at Goldsithney criminal damage was caused to some trees during a neighbour dispute.

On the 4th two people left a restaurant at Goldsithney without paying the bill.

Between 1700 hours  on the 14th and 1000 hours on the 15th several vehicles parked in Fore Street, Goldsithney and the surrounding area were damaged by unknown means, although only one offence was reported to police. House to house enquiries have revealed no suspects or witnesses.

Penzance Neighbourhood Team.

Cllr Mepham reported that he was the victim who had reported the damage to several vehicles in Fore Street. 8 cars had been damaged but he was the only one who had reported it, because, for example, one of the other residents affected was on the point of scrapping the car, and another of the resident’s cars was rather “battle scarred” and its owner didn’t feel it was worth reporting. Cllr Mepham estimated that the total cost of the damage to the vehicles was £1,500. He advised the Council that 1 PCSO had come out, but had given the impression of being totally disinterested in what had happened, and only interested in giving a Crime Number, so people could claim on their insurance policies which, given the amount of excesses, and the likely increase in premiums, made claiming impractical. The Council took a poor view of the lack of police concern and the clerk was instructed to write to Mr. Tony Hogg, the Police and Crime Commissioner to express the Council’s disappointment.

Other Councillors reports

Councillor Scobie raised the following matters:
(a) Parking in Perranuthnoe. He wondered what the situation now was. Plans were still awaited from Cornwall Highways, so a public meeting could be held. This would have to stand over until Cllr Nicholas returned.

(b) Defibrillators. Again, Cllr Scobie wondered what the situation was. Cllr Mepham said he would pursue this as he had received no reply to the detailed e-mail that he had sent to the Charity involved with them.

Cllr Keskeys raised the following matters:

(a) The footpath at Tregurtha View is overgrown. Cllr Griffiths advised that the problem stemmed from growth out of the wall and that the responsibility for cutting that growth lay with the cricket club and two bungalows as they were the landowners involved.
(b) The wall at Sycamore House, Fore Street, Goldsithney was dangerous in the stones of a substantial size were being pushed out by the tree growth and there was a danger to the public. The clerk was instructed to write to Mr. Tom Marks at Cormac to ask him to see what could be done to deal with the problem
Cllr Mepham raised the following matters:

(a) Bus shelter cleaning. Cllr Mepham reported that they hadn’t been touched and that he had been keeping a close eye on them since the last meeting. The “old” St. Aubyn shelter is full of cigarette butts, which had been there some time (although it was appreciated that rubbish can start accumulating as soon as a clean has been finished) and that the glass on the new shelters was dirty. The clerk was instructed to write to write to their cleaning contractor.

(b) The Village Hall Committee had had a meeting last Tuesday and from this, it was clear that there were financial difficulties. The clerk was also asked to write to Mr. Hitchens to wish him well for his forthcoming treatment regime.

(c) The Goldsithney Charter Fair would take place on the first Saturday in August.
