	Public Speaking Period: 

Mrs. Bryant enquired as to whether there was anything she could do to obtain the Council’s support, were she to reapply for planning permission at her property in Rosudgeon, her previous application having been refused by Cornwall Council and opposed by the Parish Council. The Council explained why they had objected and made reference to their Planning Position Statement. 

James Hardy came to introduce himself as the new Community Network Manager in succession to Chandelle Randall. He informed the Council that the Community Network Panel will be re-launched in September. Traffic issues were discussed. Mr. Hardy mentioned that Cllr Nicholas had applied for two traffic projects for the Parish in the Form she had had to submit, one for a Crossing in Goldsithney and one relating to Perranuthnoe. Cllr Scobie said he would try to arrange for Mr. Bert Biscoe CC to come to Perranuthnoe and view the problems for himself.

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. None, as Cllr Nicholas was away
Crime Report. The clerk read out the following crime report that had been received:

Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of July 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there has been 1 crime reports compared with 3 for the same period last year.

Overnight between the 24th and the 25th an insecure vehicle parked in Fore Street Goldsithney was entered and items stolen from within.

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Keskeys enquired as to whether the bus stop markings had ever existed in Perranuthnoe, as there were none there now. Discussion then turned to the provision of a bus shelter in Perranuthnoe. The clerk reminded Councillors of the fact that a property owner had registered a Caution at the Land Registry against First Registration (as had the Clerk’s predecessor) and that he had written to the Cautioner and had received no response. It was felt that if a concrete plinth were laid out, then it might generate a response from the cautioner and if it didn’t happen then, after a year or so, a bus shelter could be placed on it.
Cllr Mepham raised the following matters:

(a) He has received complaints about the tenant of 25 Queensway repairing and selling vehicles from his property. The matter is in the hands of Cornwall Council. That authority has sent neighbouring residents diaries to keep.

(b) A Parishioner had enquired whether the Council could do anything about a neighbouring builder starting noisy work at 08.00 hours. The Parish Council cannot help here as it has no power to do so.

(c) Mr. Phil Preen of the Crown Inn in Goldsithney has asked for the Parish Council to support his wish to host the Library Service in a room at the pub. The Council decide that they would happily do so, and the Clerk was instructed to write to Mr. Preen accordingly

(d) The Grass Cutting at Manor Farm has now been done.

(e) An inspection of the bus shelter at St. Aubyns (opposite the junction) is in a poor state, but the rubbish there is different from the rubbish that had been there, so cleaning had taken place. The clerk read out the invoice from Mr. Beard dated 31st July 2014.

Cllr Jago raised a concern that some stalls were in such a position that they wouldn’t have paid money to the Hall, from which it was meant to benefit from the Charter Fair.

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Play equipment. Cllr Wyatt drew the Council’s attention to the fact that the Zurich Report for Cornwall Council last October only highlighted small faults, whereas South West Play’s report highlights a myriad of problems. Some of these are minor and could be sorted out quite quickly. Cllr Jago felt that as the Council’s insurers wanted the playground inspected every week (and a log kept), the Council would have to employ someone to do it.

Concern was expressed as to whether the playground should itself be fenced off. It was felt that the Council should start with a clean sheet and know exactly what had to be done before it took on this liability. The clerk was instructed to get a report from RoSPA.

The clerk was also instructed to contact Cornwall Council to say that it would take over the playground but only when it was satisfied that it was in a sound condition or, if it wasn’t, what the cost would be to make it safe.

b. Roundabout at top of Marazion by-pass. An update on this would have to await Cllr Nicholas’s return

c. Bus shelter cleaning. This was dealt with at 3c(e) above

d. Sign at Perranuthnoe beach. An update on this will have to await Cllr Nicholas’ return

e. Parking in Perranuthnoe. Mr. Jonathan Green’s e-mail of 5th August, and my response to it, having been circulated, the Clerk was instructed to write to the Police and Crime Commissioner, to complain about a member of the public having been advised that the Parish Council had the power to deal with parking problems.
f. Defibrillators. The Council felt that it should pay for three defibrillators, one for Goldsithney, one for Perranuthnoe and one for Rosudgeon. It was felt that it would be helpful if Mr. Paul Williams from the Ronnie Richards Charity could come to brief the Council at its next meeting and the clerk was instructed to invite him to do so
