	Apologies for absence: Cllrs Nicholas & Summers
Resignation letter from Martin Mepham: The clerk read out Mr. Mepham’s letter resigning from the Council following his taking up employment in Kent. This was accepted with sadness
Election of new chairman: Cllr Wyatt proposed that consideration of this item be postponed to the confidential section at the end of the meeting. This was agreed

	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period: 

Mr. Paul Williams briefed the Council, and the members of the public present, on the work of the Ronnie Richards Charity and the cost of the recommended defibrillators. The best cabinet to have was one that opened with a key-fob. The price of the recommended defibrillators was £780.00. The cost of the cabinet with key fob was £799.00 (total of defibrillator and cabinet is £1,579.00). The installation charges is somewhere between £100 and £200 and the electricity costs are about £25.00 per half year. There is some VAT payable on some items (e.g. installation and the cabinets) but as the Council can reclaim VAT, this is not an issue. The Ronnie Richards Charity sees to the installation and also the training which costs £35.00 per person. The clerk asked if the Council had to insure them and was advised by Mr. Williams that the Council did not have to do so. The Council explained that they would discuss the matter later on in the meeting and thanked Mr. & Mrs. Williams for their time and helpful presentation.

Cllr Wyatt then explained the situation regarding the present state of parking in Perranuthnoe and the clerk explained that there would be no “yellow lining” without consultation. He also said that, realistically, funding was such that, even when a village consensus had been reached, it was unlikely that anything would be done quickly as it would have to take its turn along with all the other towns and parishes in the County. Cllr Wyatt said that Cllr Nicholas had applied for various traffic works within the Parish as all Cornwall Councillors had had to do so within a strict time limit, in order to stand any chance of having works done in their divisions.

Mr. Eddy read out a letter from some of the business owners in the Village, expressing their views against universal yellow lining but expressing a willingness to contribute to finding a consensus solution
Mr. Purchas asked if a traffic island could be installed at Perran Cross Roads along with a sign saying that the roads down to Perranuthnoe, and in the Village itself, were unsuitable for HGVs. Cllr Jago said that when a traffic island at Perran Cross Roads was requested by the Parish Council some 10 years ago, Cornwall County Council had told the Parish Council that it was unnecessary.

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report: None, due to Cllr Nicholas being away
Crime report: The clerk read out the following report received from Devon & Cornwall Constabulary:

Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of August 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there were 2 crime reports compared with 3 for the same period last year.

Between the 9th and the 10th windscreen wipers were stolen from a vehicle parked at St Aubyns, Goldsithney.

On the 22nd two females made off without paying from a restaurant at Perranuthnoe.

Reports of anti social behaviour in the area remain very low.

Cllr Griffiths suggested that the clerk be asked to write a letter of condolence to the late Mr. Hitchens’ family following his sad death. The clerk was instructed to do this

Cllr Griffiths also reported on an e-mail sent to the clerk requesting permission to erect a type of headstone not approved by the Council. Cllr Griffiths explained that when the Parish Council opened the cemetery extension for which it was responsible, it had looked at the litigation that had taken place concerning headstones and liability and had, as a result, decided only to allow the one type of headstone out of the seven that the Memorial Mason’s institute had approved. This required one stone, with up to 2’6” above ground and 18” below ground. The clerk was instructed to respond to the request accordingly

Cllr Scobie reported that the situation with regard to dog fouling was getting worse and he felt that not only were more dog-bins needed but also that the dog wardens should be asked to help

Cllr Keskeys reported (a) that the sewage pumping station in St. Aubyns has broken down again (both this week and last) and that men have been trying to repair it. She felt that this should be noted so it can be borne in mind when considering future development plans in the area and (b) the state of the footpath along the cricket club’s field hedge. Cllr Griffiths said that trimming this hedge was the responsibility of the owners bordered by the field and that Cornwall Council had written to them before.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Keskeys that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 7th August 2014 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllr Griffiths abstaining as he had been away.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Defibrillators. The Council discussed the matter in detail and felt that as they had already agreed in principle that it should provide a defibrillator for Perranuthnoe, Rosudgeon and Goldsithney, it should get under way quickly. The clerk was instructed to write to the Landlords of The Falmouth Packet (Rosudgeon) The Crown in Goldsithney and The Victoria in Perranuthnoe to obtain their confirmation of the fact that they were happy to “host” a defibrillator. The clerk explained that there were no statutory powers for a Parish Council to but defibrillators other than under section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972. With this in mind, he wondered whether the Parish Council could properly provide one for siting outside the Falmouth Packet as this was in St. Hilary Parish. The clerk reminded the Council that the section 137 provision included reference to “the area and its inhabitants”. The Council felt that the defibrillator would be far more visible, and so far more beneficial, there than anywhere else and that it would benefit the residents in Rosudgeon, the greater part of which lay within Perranuthnoe Parish.
b. Bus shelter at Perranuthnoe. The clerk explained the history of this. He advised that, given the expenditure that the Council was undertaking in relation to defibrillators, the playground in Goldsithney and the Neighbourhood plan, it might be wise to leave spending money on this for the time being.
c. Play equipment and playground. The clerk updated the Council on the situation and said he would e-mail RoSPA to ask that their inspector liaise with Cllr Keskeys during the clerk’s leave.
d. Roundabout at top of Marazion by-pass. It was felt that as this lay within Marazion’s boundaries, and as its sponsorship was already in hand, this should be left off future agendas. 
e. Sign at Perranuthnoe Beach. Cllr Wyatt reported on the meeting he, Cllr Keskeys and the clerk had had with Mr. Sharpe and a representative from the RNLI, and that a sign would be going up later in the year, warning, amongst other things, about the rip current. Cllr Wyatt also mentioned that Mr. Sharpe had said that the water quality at Perran Beach was amongst the best in the County.

e. PA14/06852. Pollarding a line of Leylandii trees (satisfying condition 8 in respect of PA10/07094). Jubilee House, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. G. Else. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Griffiths, that this application be supported subject to the County’s arboriculturist being in favour. This was carried unanimously.

	Footpaths & Rights of Way:

Cllr Griffiths reported on the following:
1. The problems with regard to footpath 1, highlighted by Cllr Keskeys earlier. The clerk was instructed to write to Cornwall Council to ask for the enforcement officer to visit and then write to the property owners.

2. The problems with bridleways 17 & 22. A parishioner had complained about the state of these bridleways. Cllr Griffiths explained that the Parish Council was not responsible for the surface of rights of way as this was down to Cornwall Council. The Parish Council was responsible only for employing a contractor to deal with the sides and overgrowth. He explained that the situation, in respect of which the parishioner’s complaint was made, had arisen as water had washed the soil away, leaving stones. The clerk was instructed to write to Cormac to ask them to deal with the problems, but Cllr Griffiths pointed out that, given the financial constraints under which local authorities had been placed, he did not expect anything to be done soon.
