	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report:
(a) Cllr Nicholas said that people had expressed concern over the Highways projects for which she had bid. She explained that Cornwall Councillors had been given 2 weeks to submit bids for highways works in their Divisions. She also explained that there would be great difficulty in getting anything done in this financial year. Nonetheless, she had made the submissions and she explained the reason (safety) she had made them

(b) She felt that it was important that the Parish had a “Resilience Plan” so that it knew how it would deal with any emergency that occurred (e.g. flooding) in which people might need to be evacuated.

(c) She briefed the Council on the Penwith Pioneer Project. This involved looking after people in the Community on the principle of doing what people actually wanted, as opposed to Health Professionals “doing” things to them. The project had reduced visits to GPs by 36%. 

Crime Report. The clerk read out the Crime report for September, received from PC Louis Thomas, as follows:
“For the above-mentioned period, there have been 6 crime reports compared with 3 for the same period last year.

On the 2nd between 2000 and 2030 hours a male was allegedly assaulted by two unknown males at Rosudgeon. 

On the 18th a gold and diamond engagement ring was stolen from a household in Goldsithney. Enquiries are ongoing.

On the 9th between 2100 and 2300 at Goldsithney criminal damage was caused to a cat which received a puncture wound to the leg, possibly caused by an air gun pellet.

On the 22nd between 0700 and 1200 grocery items delivered to a dwelling in Goldsithney were stolen from the doorstep.

Between midnight on the 27th and 0100 hours on the 28th at Goldsithney a dwelling was entered and a bicycle stolen from within. The bicycle was later recovered. Enquiries are ongoing.

Between 0800 and 1200 on the 30th at Goldsithney a washing machine was stolen from the front garden of a dwelling in Goldsithney.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Leek that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th September 2014 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllr Nicholas abstaining as she had not been present

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Defibrillators. The clerk reported that the landlords of the Victoria and the Crown had written to confirm they were happy to “host” a defibrillator. Cllr Wyatt said that the Landlord of the Falmouth Packet had also agreed to do this. Cllr Wyatt would ask him to write to confirm. Cllr Wyatt suggested that the Council now pays for 3 defibrillators, with other fundraisers working to buy further defibrillators. Mr. Matthews said that Barclays Bank may well match funding up to £1,000. The clerk advised that fundraising groups should be responsible for banking their own money, and not mix their money with the Parish Council’s money. In other words, the Parish Council should not act as bankers to fundraising groups. It was reported that Mr. Nigel Row was prepared to train people to use the defibrillators. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie seconded by Cllr Keskeys and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the purchase of 3 defibrillators, one for Goldsithney, one for Perranuthnoe and one for Rosudgeon and that the clerk is instructed to proceed with this once the Landlord of the Falmouth Packet confirms he is happy to host a defibrillator.

b. Neighbourhood Plan (including resolving the payment of prizes to questionnaire winners). The clerk reported that he had collected nearly 200 completed questionnaires and would collect others that came in between now and 6th November. He suggested that the envelopes be left unopened until the Prize Draw and that the draw take place by a blindfolded person plucking three envelopes at random. This was agreed. Cllr Scobie said that he would give some thought as to how best to collate the responses to the questionnaires. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt seconded by Cllr Leek and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment of prizes in the Neighbourhood Questionnaire response draw of £250.00 for the first prize, £100.00 for the second prize and £50.00 for the third prize

c. Parking in Perranuthnoe. Cllr Nicholas reported that, because of the polarised opinions concerning parking in Perranuthnoe, she had arranged a meeting with the Portfolio Holder, CC Bert Biscoe. Cllr Nicholas reported on the meeting that had taken place that afternoon and said the Mr. James Hardy, the Community Network Manager would be arranging a meeting with the various people who will need to be involved. She stressed that Public Consultation was a prerequisite for any action being taken.
d. Playground. Cllr Keskeys reported that she had met with Mr. Wayne Hock, whose report she had received. As there are outstanding matters, the matter was deferred to the next meeting.
e. Donation to the Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie seconded by Cllr Wyatt and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment to the RBL Poppy Appeal of £200.00.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA14/07964. Construction of 18 dwellings, including affordable housing provision, creation of an access, formation of estate road and footways and provision of attendant infrastructure. Land off Fore Street, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. A. R. Matthews & J. Sharpe.  It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that this application be supported on the basis that Cornwall Council be asked to impose a Section 106 Agreement on terms that no further development in the field will be allowed. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and passed unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas supports on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider)

b. W1/06/P/0720. Demolition of dwelling & Industrial Units and construction of 6 new dwellings, 3 of which are affordable housing. Hodges Motor Works site, Rosudgeon, Penzance. Ms. S. Maddern. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that this application be supported but on terms that Cornwall Council ensures that there are adequate spaces for parking and that there is adequate space for turning so that all vehicles can, and must, enter and leave in the forwards direction. This was seconded by Cllr keskeys and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
c. PA14/08194. Existing conservatory and porch extensions. Janrose, Perran Downs Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. J. Graham. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA14/06775. Pruning of a Sycamore. 5 Bampfylde, Perran Downs, Goldsithney, Penzance. Mr. T. Robbens. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that the application be approved, subject to the Tree Officer being satisfied, and the work being done to the appropriate standard. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and passed unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.

f. PA14/08734. Detached dwelling – Revised application following refusal of an earlier application (PA14/03161). Stanhill, Rosudgeon, Penzance TR20 9PA. Ms Juliet Palarm.
