	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas, having had to go out of the County on urgent business, the clerk read out the report that she had sent to him and to the Chairman. The report covered the facts that:
1. Cllr Nicholas was waiting to hear back about the roundabout and various highways issues.

2. She will contact the police to see about increased patrols to deal with speeding cars and motor bikes in the area.

3. She had had a meeting with the Police & Crime Commissioner (P&CC) and highlighted the need for more visible police presence in rural areas. He said that he would look into training for Community Speed Watch, something for which Cllr Nicholas has been pressing for the past 4 years.

4. She had also discussed with the P&CC the problems caused by large farm vehicles driving at speed and not giving way to other traffic and also having no number plates and with lights not working. 
5. She has asked parking enforcement to deal with camper vans in the lay-by and has contacted the Traveller Officer regarding the campervan on the Marazion side of the roundabout. Cllr Leek reported that, due to his efforts, that campervan had moved on.

6. Cllr Jago reported that he had had cause to ring the Police 101 number on a Saturday and had been kept waiting for an hour

Crime Report. No report was received by the time of the meeting

Other Councillor’s reports. Cllr Scobie wondered whether we could receive some feedback on whether any of the offences listed in the crime reports were successfully prosecuted

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Summers that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd October 2014 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllrs Griffiths and Jago abstaining as they were not then present.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Defibrillators. The clerk reported that he had not yet heard anything from the Landlord of the Falmouth Packet. Cllr Wyatt said that until he did, we couldn’t proceed. The clerk said he would provide a fresh letter for the Landlord and give it to the Chairman, so he could get the Landlord to sign an endorsement since the reason for the lack of response was not lack of willingness, but lack of time. The Council then considered the matter of training and as Mr. Row was prepared to undertake this for £15.00 per person it was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Scobie and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment of £150.00 to provide training for 10 people on the defibrillators. The Council also considered whether to order the three defibrillators now, given that the Landlord of the Falmouth Packet had indicated his willingness to host one. It was felt that, even if he didn’t, one would be put somewhere in Rosudgeon. This being so, and the section 137 resolution to acquire three defibrillators having been passed in October, it was proposed by Cllr Jago that the Council proceeds now to order them. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously.
b. Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Scobie reported that the Mayor of Marazion had kindly agreed to allow him to use the table in the Council Chamber to go through the questionnaires. Cllr Summers will help Cllr Scobie in this. Cllr Scobie asked the Clerk to contact Chloe Pitt to ask her to contact Cllr Scobie to discuss various questions he had. The clerk reported that of the 308 questionnaires he had received back, 63 had expressed a willingness to help as “amateurs” and 9 as “professionals”. The clerk said that the choices facing the Council were first, whether to proceed with a Neighbourhood Plan or not and then, secondly, to decide whether there was a big enough pool of professional expertise to do the work ourselves, or whether (if not) to employ professionals which will greatly add to the cost.
c. Parking in Perranuthnoe. Cllr Nicholas not being present, this matter was deferred to the next meeting (“DTNM”)

d. Dog and Litter bins. DTNM

e. Playground. Cllr Keskeys reported that South West Nets will erect the necessary fencing and a self-close gate (as recommended by RoSPA) and would put in the play equipment for £10,250. Another company had quoted £10,352 for similar equipment but without the fencing and 2 other companies that Cllr Keskeys had approached were not prepared to give a quote as the project was too small. Cllr Keskeys said South West Nets would make good (i.e. remove the rotten baby swings) and put 2 baby swings in place of the big swings. He will also do other necessary repair work. Cllr Leek said that this was an incredibly good price. The question was raised about whether the Village Hall committee wanted equipment not to go in certain places. The Clerk read out the late Mr. Hitchens’ letter of 30th April 2014 and said he would e-mail the Secretary, Mrs. Blain, to confirm that the Council would take over the playground but would wish to deal with it as they saw best. The clerk will also e-mail Ms Jo Howard and say that the Council would take on the playground but not until it knew when South West Nets would be able to start work (as the Council didn’t want a period when it would be liable for the playground when it was in a bad state). Cllr Wyatt proposed that the Council tells South West Nets that it wants them to do all the work and to ask them for a projected start date. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously. Cllr Keskeys will contact South West Nets to find out when they could start

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA14/09237. Outline application for demolition of existing double garage and outbuildings and construction of dwellinghouse accessed via the existing site entrance and associated works. Lobb, Johns Corner, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. T. Bryant. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that this application be opposed on the basis that the site was too small and that the access was poor and close to a junction. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously, save that Cllr Jago abstained and took no part in the discussion as he felt that, although he didn’t have a disclosable interest, he did know the family well and felt, accordingly, he ought not to take part.
b. PA14/09242. Felling of an oak. Pen-an-Gelly, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. D. Townsend. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that, subject to the County Arboriculturist’s approval, the Council support this application. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously
c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 6th November 2014
d. PA14/10126. Addition of 1 no. 0.3m dish on the existing 5m lattice tower on the Rosudgeon water tower. Rosudgeon water tower, Dola Lane, Rosudgeon. Airwave Solutions Ltd. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously.
e. PA14/10137. Construction of a detached single storey dwelling with garage and associated works. (Amended design – original consent PA14/00181 16/1/14 extended living area at rear). Land north east of Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. M. Matthews. Prior to consideration of this application Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the meeting which was then chaired by Cllr Leek. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be opposed on the grounds that the proposal represented an overdevelopment of the site, in that the proposal was bigger than that which had been actually approved. There was also mention of a bat path with bats over-flying. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously. Cllr Wyatt then returned.
f. PA14/10045. Installation of PVCu windows and doors. Wayside, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. D. Griffiths. Before this was considered Cllr Griffiths (who is no relation to the applicant, but is a work colleague) declared an interest and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Summers and passed unanimously.

d. PA14/08516. Mr. K. Harris and Miss L. Frith. 33 & 34 Collygree Parc, Goldsithney. Proposed replacement sheds to 33 & 34 Collygree Parc.
e. PA14/09260. Mr. J. Halls. The Stables, Trebarvah Farm, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe.
