	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report:
Cllr Nicholas reported that:

(a) Cornwall Council was in the process of setting its budget

(b) There will be consultations with Town & Parish Councils, either later this month or early in the New Year, on the subject of Devolution.

(c) With regard to parking in Perranuthnoe, she has met James Hardy, the Community Network manager. He hasn’t pursued the meeting mentioned earlier, because there was little point in doing so until it became known whether the traffic matters, for which Cllr Nicholas had bid, would be agreed by Cornwall Council. Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on what Cornwall Councillor Biscoe had suggested about variable waiting restrictions so that people could park for short periods (e.g. to go for a swim) or for longer periods at certain times (e.g. to go for a meal)

(d) The footpath between Marazion and Goldsithney is in abeyance at present because of funding issues.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Keskeys that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th November 2014 be signed. This was unanimously approved, with the exception of Cllr Nicholas, who abstained as she was not then present.

	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Defibrillators. The clerk reported that he had written to Mr. Williams to order the defibrillators but had yet to receive a reply.

b. Neighbourhood Plan. The clerk reported that Cllr Scobie had been down to Marazion Town Council (where the clerk was keeping the questionnaires) to look at them. He had advised the clerk that he would like to hire a room and ask 9 of the volunteers to go through them with him and collate the information. After discussion it was felt that the questionnaires should first be read and collated by the Neighbourhood Plan subcommittee, after which they would report to the full Council so that a decision could be made as to whether to proceed further with the Plan, or whether it would be better to consider other options.

c. Parking in Perranuthnoe. In view of what Cllr Nicholas had reported earlier, it was felt that this could not be pursued at the moment, but would be kept under continuous review.
d. Dog and Litter bins. There was nothing to report.
e. Playground. The clerk reported that he had been in touch with Jo Howard about a date for taking over the playground, but, as yet, hadn’t heard from her. The clerk was instructed to pursue this vigorously and also to copy in any e-mails to James Hardy.
f. Bonfires. Cllr Nicholas felt that these could be a nuisance as people were frequently thoughtless about lighting them, and wondered whether a Notice could be posted asking people to be careful. Cllr Nicholas will investigate whether a poster at Cornwall Council was available

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA14/10345. Variation of condition 3 attached to decision notice PA10/05882 relating to demolition of dwelling and construction of replacement dwelling with detached double garage and installation of solar panels. Wheal Jenny, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe. Mr. Martin Shrosbree. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) there were issues of overlooking and that (b) a condition for installation of slats had originally been imposed to counter the overlooking issues and should therefore remain in force. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas opposes on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider)
b. PA14/10176. Demolition of a single storey extension and erection of a two storey extension including a Juliet balcony. 18 Primrose Close, Goldsithney. Mr. I Hart. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA14/10695. Detached new dwelling. Rear of Rospannel, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mrs. Hillary Chapman. Before this was considered, the clerk reminded councillors of the objection received from Mr. & Mrs. Croucher that he had e-mailed round. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that this application be opposed on the basis that the proposal was not in keeping with the area and that there were overlooking issues. It was noted that Mr. & Mrs. Chapman had, themselves, objected to a neighbouring application on this ground in 2008. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA14/10686. Replacement of outbuildings roofs, installation of solar panels, refurbishment of soffit boards and guttering, repair of chimneys and repointing of walls. The Manor Cottage, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Dr. A. Cock. It was decided to consider this application together with PA14/10687. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that these applications be opposed on the basis that solar panels were not appropriate to go on a listed building or on a building immediately adjacent to a listed building. It was noted from one of the photographs that there were upright fixings on a roof, which suggested that these were about to be installed, or had been installed and removed. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
e. PA14/10687. Listed building consent for the same works as for PA14/10686. As for PA14/10686 above
f. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 4th December 2014. None

	Financial & Confidential Matters:
a. Receive and approve Bank Reconciliation statement. There was no bank reconciliation statement to approve, since the previous one had been presented to the November meeting.

b. Appointment of Internal Auditor. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that Mr. Steve Hudson be reappointed. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.

c. Adoption of new Standing Orders and Financial Regulations. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the new standing orders and financial regulations that had previously been circulated be adopted. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously.

d. Consideration of Precept. The clerk’s Precept Report, having previously been circulated, was considered. The clerk said that although matters would come down to the Parish by way of Devolution from Cornwall Council, it was well nigh impossible to gaze into a crystal ball with any degree of accuracy. The Council felt that it could not increase the precept without being able to justify the increase and so a massive increase on a “just in case” basis was not appropriate. The clerk asked what the cost of the TRO would be and was told by Cllr Nicholas that the cost was around £3,000 but with extra costs for statutory consultations, preparations of plans and legal work, the cost could run up to about £14,000. After considerable discussion and consideration it was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that the Precept be set at £30,000. This was seconded by Cllr Leek and carried unanimously.

e. Co-option of Councillors to fill the 2 vacant seats. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that Mrs. Strawson and Mr. Tremelling be co-opted to fill the two seats. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously

f. Approve for payment items as listed on the schedule. After discussion about payment of the deposit requested by South West Play (which was approved) it was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that all items be passed for payment. This was seconded by Cllr Nicholas and carried unanimously.
