	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas, being absent through illness, was unable to present a report but the clerk informed councillors of the contents of an e-mail highlighting traffic issues, and also drew councillors attention to the e-mail he had sent them earlier in the day from Cllr Nicholas relating to various traffic issues in the Parish
Crime Report. The clerk read out the crime report received, as follows:

Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of December 2014.

For the above-mentioned period, there has been 1 crime reported compared with 5 for the same period last year.

On the 9th at Goldsithney inside private dwelling an adult female assaulted another adult female causing minor injury.

Other Councillors’ reports.

Cllr Jago mentioned the fact that the Methodist Chapel had received some funding for more insulation at the Chapel and wondered if the Council should make a small donation. The clerk advised that if the Chapel wished to ask for a small grant, the secretary should write in to the Council. Cllr Jago also wished to stress, as Cllr Nicholas had previously mentioned, that the Parish Council will need to be consulted over the design etc. of the houses to go on the successful appeal site adjoining Collygree Parc. The clerk was asked to write to the Planning Department about this
Cllr Leek reported that the damaged caravan on the lay-by had been very promptly removed.

Cllr Keskeys reported that the damaged fencing at the Village Hall has now been repaired.

Cllr Wyatt reported that he had been approached by Mr. N. Polglase concerning parking problems at the top end of Goldsithney. Parking was proving to be such a problem that some delivery drivers were now complaining and threatening not to deliver. Cllr Wyatt requested that this matter be put on the Agenda for the next meeting.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Leek that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th December 2014 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Defibrillators. The clerk reported that the invoices for the purchase of the defibrillators, and their cabinets, were on the agenda for payment. The clerk asked if the defibrillators should be installed by the electrician recommended by Mr. Williams, or whether the Council wished to employ another contractor. The Council agreed that the equipment should be installed by the Charity’s recommended electrician (on the basis that he would be experienced in doing this work). Cllr Keskeys reported that Mr. Nigel Row had approached her about training. The Council decided that it would be appropriate to fund up to 10 people per site (30 people in all) at a cost of £15.00 a time, which was very reasonable. Cllr Strawson felt that notices should go on the notice boards advertising for people to come forward for training and she felt that many would be happy to pay the £15.00 for this. The clerk was instructed to prepare and post a notice. It was then proposed by Cllr Wyatt seconded by Cllr Leek and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment for training 15 people (5 for each site) in the use of the defibrillators, at a cost of £15.00 per person. 
b. Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Scobie outlined the gist of the notes he had prepared and suggested that the Cornwall Rural Community Charity be asked to go through the responses to the questionnaires and prepare a report for the Council. The cost quoted (subject to the questionnaires not requiring more work than anticipated) was £835.00 (excluding VAT). Cllr Scobie also reported that the report on the questionnaires could well be back in time for the February meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Summers and seconded by Cllr Scobie that Cornwall Rural Community Charity be instructed to collate the responses to the questionnaires. This was carried unanimously.
c. Parking in Perranuthnoe. Cllr Scobie feels that “Goldsithney” should be bracketed with “Perranuthnoe” for the purposes of parking problems. He also thought consultants should be asked to prepare a scheme to deal with these problems. The clerk suggested that the Council ought to wait until Cllr Nicholas was back in circulation and able to advise on how best to address the problem.
d. Dog and Litter bins. It was decided to carry this forward. Cllr Scobie did wonder whether, given Cornwall Council’s desire to devolve services to towns and parishes, this was something the Parish Council would have to take over. Cllr Tremelling advised that there were considerable “on costs” with dog and litter bins, such as siting them and emptying them, which had to be done regularly.
e. Playground. Cllr Keskeys reported that the start of the work had been delayed by a week. South West Play will start on 19th January and the playground will be closed for a week. It should be “open for business” on 26th January. Mr. Nigel Row had agreed that he would do the weekly and monthly inspections for £30 a month. Cllr Tremelling highlighted the need for the inspector to be properly qualified and will speak to Mr. Row. Cllr Keskeys advised that an application had been made for a grant of £500.00. This should now be in the Council’s bank account. The clerk said that as he had yet to receive the bank account statements for December, he couldn’t say whether this had been received or not. Cllr Keskeys asked if this money could be spent on seating for the playground, in respect of which she is waiting for some quotes. The clerk was asked to mention the situation with the playground in his “Down Your Way” report.

Goon Reith A394 between Helston Road and Carters Downs, Rosudgeon. Mr. Paul Harbutt. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously. 
c. PA14/11813. Demolition of existing ground floor extension, construction of existing two storey extension, replacement porch and associated works. Lobb, Johns Corner, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. T. Bryant. Before this was considered, Cllr Jago stated that he would abstain as he was a good friend of the applicant’s grandfather. It was then proposed by Cllr Keskeys that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, but with Cllr Jago abstaining.
d. PA14/11814. Conversion of barn into a dwelling. Trebarvah Farm, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe. Poppy Treffry and Justin Duance. Before this application was considered, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest, signed the declaration of interests book and left the room. Cllr Keskeys then took the chair. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried by 6 votes in favour with 1 against and 1 abstention.
e. PA14/11899. Proposed extensions to provide additional indoor seating area and external wc. Towan Field, Perran Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. R. Tuyrrell. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Summers and carried unanimously.
f. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 8th January 2015. None
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA14/10045. Mr. D. Griffiths. Wayside, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Installation of PVCu windows and doors.
b. PA14/10137. Mr. M. Matthews. Land north east of Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Construction of a detached single storey dwelling with garage and associated works (amended design – original consent PA14/00181 16/1/14 extended living at rear)
c. PA14/10176. Mr. I Hart. 18 Primrose Close, Goldsithney. Demolition of a single storey extension and erection of a two storey extension including a Juliet balcony
d. PA12/11837. Sanctuary Housing Association. Construction of 28 affordable dwellings with estate roads, car parking and supporting infrastructure.
