Visitors present: (Before the start of the meeting) Ms Bernie Wills (PCDT) and Andy Moore (Village Hall Committee) and (during part of the meeting) Mr. Bullock
Before the meeting started, Ms Wills briefed the Council on the funding cuts made by Cornwall Council and the impact it would have on Youth Services. She explained that the cost (excluding Hall hire) was £2,500.00 p.a. to provide 2 youth workers for one night a week. Cllr Wyatt indicated that the Council would give consideration to the matter

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. None, as Cllr Nicholas was not present.
Crime report. The clerk read out the crime report he had received, as follows:

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Griffiths mentioned the letter he had received from a Parishioner in Gears Lane about the state of the road, as a consequence of all the development taking place. Cllr Griffiths stated that the Parishioners weren’t against the development, but would like developers to reinstate the road. This was noted by the Council.

Cllr Leek drew the Council’s attention to the articulated lorry trailer parked regularly on both sides of the lay-by near Perran Cross Roads. There was also a Cathedral City trailer parked there from time to time. 
Cllr Keskeys said that Cllr Nicholas wanted the Youth Group to go on the website. Cllr Keskeys will review the website and see what she thinks should go on. The clerk explained that the website was now maintained by Spencer Smart and he would only put on it what he was asked to put on it. The clerk was asked to put the website on the next agenda

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Strawson that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 5th February 2015 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Defibrillators. The clerk reported that the defibrillators had been installed, and that Mr. Daddow’s bill was on the agenda for payment. He also reported that the training had more or less been completed. Cllr Wyatt said that the landlord of the Falmouth Packet is most happy with the installation. Cllr Keskeys said that there were 4 key fobs. Mr. Row will allocate these and provide a list of the key holders. Cllr Keskeys said she would check there was adequate information alongside all the defibrillators, so members of the public would know what to do.
b. Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Wyatt gave a brief résumé of the meeting held on 19th February (the minutes of which it was agreed should be posted on the website). Cllr Tremelling said that Cornwall Council does pay heed to good Impact Assessments. Cllr Strawson felt that the Council should put out to tender the professional work needed to assist in preparing its plan. Cllr Scobie proposed that the Council proceed as suggested in the minutes of the meeting of 19th February. This was seconded by Cllr Summers and carried unanimously. Cllr Keskeys felt that there should be a sub-committee to deal with the Plan and the clerk was asked to put the plan on the agenda for the next meeting. It was also agreed that the results of the survey should be posted on the agenda. 
c. Parking Problems in Perranuthnoe and in Goldsithney. Cllr Keskeys produced some photographs of traffic violations by the post office and will e-mail them to Cllr Nicholas. Cllr Scobie said that it was 6 months since Cllr Biscoe CC had visited Perranuthnoe and suggested that the Council asked Cllr Nicholas to arrange a further meeting with Cllr Biscoe. Cllr Keskeys will liaise with Cllr Nicholas about this.
d. Dog and Litter Bins. Cllr Tremelling wondered whether the Parish Council could take on enforcement of dog transgressions. Cllr Scobie said that one of the biggest tourist attractions in Cornwall was the Coast Path and that it was in a disgusting state. The clerk pointed out the problems with enforcement in that the Dog Warden would take a lot of abuse. He also mentioned that Cllr Nicholas had, in the past, mentioned the possibility of Perranuthnoe clubbing together with Marazion and Ludgvan with a view to employing, or buying in, its own traffic enforcement officer and dog warden. With the Council’s agreement, Cllr Tremelling said he would speak to Mr. Allan Hampshire on the subject.
e. Playground. The format of the signs to go in the playground was discussed. Cllr Keskeys had contacted a couple of companies who will produce artwork for consideration if the Council says what is to go on the signs. Cllr Strawson believes that it might be possible to get this done for free by a company one of whose representatives lives locally. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths, seconded by Cllr Strawson that the words “operated by Perranuthnoe Parish Council”, “no dogs” (both in words and pictorially) and “this area is to be used by children under 12 only” should go on the sign, which should go by the entrance gate.
f. Emergency Plan. Cllr Summers said that it was probably necessary to have expert co-ordination, and that a steering committee is needed. Cllr Tremelling agreed to collate some information.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA15/00428. Detached Chalet bungalow. Land Adjacent to Perran Barton, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Rescorla. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths and seconded by Cllr Strawson that the application be refused on the grounds that this was in the countryside, and against the Council’s Planning Position Statement and that it was not built on three sides already. This was carried by 4 votes in favour, with 2 votes against and 2 abstentions. 
b. PA15/00727. Construction of detached dwelling. The Gears, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. N. Berryman. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Griffiths, that this application be opposed on the grounds that it is outside the boundary of the village, it represents overdevelopment and is not a replacement of an existing structure as was the case when the Council supported the application for the house now built where the woodshed was. This was carried unanimously.
c. PA15/01031. The removal of the existing 2 x Telefonica only antennas and their replacement with 4 antennas and 1 x 0.6m dish for the shared use of Telefonica and Vodafone. Additional apparatus to be installed within the existing Telefonica cabin. O2 UK Ltd. Communications Mast Aerials, O2 Rosudgeon Water tower, Dola Lane. Vodafone Ltd. It was proposed by Cllr leek that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously.
d. PA15/01173. Demolition of existing stable block & construction of sustainable dwelling and associated works. Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. C. J. Menear, Cornwall Planning Group. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths and seconded by Cllr Leek that the application be supported but that the Council highlights to the planning officer that no provision has been made to identify the public right of way that borders the site. This was carried by 6 votes to 2.
e. PA15/01313. Outline planning permission with all matters reserved: construction of 4 sustainable dwelling houses and associated works (previously approved planning site) Land to rear of Chy Gaire, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. Mike Adams Addition Accountants. It was reported that there had been a lot of objections. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson and seconded by Cllr Leek that this application be opposed in that it was not in keeping with the other properties in the neighbourhood and represented overdevelopment of the site, in that the applicant wanted to put 4 houses where one house had been previously been going. This was carried unanimously.
f. PA15/01580. Demolition of Garage/store and construction of 2 x 2 bedroom apartments. Goldsithney Garage, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Kingfisher Developments SW. It was proposed by Cllr Leek and seconded by Cllr Keskeys that the application be opposed on the basis that there was really no room for the cars (inadequate parking), all the parking spaces on the site would be too narrow if this was allowed, it would generate too much traffic and the probability of more parking on the road and that this application should have been part of the original application. This was carried unanimously.
g. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 5th March 2015
h. PA15/01702. Construction of dwelling and associated works. Mistral, Chiverton Way, Rosudgeon. Mr. A. Ballard. It was proposed by Cllr Leek that this be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously.

d. PA15/00296. Mrs. Patricia Share. Rosperran, Well Lane, Perran Downs. Proposed conservatory to north of property.
e. PA15/00523. Mr. & Mrs. Hunter. Cudden Drift, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Demolition of existing conservatory and replacement with new single storey extension.
