	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported on the following:

· Highways. No projects can yet be agreed as no money has yet been allocated.

· Freezer vans in lay-bys. Little can be done as the trailers left have neither identification of ownership nor registration plates

· Parking in Perranuthnoe. Again, nothing can be taken forward as no money has been allocated for Highways matters.

· Dog & rubbish bins. Cllr Nicholas has spoken to Mr. Rolfe Necke who advises that there are bins at Trenow Lane and that the issue isn’t just about providing the bins but is also about the contract with Cory for emptying them.

· Quadbikes. Cllr Nicholas has received information that quadbikes are churning up some ground in Millpool and that an eye should be kept open as it was reported that they had been riding them on other footpaths as well.
· Cllr Nicholas has contacted Enforcement about camper-vans and caravans parked in fields.
· Roundabout. The beautifying of the roundabout at the top of the Marazion by-pass was still under investigation.

· Traffic Regulation Orders. The Council needs to consider where double yellow lines should go as well as restricted parking areas.

· Meeting. A meeting is to be arranged with other parishes regarding Parking Enforcement and Dog Wardens.

· Marazion Bridge. The waterproofing under the surface is being replaced. Work has been suspended over the Easter Holiday. It will recommence on 13th April and should be finished by the May Bank Holiday 
Crime Report. The Police monthly crime report not having been received by the time of the meeting, there was nothing to report.

Other Councillors’ Reports

Cllr Jago wished to congratulate Cllr Nicholas on having the parking transgressors on the yellow lines outside the Post Office dealt with by Enforcement.

Cllr Keskeys drew attention to the following:

· Some information on the website was wrong. Some telephone numbers were incorrect and the Mobile Library was no longer in existence (it was now in the Crown)
· Signage for the Playground. Cllr Keskeys showed Councillors the projected sign for which the quote was £47.50 plus VAT. After discussion it was resolved to accept the quote for this sign (the other quote being slightly higher and the company not having come back with artwork). Cllr Keskeys undertook to order it. It was also decided that Cllr Griffiths would fix the sign

· Defibrillator signs. She had checked, and these do give instructions as to what to do.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Scobie and seconded by Cllr Keskeys that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 5th March 2015 be signed, after changing (in item 5b) the sentence, “Cllr Tremelling expressed his concern that Cornwall Council doesn’t pay much heed to good Impact Assessments” to “Cllr Tremelling said that Cornwall Council does pay heed to good Impact Assessments”. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Parish’s Plan. Cllr Nicholas reported that she had spoken to CC Derris Watson who advised that a Parish in her Division had carried out a Neighbourhood Plan for £1,700.00 and that it had been handed over to the Community to undertake. Cllr Nicholas suggested inviting Mr. James Hardy to come and speak to the Council. It was agreed that, in the light of the previous decision, Cllr Wyatt would contact Mr. Andy Golay.
b. Youth Group. Cllrs Keskeys and Tremelling expressed concerns that, whilst in principle it should be supported, further investigation was needed to ensure that it was activity based and more representative of the Parish. Cllr Nicholas gave Councillors a brief history of the previous financial arrangements from the Council. Cllr Scobie having suggested that the Council tells Ms Wills that it proposes to pay the room-hire rent for the first 6 months, but in the meantime requesting that they provide details of what they propose to achieve and how they mean to achieve it, it was agreed that Cllr Keskeys would ask them what their plan was for the next 12 months and what activities she intends for the young people.
c. Parking and Traffic. In view of the procedures required to be undertaken for the Parish Council to employ their own enforcement officers (as outlined by Cllr Nicholas) the clerk suggested that the Parish Council buys in extra Dog Warden and Parking Enforcement time from Cornwall Council. Cllr Wyatt highlighted the problems faced by the Proprietors of The Little Shop in having deliveries because of the anarchic parking. Cllr Nicholas will provide the clerk with details of the head of Parking Enforcement, so he can enquire of her what the cost would be of buying in some extra time. Cllr Scobie wished to have recorded that he was upset and saddened by the fact that, despite all the efforts put in by him and by Cllr Nicholas to get a plan for traffic in Perranuthnoe and in Goldsithney, nothing has been achieved.
d. Dog and Litter Bins. After Cllr Tremelling had presented his report, Cllr Wyatt  expressed the view that the Parish Council should not, itself, become involved in Enforcement as this would pit it against some of its constituents. Cllr Griffiths drew the Council’s attention to the very successful poster campaign that had been run several years ago by the now defunct Goldsithney Residents Association. Cllr Griffiths said he was prepared to attach similar posters around the Parish. It was agreed that the clerk should write to Mr. James Hardy about dog and litter enforcement
e. Emergency Plan. Cllr Tremelling updated the Council on progress. He has now obtained some Model Templates and guidance. He will e-mail these to the Clerk so the clerk can circulate them. Cllr Tremelling said that although flooding (surface water) was a potential major problem, snow could be just as problematic.
