	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report:
Cllr Nicholas reported:

· There are still problems regarding the funding of highways matters and until that is resolved, no progress can be made on any highway matters.

· RNLI lifeguard Mr. Phil Drew has carried out a risk assessment for Perranuthnoe Beach and, as a result, wishes to put a seasonal lifeguard in post. He needs village and parish support for this. He and James Hardy (Community Network Manager) are working on this.

· The refrigerated trailer has been removed from the lay-by, as have the cars offered for sale by the Marazion roundabout. 

Police reports.

The clerk read out the Police Reports for March and April as follows:

“Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of March 2015.

For the above-mentioned period, there have been 4 crime reports compared with 3 for the same period last year.

On the 6th criminal damage was caused and an assault took place between neighbours at a rural residence in Rosudgeon. A male was arrested but no further action has been taken.

On the 28th at Perranuthnoe criminal damage was caused to a parked van. On the 29th the same van was attacked again, a male was arrested and has been released on bail.

Community message - We have received a report of theft of a trellis from the front garden of a property in Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon, Penzance. The trellis is described as cream painted wooded 6 to 7 foot trellis obelisk pyramid frame. This was stolen sometime between Saturday 21 and Sunday 22 March 2015. If you have any information that may relate to this or have had any similar thefts please phone 101 quoting crime CR/020203/15. Thank you.

This time last year we received some complaints of noisy and rowdy behaviour at the bus stop outside St Piran Hall. We will patrolling the area again this year. I would appreciate if any youth anti social behaviour is reported to me.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths and seconded by Cllr Jago that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd April 2015 be signed. This was approved by 6 votes in favour and 1 abstention.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Parish’s Plan. Cllr Wyatt reported that he had been in touch with Mr. Golay who was, at first, surprised that the Council had decided not to initiate a Neighbourhood Plan, but, after the difficulties having been explained to him (of passing the plan through a referendum, given that there were 4 separate villages within the parish), he agreed that an evidence based plan was probably better. He is happy to meet with the Council and the first one will be free of charge. Thereafter, terms can be discussed. The question of putting the work out to tender was raised by Cllr Strawson. The clerk advised that the Council could vote to suspend the Standing Order that required tendering if it felt it appropriate to do so. The clerk said that if a company with the expertise of Mr. Golay was available, then the matter should go to tender, but if Mr. Golay was the only available person, then the Council could decide to use his services without tendering. Cllr Nicholas suggested that Mr. James Hardy should come to the meeting and Cllr Wyatt agreed to canvass possible dates for a meeting with Mr. Golay 

b. Youth Group. After Cllr Keskeys had summarised Ms Bernie Wills’ recent letter, and after discussion, it was agreed that (a) any support should be for the cost of hiring the village hall, and should be paid direct to the hall (b) Cllr Wyatt will speak to Mr. Graham Thomas who runs a Youth Group and (c) Cllr Strawson will talk to the local Brownie pack leader.

c. Parking and Traffic. In view of what Cllr Nicholas had reported, it was felt that nothing further could be done until the funding position was resolved. It was also noted that a public meeting would have to be held in Perranuthnoe to discuss the matter. Cllr Nicholas reminded the Council that when a blanket TRO for the area was in hand a few years ago, the residents of Perranuthnoe had decided they didn’t want yellow lines.

d. Dog and litter bins. There was nothing to report on this item.

e. Emergency Plan. The Template forms having been e-mailed round, Cllr Nicholas thinks that we should now have a timescale to progress this and proposed that updated, drafts of the forms be prepared in time for the next meeting. The clerk was asked to contact Cllr Tremelling about this.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA15/03170. Prior Approval application pursuant to PA15/02054. Siting, design and external appearance of green corrugated metal sheeting building. Land adjacent Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. H. Allen H. J. Allen & Son Farmers. Before this was discussed, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the meeting. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Strawson that the application be opposed on the grounds that the access was poor and that there was no explanation of the need for the building. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas opposes on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider) 
b. PA15/02991. Application for a detached new dwelling at land to rear of Rospannell, Perran Downs. Land ENE of Rospannell, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mrs. Hillary Chapman. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that this application be opposed on the grounds that it was overdevelopment (the site was too small to accommodate a dwelling) and that it was not in accordance with the Council’s local planning position statement (LPPS). This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 14th May 2015
d. PA15/03867. Revised application to planning decision PA11/08541 for the conversion of redundant chapel to a single dwelling together with the addition of a garden studio/shed. Chapel House, Trevean, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Steve Lavis & Mrs Sarah de Larrinaga. Before this was discussed, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (but with “supports” instead of “opposes”)
e. PA15/03966. Erection of a dwelling and associated works. Plot adjacent Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr C. Evans & Mr. W. Edwards. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that the application be opposed on the basis that it was not in accordance with the LPPS. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried by 6 votes with 1 abstention and subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
f. PA15/03980. Construction of 2 no. residential dwelling (3 bedroom) using existing vehicular access onto Red Lane. Rosebud Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. S. Smith. Before this was discussed, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Summers that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) it was not in accordance with the LPPS and (b) it was on agricultural land. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
g. PA15/04216. Tree works to three Goat Willows. Chynors, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Geoff Marks. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Keskeys, that this application, and application PA15/04276 be supported subject to Cornwall Council arboriculturist being satisfied. This was carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (but with “supports” instead of “opposes”)
h. PA15/04276. Fell two Cupresses. Woodlands, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. Leonard Evans.
