	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report (in her capacity as Divisional Cornwall Councillor):
· With regard to the RNLI and the provision of a seasonal lifeguard for Perranuthnoe beach, Cllr Nicholas reported that Mr. James Hardy had provided a specimen letter for supporters to sign. Cllr Strawson will take copies round in order to garner support for this.

· With regard to parking, Cllr Nicholas has suggested to the responsible officer that ticket machines could be placed in rural areas, as well as in towns, in order that people are made to pay for an hour or two’s parking.

· Cllr Nicholas explained about the removal of the Dog Bin from Primrose Hill and that she had asked Mr. Necke to have it replaced. Cllr Griffiths suggested an alternative position for it, close by.

· Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on the situation with regard to the planning application for the Daffodil Field. Discussions were still on-going with regard to the percentage of Affordable Homes to be built. The decision will be made under Delegated Powers.

· Cllr Nicholas reported that she had been on a coastal erosion committee, the work of which was only partially complete.
Crime Report: The clerk read out the following report that had been received:
“Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of May 2015.

For the above-mentioned period, there were 5 crime reports compared with 1 for the same period last year.

Between the 30th of April and the 2nd of May the window of a dwelling bungalow adjacent to Chiverton Close, Rosudgeon was damaged by a suspected ball bearing pellet.

On the 19th a cannabis grow was found by police at a private address in Goldsithney. A male was arrested and is currently on bail.

Between the 20th of April and the 25th of May three vehicles belonging to the same household parked in Fore Street, Goldsithney were damaged by being keyed and by having nails put in the tyres.

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Griffiths referred Councillors to a report in last week’s Cornishman about a local Parish Council presenting a bouquet of flowers to a couple celebrating their Diamond Wedding anniversary. The Council agreed that when it was brought to their attention that a parishioner was celebrating his or her 100th birthday, or a couple their Diamond Wedding anniversary, a bouquet should be presented by the Chairman.
Cllr Scobie raised the matters of: 
· parking, as the summer season was nearly on us. He felt that £4.00 for the car park was too high. Cllr Nicholas explained that there was no budget at Cornwall Council for highways matters, that many of the residents and business owners in Perranuthnoe didn’t want parking restrictions and that Cornwall Council couldn’t dictate parking charges to a private business. Cllr Keskeys said that the charge for a short stay was £2.00, and
· Dog’s mess, which continues to be a problem.

Cllr Keskeys mentioned:

· That Mr. Davies of South West Play had fixed broken brackets on the goal posts and put up the nets, both free of charge.

· That Mr. Davies had agreed to erect a steel gate for £200.00 and that she is waiting to hear about this from Mrs. Blain, the secretary to the St. Piran’s Hall committee.

· That Ms Bernie Wills had enquired as to the situation with regard to the Youth Group, following the last meeting, to which enquiry she had replied. Cllr Wyatt has spoken to Mr. G. Thomas about his Youth Group.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Griffiths that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 14th May 2015 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllrs Scobie and Tremelling abstaining as they hadn’t then been present.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Emergency Plan. Cllr Summers reported that she had been going through the form, had contacted St. Hilary Parish Council and had looked at the Cornwall Council website. Cllr Summers said that it was important to have public involvement. She said that a co-ordinator was needed to take the lead and that wardens in each area were also needed. Possible candidates would be approached, after which advertisements would be put in the press and in strategic locations (e.g. the post office). When required, Cllr Summers will liaise with the clerk. Cllr Scobie will provide details of volunteers prepared to help with the Neighbourhood Plan which he had taken from the questionnaire responses.
b. Parish Plan. Cllr Wyatt reported that he had been in contact with Mr. Golay who had indicated that he could meet the Council on any Thursday evening. It was agreed to hold this meeting on 18th June at 19.30 hours. Cllr Wyatt will contact Mr. Golay and the clerk was instructed to contact Mr. Hardy to see if he could attend, as his presence would be helpful. The clerk would also need to book the Hall. Cllr Wyatt urged Councillors to look at a map of the Parish before the meeting so that they could form their own views on where development over the next 25 years could go, as “no development anywhere” was not an option.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA15/04251. Demolition of existing Mundic extensions, construction of replacement ground floor extensions and associated works. Men Zar, St. Piran’s Way, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. P. Linton. Before this was discussed, Cllr Strawson declared a personal interest and left the room, having completed the declaration of interests book. It was then proposed by Cllr Keskeys that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas supports on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider)
b. PA15/04507. Construction of 3 sustainable dwellings and associated works. Land to the rear of Chy Gaire, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. M. Adams of Addition Accountants. The Council decided to take this application, and application PA15/04593 together, as they were more or less identical applications on adjacent sites, both of which formed one-half of the land on which 2 dwellings had been allowed on appeal. The clerk read out the apology he had received to the suggestion the agent of Mr. Adams had made that Cllr Wyatt should have disclosed an interest as he was a neighbour and to which suggestion the clerk had responded earlier. Cllr Wyatt then said that he would abstain from voting on these applications. After considerable discussion it was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that both applications PA15/04507 and PA15/04593 be opposed on the grounds that (a) the density of the proposals are not in keeping with (i.e. are too great for) the surrounding area (b) they are outside the curtilage of the hamlet of Perran Downs (c) it is a Greenfield site and (d) if only 2 dwellings had been allowed on appeal then that is all that there should be on the whole site. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously but with Cllr Wyatt abstaining and subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)
c. PA15/04225. Demolition of existing conservatory and erection of new single storey rear extension/sunroom and two Juliet balconies on the west elevation. The Old School House, South Road, Goldsithney. Mrs. Katayoun Emblin. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 4th June 2015
e. PA15/04593. Outline application for erection of 3 dwellings. Land SW of Chy Gaire, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. C. Thornton. See PA15/04507 above
It was noted that the following planning permission had been granted:
a. PA15/02631. Mr. D. A. Lorys. Linden Cottage, West End, Goldsithney. Demolition of single storey extension and erection of 2 storey extension.
And that the following planning application had been withdrawn
PA15/01173. Mr. Christopher James Menear. Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Demolition of existing stable block and construction of sustainable dwelling house & associated works.
