	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report:
Cllr Nicholas reported, in her capacity as Divisional Cornwall Councillor:

(a) She has managed to have the lay-bys trimmed, as the grass was out of control.

(b) With regard to the roundabout at the top of the Marazion by-pass, she had been in contact with the officer dealing with this. After his return from leave on 18th August she and the Mayor of Marazion will meet with him.
(c) With regard to the Emergency Plan, she has met with Mr. Arthur Roberts at Cornwall Council and they have worked out what needs to go in the Plan

(d) As to the lifeguard at Perran Beach, she and Mr. Phil Drew have distributed support petitions to local businesses, and there seems to be a positive response.

(e) A propos Perranuthnoe’s parking problems, she and Cllr Mann have sent a joint e-mail relating to laying out double yellow lines to prevent parking alongside the new pavement from Long Rock to the railway bridge. If the Parish Council can get a simple Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) for Perranuthnoe (i.e. one in terms acceptable to the village) then it may be possible to have this included in a composite TRO 

(f) She will chase up the replacing of the dog-litter bin which has yet to be done

Other councillors’ reports

Cllr Jago wished to have minuted his thanks to Cllr Keskeys for all her efforts with regard to the Playground, which he thought was excellent. This was endorsed wholeheartedly by councillors.

Cllr Tremelling raised:

(a) His concern about the bottom of the self closing gate to the playground, about which he had spoken to Mr. Nigel Row.

(b) His concerns about parking by the Goldsithney Village shop. Whilst there is no money in the Highways budget, Cllr Nicholas will investigate what can be done and will try to set up as meeting with County Highways. Cllr Nicholas also said that she and the Parish Council have been raising this issue with Highways for a number of years but there is no money in the Budget for TROs. Cllr Nicholas said that if he had any suggestions as to how to deal with the problem, then he could raise them so they could be explored.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Wyatt that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd July 2015 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

(a) Neighbourhood Plan. The clerk reported that the grant application form had been received and that it ran to 11 pages of detailed questions. He suggested that Mr. Golay’s input would be needed. The clerk also mentioned Mr. Golay’s e-mail and “terms of business” letter that had been received that afternoon. The clerk suggested that this be considered further on 18th August. Cllr Nicholas explained the rationale behind the Neighbourhood Plan.

(b) Emergency Plan. The clerk reported that the £100.00 grant had been received, and explained that it could only be used to defray certain specified expenses. Cllr Nicholas said that she was trying to sort certain matters out pertaining to the plan and that it would be prudent to have a separate meeting about it.

	Plans and Planning Matters:

a. PA15/05725. Erection of an agricultural storage barn and an agricultural greenhouse to support an agricultural/horticultural business. Land east of Maryland, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Ms Jay Pullan. Before this was considered, Cllr Keskeys declared an interest and left the room. It was then proposed by Cllr Wyatt that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas supports on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider)
b. PA15/05945. Creation of dwelling. Land adj. Trevelyan, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Miss C. Pascoe. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Keskeys, that the application be supported. This was approved unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA15/06476. Felling of a Sycamore. Saplings, Grove Lane, Perran Downs. Mr. P. Yates. It was noted that the Tree Officer had already recommended the application, it was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Jago, that the application be approved. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 6th August 2015
e. PA15/06811. Removal of existing residential caravan and construction of dwelling. Plot south of Agan-Trygva, Prussia Cove Road, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Peter Tredrea. Before this was considered, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the room. Cllr Jago then proposed that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
f. PA15/06626. Demolition of existing concrete store and erection of timber framed shed and formation of improved access to agricultural land. Land WNW of Landvue, Rosudgeon. Mr. Jeffrey Trevorrow. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Wyatt that (although there was no objection to the shed) the application be opposed because (a) this wasn’t the formation of an improved access, but the formation of a new access altogether (the existing access being perfectly adequate, so there was no need to move it) (b) neighbours had objected and in doing so had raised doubts as to whether the applicant had a right of way over the private lane onto which the new access gave out and whether the applicant actually owned all the land edged red on his application. This was carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)
g. PA15/06660. Single storey extension, including balcony and staircase to replace and enlarge existing utility and WC. 1 Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Mrs. S. Rodgers. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Tremelling, that the application be supported, although Cornwall Council’s attention ought to be drawn to the possibility of overlooking issues. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA15/04225. Mrs. Katayoun Emblin. The Old School House, South Road, Goldsithney. Demolition of existing conservatory and erection of new single storey rear extension/sunroom and two Juliet balconies on the west elevation.
b. PA15/05741. Poppy Treffry and Justin Duance. Corner Barn, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe. Non material amendment in respect of decision PA14/11814 (conversion of barn into a dwelling) for the addition of one conservation rooflight and changes to mullions and transoms to openings. 
c. PA15/05929. Mr. S. Lavis & Mrs. S. de Larrinaga. Trevean, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Submission of details to discharge condition 8 in respect of Decision Notice PA15/03867 dated 18t5h June 2015. (planning list states, “S52/S106 and discharge of condition apps”.)
d. PA15/05008.  “The suggested work involves the removal of 4 trees/stems within the property. The reasons for this work are explained in the report attached with this application, where also pictures of such trees/stems are included. The report refers to tree/stems 1, 2 and 3. T4 is a Fraxinus Excelsior growing in a constrained space under the thick canopy of the neighbouring trees, having developed a very poor structure with none” (sic) “aesthetic or amenity value”. Chynors, Access to Trevelyan Lodge, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mrs. Alison Marks.

PA15/04507. Mr. M. Adams. Land to the rear of Chy Gaire, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Construction of 3 sustainable dwellings and associated works. (R)
