	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. 
Cllr Nicholas being absent, the clerk briefed the Council on sundry matters mentioned to him by Cllr Nicholas.

Crime report.

The clerk read out the crime report received as follows:

“Crime figures for the period 1st to 31st of August 2015.

For the above-mentioned period, there was 1 crime report compared with 2 for the same period last year.

On the 28th between 1130 and 1200 hours a male posing as a door to door salesman entered a property via an open front door in Fore Street, Goldsithney. On being found inside the house by the victim the male offered to give his details and whilst victim was distracted male stole cash from drawers inside the house.

The offender was described as a tall white male wearing a white and navy striped top and made off in a light coloured hatchback.

Enquiries are ongoing.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Wyatt that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th August 2015 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Scobie spoke to the Council concerning Mr. Golay’s quotation letter, after which considerable discussion followed. Cllr Scobie thought it was essential that a detailed budget be obtained from Mr. Golay as, at present, there was too much uncertainty. Cllr Strawson enquired whether there was anyone else to whom the Council could go. Cllr Scobie suggested Cornwall Rural Community Council (CRCC), who had undertaken the collating of the Parish Questionnaire. Cllr Wyatt said that he didn’t think the Council could approve the quote as it wasn’t specific enough. Cllr Scobie felt that the Council should ask Mr. Golay to prepare a timescale budget, and a financial budget, detailing both expenditure for all items and where the expenditure could be sourced. Cllr Scobie said that he would contact CRCC in order to gather more information. It was agreed to defer further consideration of the matter until the next meeting.
b. Emergency Plan. As Cllr Nicholas was not present, it was decided to defer this item.

	Plans and Planning Matters:

a. PA15/07407. Works to trees: T1 Turkey Oak removal of branches, T2 Turkey Oak fell, T3 Sycamore reduction in height, G1 Ash and Sycamore reduction back to the boundary fence. Planta, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. T. Robbens. In view of the e-mail from the planning officer, it was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that the Council make “no comment” and let the decision be made by Cornwall Council in accordance with the recommendations of the Tree Officer. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
b. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 3rd September 2015
c. PA15/07499. Demolition of Garage/Store and construction of a dwelling. Goldsithney Garage, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Kingfisher Developments SW. The clerk read out the minute from the previous application. Cllr Wyatt informed the meeting that, having scaled off the plan, the parking spaces were only 2.2 metres wide, instead of 2.4 metres. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be opposed because (a) there would be insufficient parking for the whole development (b) the parking spaces that existed were too narrow (2.2m instead of 2.4m) and (c) the overlooking issues had not been addressed in that there were still windows at 1st floor level. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously.
d. PA15/07557. Conversion and extension of an existing outhouse to an annex. Messina, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Mike Trevillion. As it was felt that the application could not realistically be opposed, it was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported but with the comment that, for a new building in an AONB, the Council would have hoped for a higher standard of design. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA15/05162. Mr. & Mrs. Offland. The Dubban, Perran Lane, Perranuthnoe. Reconfiguration of existing single storey flat roofed rear extension to provide two storeys under pitched roof, redesign of sun room and demolition of annex
b. PA15/05583. Mrs. J. Lake. Fair Havens, Boat Cove Lane, Perranuthnoe. Demolition of existing Mundic dwelling and construction of sustainable dwelling and associated works.
c. PA15/06476. Mr. P. Yates. Saplings, Grove Lane, Perran Downs. Felling of a Sycamore

Cllr Wyatt agreed that it would make it impossible accurately to scale off properly, but felt that there was nothing to be done as Cornwall Council was determined to impose this.
