	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on the following:

· There is a planning seminar at Heartlands on 15th October. It is a whole day event and if any councillor can go, it would be beneficial.

· Code of Conduct training. If at least 15 councillors from West Cornwall are prepared to support it, Mr. Mansell of Cornwall Council will put on a training event in St. Clare. 

· Cornwall Council resolved to do basic DBS checks on all councillors, except for Cabinet Members, who will have enhanced DBS checks. Cllr Nicholas will make enquiries as to whether the cost of these (some £450 for all the councillors and the clerk) can properly be borne by the Council and whether this ought to be undertaken.

· Cornwall Council ought to notify councils where a planning application falls close to the boundary of two parishes. The Council needs to keep an eye on this to make sure this practice is being followed.

· Community Network Meetings

· Defibrillator in Perranuthnoe. The defibrillator at the Victoria is too far from the beach. The clerk was asked to consider including the cost of provision of one for the Cabin in the Precept calculations. The Cabin is trying to raise money but so far hasn’t made much headway. Cllr Tremelling reported that SWAST won’t allow a defibrillator to be used where the cardiac arrest patient is more than 200 yards from the defibrillator. 
· Mobile Lifeguard unit. The previous owners of the Victoria having been involved in a rescue incident last year, Mr. Phil Drew of the RNLI had done an assessment for the need for a mobile unit. Cllr Nicholas has submitted an expression of interest for a mobile unit for the 8 weeks of the summer period, when there can be as many as 800 to 900 people on the beach. It may be that the Parish Council and local businesses will have to contribute if funding isn’t otherwise available.

· Traffic Regulation Orders. An “under-spend” having been identified elsewhere in the budget, it may be that Cornwall Council divisional members for West Cornwall may be allocated a certain sum for projects and, if so, it might be possible for several of them to get together to fund a TRO in their divisions.

· Roundabout at the top of the Marazion by-pass. The designer has come up with a planting design. Costings will depend on what they dig up and find under the roundabout.

· Emergency Plan and Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Nicholas felt that there should be sub-committees for each matter. 

· Traffic issues. After discussion the clerk was instructed to write to PC Thomas, with a copy to Inspector Jean Phillips, outlining the various obstruction and parking problems.
Crime Report. The clerk read out the crime report received for September, as follows:

“Crime figures for the period 1st –30th September 2015.

For the above-mentioned period, there have been zero crime reports compared with 6 for the same period last year.

Can I take this opportunity to remind councillors they are more than welcome to contact the team regarding any issues that need to be brought to our attention.

(b) Emergency Plan. It was decided that this, too, needed a separate meeting. Cllr Nicholas reported on the problem she was having with formatting the template.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA15/07654. Works to mature Turkey Oak tree. Oak Meadow, access to Trevelyan Lodge, Perran Downs. Mrs. Beth Cook. It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas that this application be approved, subject to the recommendations of the Tree Officer. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously.
b. PA15/07823. Construction of 2 dwelling houses (previously approved planning site). Land at rear of Chy Gaire, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. M. Adams. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) it was overdevelopment of the site (b) it was out of keeping with the area and (c) it was contrary to the findings of the Planning Inspector which was for one dwelling on this part of the site. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and passed unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas opposes on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light.
c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 1st October 2015. None received.

a. PA14/07964. Mr. A. R. Matthews and J. Sharp. Land off Fore Street, Goldsithney. Construction on 18 dwellings, including affordable housing provision, creation of access, formation of estate road and footways and provision of attendant infrastructure.
b. PA15/05945. Mr. C. Pascoe. Land adjoining Trevelyan, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Creation of dwelling
c. PA15/07407. Mr. T. Robbens. Planta, Grove Lane, Perran Downs. Works to trees: T1 Turkey Oak removal of branches, T2 Turkey Oak fell, T3 Sycamore reduction in height, G1 Ash and Sycamore reduction back to boundary fence. (part approved and part refused)
