	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas mentioned that:
· She had been in touch with Mr. Bird of Cornwall Council Open Spaces department to enquire if any consent was needed to put benches and trees on pavements.

· She had had discussions with Cornwall Councillor Colleagues concerning the footpath and cycleway between Goldsithney & Marazion.

· She had attended a planning training session in Liskeard at which the Planning Appeals manager had spoken. She noted that not all planning inspectors were qualified planners (they can be engineers and surveyors), that if a Council isn’t happy with an Inspector’s decision it can lodge a complaint within 6 weeks of the decision date and that Inspectors will increasingly carry out site visits without anyone else being present.

· She visited 2 residents in Collygree Parc concerning complaints about work done in the adjoining field by the proposed developers. She has contacted a senior planning officer to ask him to take these matters up with the developer’s agent.

· The developers of the old Goldsithney Garage site haven’t finished working behind the houses and that Highways will check the width of the pavement.

· The bid for a seasonal lifeguard at Perranuthnoe Beach is in the process of being considered.

Crime Report. The clerk advised that no report had been received from PC Thomas

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Scobie and seconded by Cllr Griffiths that the Minutes of the Meetings held on 3rd September 2015 and on 1st October 2015 be signed. This was unanimously approved, but with Cllr Moore (because he wasn’t then a councillor) abstaining, along with those councillors who had not been present at the meetings in question.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Neighbourhood Plan (to include the setting up of a subcommittee for the Neighbourhood Plan). Cllr Nicholas briefed the Council with regard to her meeting with Andy Golay concerning “site J”. Cllr Nicholas reported that £26,000 per house may be payable by the developer towards the cost of affordable housing. Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on conversations with Mr. Golay and with Ms Claire Hurley of CRCC. CRCC relies very much on volunteers and as the Planning Inspectorate now requires professional input to Neighbourhood Plan reports, she feels that it would be better to have Mr. Golay help the Council, with CRCC helping with the administration, with which arrangement Mr. Golay is happy. Cllr Scobie said that the budget would have to be “groomed and checked” with Mr. Golay and Ms Hurley before proceeding further. The Council felt that they must be satisfied that it is quite proper to use Andy Golay, even though he appears to be the more expensive option. In view of Cllr Nicholas’ report that the Planning Inspectorate, who have to approve Neighbourhood Plans, require there to be professional input, the Council decided that it was quite proper to continue with the decision to employ Mr. Golay. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Scobie that a subcommittee be constituted under the lead of Cllr Moore with Cllrs Summers and Wyatt being members and with Cllr Nicholas being an ex-officio member, as chair of the Council. The clerk was asked to e-mail Cllr Moore the list of volunteers

b. Emergency Plan. Cllr Nicholas reported on the difficulties with formatting the template. She also said that St. Erme Parish Council had a very good Emergency Plan and the clerk was asked to try to obtain a copy. The Council felt that the preparation of this could be usefully combined with the Neighbourhood Plan
c. Update on Traffic Regulation Orders. This is ongoing, and there is nothing to report at present
d. Update on Marazion Roundabout. This is still ongoing.
e. Gate to St. Piran’s Hall Playing Field. The clerk reported that he had had an e-mail from Mrs. Goninan and that the matter could be dealt with later in the meeting.
f. Closure of Youth Club. Cllr Moore reported that he was, in his capacity as Chairman of the Village Hall committee, meeting a representative of PCDT and would have more information by the time of the next meeting

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA15/08657. Erection of Stable Block. Fawkes Akhal Teke Stud, Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon. Mrs. Jill Thomas. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt, seconded by Cllr Scobie, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas supports on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”)
b. PA15/08964. The installation of photovoltaic panels in a 10 kilowatt array on the shallow mono-pitched roof of a single storey building within the cartilage of the main barn property. Acton Barn, Rosudgeon. Mr. Peter Macnally. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Griffiths that this application be supported. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ rider
c. PA15/09166. Removal of 5 trees. Land south of Collygree Parc, South Road, Goldsithney. Mr. Tim Lewis Kier Living Ltd. The objection e-mail lodged by Mr. & Mrs. Stevens was noted. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be opposed because the parish Council feels that these trees are of great value to the area. This was seconded by Cllr Moore and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider, substituting “opposes” for “supports”.
d. PA15/09290. Proposed rear single storey extension and balcony area. Allwynds, Endovean Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mrs. A. Palmer. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Wyatt that this application be supported. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 5th November 2015
f. PA15/02666PREAPP. Preapplication advice for construction of two affordable dwellings and one open market dwelling and associated works. Land adjoining to the old Woodyard, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. The Council, having viewed Mr. Meneer’s e-mail and accompanying plans (hard copies of which the Clerk had brought to the meeting), instructed the clerk to reply in terms that the Council cannot support the application for the reasons given for refusing the previous application on this site.
