	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas reported that:
· The bid for lifeguard cover at Perran Beach had been successful and that there would be 2 lifeguards on duty between 2nd July and 4th September 2016.

· She had spoken to a senior planning official. The proposed lifeguard hut was covered by a Permitted Development Order. Cllr Nicholas showed the Council draft sketches of the removable hut.

· She will shortly be meeting Cllr Mann and a senior Highways officer to discuss various traffic issues in the area.

· The Christmas Trees have been delivered.

· With regard to St. Petry, the building of the Cornish hedge should commence in January. Planning Enforcement is aware of this and, if not done, will issue a Breach of Condition Notice.

· With regard to defibrillators, the code will be given where the distance is more that 200 yards. She explained the reasoning behind the preferred 200 yards.

· She had received a report from a resident at Collygree Parc about flooding in their garden which might be attributable to diggers on the adjacent site moving earth (when the site was cleared) and blocking a drain. She has asked planning to contact Ms Warwick with a view to getting Kier to check this out and has been told that a representative from Kier will visit. 
Crime Report. P. C. Thomas delivered his Crime Report for November, as follows:
“Crime figures for the period 1st –30th November 2015.

For the above-mentioned period, there has been 1 crime report compared with 0 for the same period last year.

On the 25th a vehicle was damaged by being scratched with an unknown implement at Manor Farm Close, Goldsithney. Enquiries are ongoing.”

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA15/09591. Construction of timber horse riding stable. Windermere, Grove Lane, Perran Downs. H. J. Carne & P. Richardson. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be objected to because of concerning inaccuracies in the Design Statement which didn’t correspond with the application. Reference was made in the Design Statement (at 1.8) to the accommodation of farm machinery “of a large scale in height” and in 1.10 “the overriding need to boost significantly the supply of housing.” This was seconded by Cllr Moore and passed by 8 votes with 1 abstention but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas opposes on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”)
b. PA15/10447. Erection of domestic garage. Richmond, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. S. Stone. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “support” for “oppose”)

c. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 3rd December 2015
d. PA15/10582. Outline planning permission with all matters reserved: erection of a dwelling. Richmond, A394 between Helston Road and Carters Downs, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Stone. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be supported but with the Council expressing concern with regard to the increase in traffic giving out onto the main road. This was seconded by Cllr Moore and carried unanimously but subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider, substituting as above
e. PA15/10633. Demolition of existing dwelling and construction of two detached dwellings. Trevean, North Road, Goldsithney. Mr. N. Rickard N J Rickard. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Griffiths that this application be supported. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider, substituting as above
The Council noted:

a. Receive and approve Bank Reconciliation Statement. This having been previously circulated, it was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this be accepted. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and passed unanimously
b. Set Precept for the year 2016/2017. The clerk’s Precept Report having previously been circulated was noted. However, it was felt that in the light of the ever increasing devolution of action to Towns and Parishes, and the need to replace equipment in the playground, the Precept should be increased. It was therefore proposed by Cllr Wyatt that a Precept of £33,000 (thirty three thousand pounds) be set. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously
c. Playground. Consideration of inspections and maintenance tenders. The e-mails and insurance certificates from Messrs. Row and Glover were circulated and discussed. The Council felt that in all the circumstances it should ask Mr. Glover to take on board the inspections, and maintenance, of the playground. It was also agreed that a proper management policy for the playground should be put in place.
