a. National Planning Policy Framework consultation. This having previously been circulated, was noted. The Council also noted Cllr Moore’s e-mail of 3rd February, which the clerk read out.

b. Further changes to Cornwall Local Plan. This was noted

c. Playground. Cllr Keskeys briefed the Council on quotes for partial and total removal of the “tower unit”. She had looked at costs for replacing the “tower unit” and prices ranged from £2,000 to £27,000. Cllr Griffiths mentioned the “low rope-walk”, and the fact that some of the posts had worked loose in the ground, possibly due to the very wet ground. It was agreed that Cllr Keskeys would contact Mr. Davies of South West Play with a view to him looking at this rope-walk and at the “tower unit” with a view to replacing it with something else later this year, it being considered safe for the next few months at least.

d. Parish Projects. Cllr Strawson (a) said she supported the need for a resolution of the Fore Street Goldsithney parking problems (b) handed out the paper she and Cllr Scobie had been working on about traffic in Perranuthnoe (c) briefed the Council on their paper (d) raised concerns about canine waste, about which something needs to be done. Cllr Nicholas said that (a) once there was more certainty as to exactly what the parish would like done, then she thought it would be advisable to have a meeting with County Highways (b) with regard to the hound-hindquarter problem, the Council could write to the Cabinet Member for the Environment (Cllr Joyce Duffin). It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Griffiths, that this be done. This was carried unanimously and the clerk and Cllr Strawson were asked to work on this. Cllr Griffiths raised his very grave concerns about the parking situation in front of the new houses on the former Goldsithney Garage site.
