	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

The clerk read out the report that Cllr Nicholas had sent, covering:

· The situation concerning the roundabout at the top of the Marazion by-pass

· The footpath/cycleway between Goldsithney and Marazion

· Highways and traffic matters (including the results of the Rosudgeon speed visor)

· Dog bins

· Play equipment

· The Health and Social Care Scrutiny committee’s review of the proposed closure of the Cardrew “walk in” centre.

Crime Report. Following the change of arrangements initiated by Devon & Cornwall Police, there was no crime report. Given that there would be none in future the Council agreed that this standing item be removed from the Agenda.

Other Councillors

Cllr Moore reported:

· The forthcoming AGM for the Village Hall

· Electrical work is to be done in the main hall

· Quotes being obtained to refurbish the 2 WCs

· The kitchen having been decorated by volunteers

· The room at the back, formally used by the Youth Club, was now available for letting
· There had been 50 people at the Neighbourhood Plan Open Day

· The main attendees had been of the older age group.

· The issues raised by Parishioners were as expected, but there was no major consensus 

· It is important to do something specifically with the younger age group.

· As the Council didn’t necessarily have the expertise to do this, outside help may be required.

· He asked Cllrs to look at his draft report. When approved, it will go on the website

· A small number of people had volunteered to help

· He felt, and the Council agreed, that the Neighbourhood Plan should be a standing item on the agenda.

Cllr Scobie wished to congratulate Cllrs Moore and Keskeys on their work in connection with the Open Day. All Cllrs fully endorsed this.

Cllr Griffiths mentioned:

· Mr. Garfield Thomas of Nanturras Row has, for years, done sterling work in clearing the drains and gullies. The Council instructed the clerk to write a letter on behalf of the Council to thank him for his public spirited work

· Lorries and vans were now parking on pavements of the various housing estates in Goldsithney. Cllr Strawson said that this was also a problem in Perranuthnoe, especially at the entrance to St. Piran’s Way, making it impossible for the bus to turn round. The clerk was asked to e-mail PC Thomas about the problem

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Griffiths that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th February 2016 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

Playground. It was decided to deal with item 8d along with this item.

· Mr. Glover’s reports for February were noted. The clerk was asked to ask him to put “yes” or “no”, rather than just tick the “defect free” column.

· Cllr Griffiths said that the table top is fine, but a couple of planks on the seats are rotten. The clerk was asked to ask Mr. Glover to replace the rotten planks and to stain them, as well as the table top, and to remove, and dispose of, the roof of the Tower.

· With regard to the replacement of the Tower, the Council considered the quotes received from Caloo, and from South West Play, as well as the Clerk’s paper entitled “Playground Equipment”.

· In view of what was contained in it, Cllr Keskeys proposed that the £2,000 of reserves earmarked for the Youth Group be applied to the replacement of the Tower, as there was no Youth Group and no prospect of one in the foreseeable future. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
· Cllr Griffiths has inspected the Tower. It is in a poor state of repair.

· Cllr Jago proposed that this be replaced by a Keilder unit from South West Play. This was seconded by Cllr Straswon and carried unanimously. Cllr Keskeys will ask Mr. Davies to undertake this.

Dog Problems. 

· Cllr Keskeys referred to Cllr Nicholas’ report on the subject

· Cllr Strawson handed out copies of the draft letter it was proposed to send to Mrs. Joyce Duffin CC. This was considered and it was agreed that Cllrs would send their comments to Cllr Strawson so she could collate them before submitting the final draft to the clerk for him to send to CC Mrs. Duffin

Youth Club. Cllr Keskeys, having said there was little to report, proposed that this be removed from the agenda for the time being. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously.
Community Award. The clerk explained how the “Citizen of the Year” award was undertaken at Marazion. Cllr Scobie felt that, rather than making it a one-off event, it should be something to be done on an occasional basis, whenever it was felt this was appropriate. The Council decided to leave this in abeyance.

Parking.
· Cllr Keskeys reported that Cllr Nicholas was into Traffic Regulation Order costings and that Cllrs should give her their suggestions, after which a meeting could be arranged with Mr. Tatlow

· Cllr Moore felt that there should be a couple of councillors from Goldsithney and a couple from Perranuthnoe to collate views and then pass them on to Cllr Nicholas.

· Cllr Wyatt felt that, apart from the speed issue at Rosudgeon, there were no issues similar to those concerning Goldsithney and Perranuthnoe

Cones

· The clerk reported that he hadn’t ordered any yet. This was because there was nowhere for them to be housed. 

· It was reported that half could be housed at the Rosudgeon Institute, some at St. Piran’s Hall and some at another venue.

· Cllr Wyatt agreed that Cormac should be asked to deliver them to his yard, from where they can be distributed
