	Public Speaking Period:

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported as follows:

· There had been problems with a gas-gun in the field adjoining Collygree Parc. The problems appear now to have been resolved.

· She is pursuing Highways over the provision of “Brown Signs” for pubs and attractions, notwithstanding Highways saying they won’t supply any more.

· With regard to potholes in roads, some have already been fixed, but there are more still to do.

· The Police came to the last Community Network Panel meeting. It was decided that when the Police come in future, there will be a meeting with the Police, Cllr Nicholas and Mr. Hardy, so if the Parish Council has any matters it wants to bring up, they should be sent to her.

· There are a number of stables springing up, and Enforcement is looking into this.

· There have been some instances of cars driving on Bridleways, using them as short-cuts. This is not allowed under the Road Traffic Acts. The vehicle registration numbers of any culprits should be given to the Police.

· As to the Edward Hain Hospital, this was temporarily closed as significant Fire Safety works have been highlighted as being necessary. The hospital is closed whilst this is assessed and the cost calculated.

· The Minister has said that, with regard to “Primary Residence” planning conditions mentioned in some Neighbourhood Plans, “the properties are supposed to be the sole property of the individual.”

· She is part of the new panel for equality in the County
· There is going to be a review of paths and pavements to schools.

· “Alerts” and “Care Packages” are still being looked at.
Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Moore reported:

· With regard to the Neighbourhood Plan, in order to move this forward, the Council needs to “sign off” the review of the Open Day. Mr. Hardy has sent through a copy of his presentation. Once the review has been approved, it can be sent out to those who expressed an interest in helping, and can be posted on the website.

· Also with regard to the Neighbourhood Plan, it is essential to get a clear understanding of the housing numbers the Parish has to accommodate. Mr. Hardy has said 120 to 130 over the plan period. In addition, the number of Affordable Houses is 87. Cllr Nicholas advised that Mr. Sam Irving now heads up the Affordable Housing Team.

· As to the landscape, Cllr Moore feels that it would be helpful if we could have a presentation from the AONB. Mr. James Evans of the AONB has agreed to give a presentation when a date can be fixed.

· As to St. Piran’s Hall, the Annual Meeting was 2 weeks ago. The principal officers remain the same, save that Jo Long is now the lettings secretary, in place of Judith Somers. The accounts showed a small surplus at the end of the year, but the cost of capital works is a concern.

Cllr Scobie (a) enquired about Completion Notices, given the number of planning permissions granted which included an Affordable element, but which had not yet been provided. Cllr Nicholas explained the procedures for this, and the difficulties encountered by Cornwall Council and (b) said efforts needed to be redoubled concerning the effects of traffic in Perranuthnoe
Cllr Griffiths raised concerns about the improper use of Bridleways. Motor-bikes have been filmed doing excessive speeds down Gears Lane a couple of weeks ago, and this has been reported to the Police. As the culprits were using Trial Bikes, not registered for road use, they had no registration numbers.

Cllr Strawson reported:

· Cornwall Council has said that the Parish Council can put signs on their signposts, indicating where the nearest “dog bin” or litter bin was. She will look into the cost of these, and of their wording.

· Perranuthnoe Parking. Cllr Nicholas said that Cllrs Strawson and Scobie need to put forward their suggestions so these can be put to Mr. Tatlow. The suggestions for Goldsithney also need to be put forward. These should be sent to the clerk so he can collate them and pass them to Cllr Nicholas

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA16/01522. Outline planning permission with some matters reserved: erection of two dwellings and associated works. Mr. T. Skewes W. R. Skewes & Sons. Before this application was considered, Cllr Wyatt declared an interest and left the room. It was then proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported, but with a request that Cornwall Council has discussions with the applicants about what agricultural buildings will replace these buildings and requires a contribution in lieu of an Affordable Dwelling. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light
b. PA16/01865. Single storey extension to replace and enlarge existing utility and wc. 1 Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Mr. (sic) Shann Rodgers. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA16/01743. Variation of conditions 6 & 8 attached to PA12/11193 dated 25th January 2013 to allow amended design and size of windows and step down in roofline. Land rear of Eastleigh & Oakleigh, Oakleigh, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Dr. J. Williams. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that the Council makes no comment. This was seconded by Cllr Moore and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (varied to substitute “makes no comment” for “supports”)
d. PA16/02611. Dormer extensions and alterations. Removal of chimney. Glenfield, Trevean Way, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. A. Fowler. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 7th April 2016
f. PA16/02295. Retention of mobile home to provide supervisory accommodation for equine business without complying with conditions 1 and 2 of decision PA13/02659 regarding permission ceasing. Fawkes Akhal Teke Stud, Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon. J. Thomas & I Badcock. It was proposed by Cllr Wyatt that the application be supported but with the request that a condition be imposed tying the use of the Mobile Home to the business. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried by 4 votes in favour to 3 votes against. Cllr Nicholas’ Rider applies.
g. PA16/02104. Retention of the shed and change of use to a holiday let. The Briars, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Miss Karly Tophill. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be opposed on the grounds that it posed an overdevelopment of the site. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)
h. PA16/02367. Various works to listed kitchen, bathroom and lounge. John Wood Apartment, Acton Castle, Rosudgeon. Mr. Mark Weake. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that this application be supported, subject to the comments of the Conservation Officer. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
i. PA16/03083. Replacement front porch and extension to garage. Trebarvah Farmhouse, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. D. Mayo. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
