	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas reported on the following:
· She is still trying to resolve anomalies regarding “Brown Signs”

· The Landlord at the Crown has informed her that only 1 person is going into the library there and she wondered if St. Piran’s Hall could host part of the library, including children’s books. She reported that there are problems with the public access computer and its printer in the Crown library.

· She is close to arranging a suitable date for a meeting with Mr. Tatlow of Highways.

· Mrs. Edwina Hannaford and Mr. P. Mason will be at the Community Network Panel meeting on 19th May.

· Mr. Rob Greenwood-Penny has been presented with a civic award for his sterling work with the Christmas Tree committee in Marazion.

· She has asked Mr. Hardy to look at the contract for the opening hours of the Perranuthnoe toilets, as there have been complaints that the Ladies toilets have been shut.  

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Moore reported:

· Tenders have been received for the refurbishment of the Village Hall toilets and a contract awarded. The work will take about a week and will need to be scheduled carefully so as not to disrupt the users of the Hall too much.

· He has been approached concerning priorities at the junction of St. Petry with Gears Lane. Cllr Nicholas will investigate whether “give way” lines can be put down, when other “white lining” is being done
Cllr Strawson reported:

· Her company has kindly donated a lap-top which should be available next week.

· So far as signs directing dog walkers to rubbish bins is concerned, she will produce something suitable, not having received any suggestions. She will liaise with Cllr Keskeys about signs for Goldsithney.

· She handed Cllr Nicholas a plan with suggestions for yellow lines in Perranuthnoe, provided by some of the residents.

Cllr Wyatt reported:

· There are problems with trees overhanging the lane opposite St. Petry. These are the responsibility of the owners, or of Highways, who will contact the owners where they overhang the Highway

· He has taken delivery from Cormac of 150 cones. 50 will be kept at Rosudgeon Hall. The Council discussed the storing of the others.

Cllr Temelling reported:
· There were photos on the Goldsithney Facebook page of skid-marks near the top of Nanturras Hill. The thoughtless parking of cars there is an “accident waiting to happen”. Cllr Nicholas said that she has been trying to get double yellow lines, and TROs, for some time now, but there is a lack of funding for them.
· He is concerned about produce and signs outside Goldsithney Stores, which are making difficulties for disables residents using electric buggies, as they have to ride onto the road.

Neighbourhood Plan. 
Cllr Moore dealt with the following:

· He would like authority to publish the draft report of the Open Evening on the Parish Council’s website. He proposed that this should be done. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously.

· He is trying to get to the bottom of the Housing numbers. The parish has a considerable number of outstanding consents which, if completed, would bring the number up close to the required 120. Well over 30 of these are affordable. He is looking in to what pressure can be brought on developers to implement these. 

· The AONB representative has agreed to come to a meeting and Cllr Moore considers that an invitation should be extended to all who have expressed a willingness to volunteer.

Christmas Trees. It was agreed that the parish Council would not source the two Christmas trees any more. Instead it would make a grant to the Perranuthnoe and Goldsithney Christmas Tree committees. It was then proposed by Cllr Moore seconded by Cllr Strawson and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment of up to £250.00 to each of the two Christmas Tree committees (invoices to be produced). The clerk was instructed to write to the committees accordingly

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA16/02796. Construction of part single storey, part sunken, two storey house (Demolition of existing 3 bedroom bungalow). White Croft, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe. Mrs. Pippa Young. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Strawson that this application be supported. Carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light
b. PA16/03260. Replace old wooden windows and French doors with new Golden Oak PVCU double glazed. Front door in porch to be Golden Oak composite style. Chy Peswar, Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Williams. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Moore that this application be supported, subject to the Conservation Officer being happy. d. PA16/03433. Replace 5 x 4.5 metre old block built garage with a new 6 x 6 metre timber kit garage. Lamorna, Perran Downs Lane, Perran Downs. Mr. B. Trevenna. Cllr Nicholas said that, although she did not consider it necessary to declare an interest, she would abstain as the application site was not too far away from her home.
