	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas reported on the following:
· She is due to have a meeting with the Enforcement Officers in the near future, concerning various issues.

· On Saturday she spoke to two men felling trees at Nanturras, who told her that, according to the gentleman who had instructed them to do the work, it was to do with “enforcement”. 

· She has written a letter of complaint to the Planning Inspectorate about the lack of consistency in decision making.

· She has contacted the chief lifeguard, and the temporary lifeguard hut, plus two lifeguards, will be coming to Perran beach around 7th July, for the summer season

· She has contacted Sue Nicholls concerning the possibility of beach awards for both Perran beach and Marazion beach.

· A couple of weeks ago, she met with Mr. Blackler of Highways. She is going to have a discussion with him about the highways needs for the Parish.
Other Councillors’ reports:
Cllr Keskeys reported that the Cornishman had been at the play area yesterday, and she hoped there would be a report in next week’s edition. She also reported that she had reported a broken latch to Vaughan Glover, and that it had been repaired the same day.

Cllr Moore mentioned matters relating to St. Piran’s Hall:
· Contractors are dealing with decorations in the main hall

· The toilets are due to be refurbished shortly

· There is an Officers’ meeting on Monday.

· Dog signs for the field have yet to be delivered

Cllr Tremelling reported on an e-mail he had received from a parishioner in Queensway. Life is becoming very unpleasant for some of the residents in Queensway, because of one of the residents carrying out vehicle repairs. The resident in question is at 25 South Road. The clerk was instructed to write to DCH. He said he would liaise with Cllr Moore over the phrasing of the letter.

Cllr Strawson mentioned that, as regards parking in Perranuthnoe, she had spoken to the Licensees of the Victoria, who were not in favour of double yellow lines in the village. She has ascertained that the general consensus is for there to be passing places with double yellow lines, but otherwise no yellow lines. Cllr Nicholas asked Cllr Strawson to provide details of what she thinks parishioners in Perranuthnoe feel is suitable

Neighbourhood Plan.

Cllr Moore reported:

· It is his intention to write to Mr. Lavery for exact housing figures for the Parish.

· It was his understanding from the training session he had attended, that parishes that have a larger area of AONB than not are exempt from having a stated allocation of housing, but that they are asked to take note of requirements.

· The work on neighbourhood planning is quite technical and so he feels that Parish Councillors will have to oversee the work of volunteers.

Cllr Moore then  ran through his discussion paper, previously circulated and the Council agreed:

· 2 working groups be established, one to focus on landscape and open spaces (“natural environment”) and one for housing need and numbers.

· Clear terms of reference for each group should be prepared. Cllr Moore suggested that this be done by the two Cllrs who volunteer to take the lead in each group.
· A minimum of 2 Cllrs be members of each group. Cllr Scobie has volunteered to be one of the 2 for Natural Environment. Cllr Griffiths volunteered to be the other. Cllr Moore will be one of those for the housing need group with another Cllr. It was agreed that Cllr Nicholas be an ex-officio member of each

· The “Natural Environment” group be constituted as soon as possible, but the Housing Needs group be constituted only when there is clarity on the housing number requirements.
· Either the Cllrs on each group, or a volunteer, acts as secretary and takes notes, so the clerk would not be required to attend each group meeting.

· It was agreed that a meeting of the Council should take place on 30th June purely to deal with the Neighbourhood Plan, to decide the make up of the subcommittees and their terms of reference. This meeting was fixed for 19.00 hours on 30th June.

· Cllr Moore will ask Cllr Scobie to liaise with Cllr Griffiths over the terms of reference for the Natural Environment group and Cllr Moore will, in conjunction with Cllr Keskeys, draft those for the Housing Needs group.
· Cllr Jago thought that Cllr Moore, who is spending a lot of time on this, should be reimbursed expenses. The clerk said he thought this was possible, but would check Financial Regulations
