	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas:

· Explained that she was about to submit a list of traffic requests to Highways and explained that these were a compilation of complaints received and comments made both in response to the Neighbourhood Plan questionnaires and the Open Evening.

· She outlined the various proposals (the following is “a wish list” and neither an exhaustive, nor a definitive, list):

· Goldsithney: 2 or 3 30-minute waiting bays, double yellow lines (DYL) from the Little Shop over the brow of the hill to the gate in the Daffodil Field, DYL around the corner of the lane opposite the Little Shop, to prevent parking and obstruction of vision, a possible one way system from the roundabout at the top of the Marazion by-pass, into West End and up South Road, Marazion to Goldsithney Walkway.
· Perranuthnoe: DYL from Perran Cross Roads down to the Village. Cllrs Strawson & Scobie have canvassed the opinion of residents in Perranuthnoe.
· Rosudgeon: average speed cameras, roundabout or islands at Perran Cross Roads.

· Explained that these things will go to public consultation after the Design Team at Highways had formulated plans. She pointed out that if a public consultation showed the public had no appetite for these things, then they wouldn’t happen. Cllr Moore suggested having public consultations before any trial period for the one-way system was brought in.

· With regard to the by-pass at the top of the Marazion by-pass, she had had a meeting with the Design Team and the proposed sponsor, and matters are now in motion.

· Costings for dog signs will be sent to Cllr Nicholas as soon as possible

Other Councillor’s reports

Cllr Keskeys reported:

· The footpath alongside the Daffodil Field has yet to be cut. Cllr Nicholas will try to ensure this is done as soon as possible.

· She had received a letter, which had previously been circulated, from a resident asking for an ordinary gate by the kissing gate so buggies and mobility scooters could pass through it. It is believed that 3 landowners will be involved.
Cllr Scobie reported:

· The footpath from Perran Church to Trenow, at the western end, hasn’t been trimmed and is in a bad way.

· The Cornwall Council bin at the top of the slipway is overflowing and has not been emptied.

Cllr Strawson:

· Reported that the Life-guard hut was now in situ
· Enquired whether it would be possible to have a mail-shot to publicise various items.

Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Moore proposed that, the terms of reference for both the Housing and Housing Needs subcommittee and the Natural Environment subcommittee having previously been circulated and discussed at the meeting on 30th June, these terms of reference be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously.

Cllr Moore said he intended now to e-mail to those who had expressed an interest in helping, both at the Open Evening and in response to the questionnaire, after which he will report back.

Cllr Moore briefed the Council on the meeting on 30th June. In particular, concerns were raised about the large number of unimplemented planning consents. The Parish would, in fact, have already met its needs, had all of these consents been fully implemented.

It was agreed that the Natural Environment subcommittee would meet on 21st July (at 17.30 hours) and it was noted that Mr. James Evans had agreed to attend.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys and seconded by Cllr Jago that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd June 2016 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 5
	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

A. Defibrillators. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Moore, that Cllr Moore could look into arrangements for having further defibrillator training, which the Council would fund up to an agreed level of around £250.00. Carried unanimously.

B. Community Shield Award. As this had been put on the agenda at Cllr Tremelling’s request, it was decided to defer consideration of this until the next meeting.

	Plans and Planning Matters:
a. PA16/04593. Outline planning permission with some matters reserved: erection of 3 dwellings. Land to the rear of Chy Gaire, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. C. Thornton. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson that this application be opposed because (a) it represented overdevelopment of the site and (b) it represented too great an incursion into open land. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas opposes the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light
b. PA16/04558. Extension, alterations and associated works. Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mrs. H. Mason. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “supports” for “opposes”)
c. PA16/05189. Continued use of part of dwelling as hairdressers, internal alterations to remainder (first floor) of dwelling to form a flat and erection of single storey extension. 1 Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Ms Shann Rodgers. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Jago, that this application be supported. Carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting as in b above)
d. PA16/05274. Outline application (all matters reserved) for the erection of a single-storey two-bedroomed dwelling. Land adjoining Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. J. C. Evans. Before this application was considered, Cllr Jago declared an interest and left the room. After discussion Cllr Moore proposed that the application be opposed on the basis that it would create a precedent and was injurious to the nature of the area. As there was no seconder the proposal was not put to a vote. Instead, it was proposed by Cllr Strawson that the application be supported but with the proviso that there be a condition that (a) there be no other development of the field on which the applicant wished to build and (b) the bungalow be sited in the north west of the field. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried by 4 votes in favour, 1 against and with Cllr Nicholas abstaining, albeit on the terms of Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “abstains” for “opposes”)
e. PA16/05594. Erection of dwelling and associated works. Land NNE of Messina, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Stuart Allen. Prior to the discussion of this application Cllr Scobie declared an interest and left the room. Cllr Moore proposed that the application be opposed on the same grounds that he opposed d. above, and on the basis that the precedent would be damaging to the AONB. Again, as there was no seconder Cllr Jago proposed that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried by 4 votes in favour, one against and with Cllr Nicholas abstaining, on the same terms as in d. above. 
f. PA16/05821. Outline planning application with all matters reserved: proposed residential development. Land adjoining Stanhill, Rosudgeon. Mr. H. Bryant. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this application be opposed on the ground that the site had been identified as one for affordable housing, and the application showed no such provision. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried by 6 votes in favour with 1 abstention and subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA16/03433. Mr. B. Trevenna. Lamorna, Perran Downs Lane, Perran Downs. Replace a 5 x 4.5 metre old block garage with a new 6 x 6 metre timber kit garage
b. PA16/03083. Mr. & Mrs. D. Mayo. Trebarvah Farmhouse, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Perranuthnoe. Replacement front porch and extension to garage
c. PA16/03260. Mr. & Mrs. Williams. Chy Peswar, Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Replace old wooden windows and French doors with new Golden Oak PVCU double glazed. Front door in porch to be Golden Oak composite style.
d. PA16/03636. Mr. & Mrs. P. Linton. Menzar, St. Pirans Way, Perranuthnoe. Demolition of existing mundic extensions, construction of balcony and associated works (previously approved PA15/04251).
e. PA16/04128. Mr. Andrew Baker. Churchway House, Perran Lane, Perranuthnoe. Replacement conservatory/porch with balcony over.
f. PA16/01522. Mr. T. Skewes. Land E of the old Carthouse, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Outline planning permission with some matters reserved. Erection of two dwellings and associated works.
g. PA16/02983. Mr. & Mrs. M. Polley. Tipako, Well Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Proposed single storey roof extension and general alterations
h. PA16/04243. Mr. & Mrs. N. Walker. Trevean Farm, Rosudgeon, Penzance. Conversion of agricultural barn to form dwelling house, construction of timber garage and associated works (previously approved PA15/11185)
