	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period: 

Mesdames Howells and Shaw spoke in connection with planning application PA16/06053 to express their concerns as to how the development would affect the stability of the lane and the appearance of the building.

Master Johns asked if the Parish Council could find the money for a skate park. Cllr Keskeys explained she had investigated the cost, and it would be around £100,000, which was more than the Parish Council could afford. It was suggested that perhaps Master Johns could set about organising some fund raising activities and Cllr Nicholas said she would investigate the mobile skate park. Cllr Griffiths suggested that an approach should be made to the Village Hall committee, in order to get them on board as they owned the land and their support would be needed.

Given that several visitors were present to express their concerns about traffic problems, Cllr Keskeys explained that Cllr Nicholas, in her capacity as the Divisional Cornwall Councillor, had submitted a “wish list” to Cornwall Highways, and she asked Cllr Nicholas to expand on this.

Cllr Nicholas then:

· Outlined a bit of the history. Because of the speeding and parking problems in Goldsithney, there had been speed visor monitoring in the village (the clerk handed out extracts from the results).
· Yellow lines had, in certain places, been put in the Village.

· Explained that County Highways ranked areas according various criteria, including speed and accidents, and Goldsithney was about 85th out of some 270.
· Explained that she had been invited to submit a “wish list” by a very senior Highways Officer.

· She had submitted her list, which in brief, was as follows (this isn’t a comprehensive list):

· Three 30-minute waiting bays outside the Stores

· Double yellow lines from the Stores, past the new houses (where the garage used to be) over the brow of the hill as far as the gate into the Daffodil Field.

· Opposite the Stores, double yellow lines where the lane is, to prevent the visibility being blocked.

· “Shared space concept” to make the Village feel more like a village

· Possibly reversing the “pinch point” at West End, by reversing the priority so that it is in favour of people leaving the village.

· Double Yellow lines from Perran Cross Roads down to Perranuthnoe and in various places in the Perranuthnoe (full consultation would be needed)
· As to Rosudgeon (which was a 30 mph limit) many motorists drive at 40 mph. Because it is an A-class road, it can’t have speed humps, so she has asked for average speed cameras.

· A roundabout, or Traffic Islands at Perran Cross Roads.

· Possibly having a trail of a one-way system in Goldsithney 
· A walkway from Goldsithney to Marazion

· She explained that the Parish Council had earmarked £18,000.00 to help defray the cost of highways projects and she had been able to have earmarked £80,000.00 for the walkway to Marazion (the options for which she briefly outlined).

· She explained that Traffic Regulation Orders are required for any changes, and that these have to go through a specific procedure of design, followed by advertisement and public consultation, after which (following analysis of the results and if these show that public wants the changes) then come into effect.

Mrs. Riley asked if monitoring had taken place in Perran Downs Lane. Cllr Nicholas said it had, and that the results showed speeding wasn’t such a problem as might have been thought.

Mr. Burnard thanked the Council for the replies to his e-mails and offered to help in any way he could.

Concerns over a particular, light coloured Ford Fiesta, speeding through Goldsithney having been raised, Cllr Nicholas said that a kind of “Transport ASBO” could be obtained if the police received enough reports of its owner speeding were received (members of the public would have to report the registration mark to the police whenever they raised a report)

Mrs. Shaw mentioned problems with Open Reach parking near the Crown and obstructing vision and making it difficult to drive safely out of properties

Mrs. Stimpson asked when these traffic requests would happen. The answer was that this was impossible to say.

Ms Fallett commented on the “wish list”.

Cllr Nicholas said that County Highways would carry out a further speed visor test, but the Parish needed to specify where these should be placed.

Cllr Keskeys asked if any of the visitors was prepared to help with the Neighbourhood Plan. Mrs. Tracey Johns and Messrs Lloyd Burnard and Dave Andrewartha said they were. She also said that it was good to see members of the Parish at the meeting

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported:

· Lifeguards were now operational at Perran Beach and will now be a permanent fixture each summer season

· Complaints have been received about weekend bonfires. This is considered antisocial behaviour and can be reported. Farmers and builders shouldn’t dispose of trade waste in this way.

· People are asked to report to Planning Enforcement any incidence of illicit removal of hedges and stationing of static caravans in fields.

· She has spoken to the Cabinet Member responsible to express concerns about a ward closure at St. Michael’s Hospital.

· A spokesperson for the Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) has given a briefing on how the PCC is trying to get various problems resolved.

Other Councillors reports

Cllr Scobie mentioned ongoing problems with irresponsible dog owners allowing their dogs to foul. Cllr Nicholas said she would try to get the Dog Warden to make an early morning visit to try to catch culprits.

Neighbourhood plan
The clerk read out Cllr Moore’s previously e-mailed report as follows:
“A meeting of the NP Natural Environment group was held with James Evans of the AONB present and I circulated some notes of the meeting. The meeting identified the need to identify green spaces within the parish which require protection.
It is proposed to hold a meeting to review settlement boundaries to ascertain if we should define curtilages of settlement and identify a long list of green/open spaces within them that could be considered for designation. It would help if members of the council could give some prior thought to this prior to the meeting rather than starting with a blank sheet. If possible I would like to hold this meeting on Thursday 18th August at 6pm if possible
A meeting of the Housing group is planned to meet with Robert Lacey ( whose useful email on housing numbers I circulated to councillors) to seek to ascertain any additional requirements in the parish and to consider whether any action can be taken to encourage those housing schemes which have approval to deliver the proposed local needs homes.”

a. Website. The clerk read out Cllr Moore’s comments. Cllr Nicholas will discuss this with him.

b. Size of Council. Mr. Simon Mansell’s e-mail having been noted, it was appreciated that little could be done at the moment.

c. Consideration of Standing Orders and Financial Regulations. Whilst these were felt to be fit for purpose, Cllr Nicholas explained that if the Council considered that Councillors should attend certain training events, then the place for this to go was in Standing Orders. This is to be deferred for the time being

d. Community Shield award. This is to be deferred.

	Plans and Planning Matters:

a. PA16/05946. Outline planning permission with all matters reserved: erection of a dwelling. Land north of Richmond, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. S. Stone. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Nicholas and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light 
b. PA16/06053. Proposed replacement dwelling. Longcliffs, Perran Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. Filmer. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be opposed on the basis (a) the height of the building is 2m higher than the ridge height of the existing building (b) the AONB is not happy with the design (c) it will be overbearing and not in keeping with the area and (d) there are concerns over the effect of the building on the stability of the lane. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”.)
c. PA16/06012. Retrospective permission for timber horse riding stable for domestic family use only (no permanent foundations). Land north west of Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Wayne Edwards. It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas that the application be opposed on the basis that (a) it is felt to be inappropriate development and (b) the Council doesn’t see any identified need for it. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider, substituting “opposes” for “supports”
d. PA16/06249. Replace wooden windows with white PVCU on rear elevation. Chy-an-Elyn, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Heath. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths, seconded by Cllr Keskeys, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
e. PA16/05203. Removal of condition 3 attached to planning permission W1/03/P/1028/F dated 17th October 2003 and condition 3 attached to planning permission W1/04/P/1283/FA relating to holiday use. An Skyber, Trebarvah Farm, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Mr. D. Hall. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths, seconded by Cllr Scobie, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
f. PA16/06051. Demolition of existing mundic block dwelling and garage and construction of 2 new dwellings with integral garages. Robins Croft, Dola Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Amir Visram. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that the application be supported, provided County Highways approved the access. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
g. PA16/06352. Proposed single storey rear extension to existing dwelling. Beechfield, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mrs. J. Hertzum. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Jago, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
h. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 4th August 2016
i. PA16/06008. Amended design in respect of 4 dwellings (plots 3 and 4) due to high pressure rising main sewer. Land adj. to Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. Mark Somers. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA16/02295. J & I Thomas and Badcock. Fawkes Akhal Teke Stud, Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon. Retention of mobile home to provide supervisory accommodation for equine business without complying with conditions 1 & 2 of decision PA13/02659 regarding permission ceasing.
b. PA16/04503. Dr. J. Williams. Land rear of Eastleigh and Oakleigh, Oakleigh, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Retention and completion of dwelling not in accordance to previous approval PA12/11193.
c. PA16/04980. Mr. John Warner. Palm Trees, Johns Corner, Rosudgeon. First floor balcony
d. PA16/04897. Mrs. C. Stiley. Cherrybrook, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Replace windows with UPVC and repainting exterior
