	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period: 

Mrs. Warren spoke in opposition to planning application PA16/07407. She also raised the question of a planning condition (relating to tarmacking an entrance) not having been complied with in respect of a permission granted.

Mrs. Polglase came to speak about the parking problems in Goldsithney and to enquire as to how residents could support the Council’s efforts. It was suggested that residents keep logs of inconsiderate parking actions and report them in writing to the Council. It was also suggested that residents write to the Portfolio Holder at Cornwall Council, Mr. Bert Biscoe CC.

Ms Fallett asked how she could see a copy of the Annual Return, following completion of the Annual Audit. The clerk gave her the original of the form to read, which she returned having done so.

	

	Item 3
	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA16/07407. Replacement dwelling with external parking and amenity space. Morlais, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. HenryHolland. Before this application was discussed, Cllr Griffiths declared an interest, signed the Declaration of Interests book and left the room. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Moore, that the application be opposed on the basis (a) the proposed building, having a floor area 4 times greater than the existing, represents overdevelopment of the site (b) the proposed development is out of keeping with the sensitive nature of the AONB (c) it detracts from the AONB by its appearance (d) it is not proportionate or in keeping with the area. This was passed unanimously
b. PA16/07002. Erection of leofric 60 degree apex garage on a concrete base. Little Barn Field, Boat Cove Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. Paul Hunkin. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Moore, that the application be opposed on the basis that (a) there was no justification for this ugly building in an area of AONB and (b) the site was surrounded by agricultural land and adjoins the South West Coats Path. This was carried unanimously
c. PA16/07294. Construction of two open market dwellings and associated works (removal of 106 Agreement PA15/07823). Mr. M. Adams Additional Accountants Ltd. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the application be opposed on the basis that (a) section 106 Agreements are entered into voluntarily be developers in order to obtain the planning permission they were seeking and, consequently, should be adhered to and (b) it is essential to support the provision of Affordable Housing in the Parish. This was carried unanimously.
d. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 1st September 2016
e. PA16/07683. Outline consent for demolition of derelict structure and construction of 2 new dwellings. Gwynearth, Brandy Lane, Rosudgeon. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed on the basis (a) there are considerable traffic issues in that the road (which is a busy one) is narrow alongside the site and so traffic problems would be exacerbated by 2 new dwellings (b) the plot itself is too narrow to accommodate 1, let alone 2, new dwellings (c) the proposal represents overdevelopment of the site. This was carried unanimously 
The Council noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA16/04558. Mrs. H. Mason. Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Extension, alterations and associated works.
b. PA16/05189. Ms Shann Rodgers. 1 Primrose Hill, Goldsithney. Continued use of part of dwelling as hairdressers, internal alterations to remainder (first floor) of dwelling to form flat and erection of single storey extension
c. PA16/05821. Mr. H. Bryant. Land adjoining Stanhill, Rosudgeon. Outline planning permission with all matters reserved. Proposed residential development
d. PA16/05203. Mr. D. Hall. An Skyber, Trebarvah Farm, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Removal of condition 3 attached to planning permission W1/04/P/1283/FA dated 22nd October 2004 relating to holiday use.
e. PA16/05946. Mr. & Mrs. S. Stone. Land north of Richmond, Rosudgeon. Outline panning permission with some matters reserved: erection of a dwelling
And that the following planning applications had been refused
PA16/05594. Mr. Stuart Allen. Land NNE of Messina, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Erection of dwelling and associated works

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas, being absent, had no report to present, although, in relation to the mobile skate boarding ramp, Cllr Keskeys reported that Cllr Nicholas was trying to locate its whereabouts.
Other Councillors’ Reports

Cllr Moore reported on:

· As to the skate board ramp, the Village Hall Committee had been approached to see if they would make land available for a skate park. Cllr Moore said that the Committee was worried about the Insurance and Maintenance implications for the Village Hall.
· With regard to Traffic and Parking Cllr Moore wondered if Devon and Cornwall Housing could be approached about turning a plot of land it owns at St. Aubyns into parking for 4 to 6 cars. He felt this might help towards alleviating the parking problems in Goldsithney

· With regard to the Village Hall, new signs have been erected and the toilet refurbishment has nearly been completed.

Cllr Strawson enquired whether, whilst waiting for Cornwall Council’ in connection with the traffic “wish list,” it would be possible to have some “park considerately” signage put up on the road down to Perranuthnoe. She said that the fire brigade has such signs. The clerk raised the question as to whether consent from the Highway Authority was needed. Cllr Griffiths believes that such consent is necessary, and Cllr Strawson will investigate this.

Cllr Scobie raised concerns about various matters at Trenow, which, it was agreed by Cllr Griffiths, represented an eyesore. Cllr Scobie mentioned that he is meeting Mr. Evans shortly. It was agreed that this matter should be left in the hands of Cllr Scobie.
Cllr Tremelling raised the following:

· There were still problems being experienced by neighbours of the property in South Road with repair works. 

· He is very concerned about unaccompanied children crossing South Road from Collygree Parc to go to the playground, given the speeds with which motorists drive along South Road. He considers that warning “Play Area” signs need to be erected and proposed that the Council write to County Highways accordingly. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously

· He wished to put the question of a Community Award on the Agenda for the next meeting

Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Moore reported that he had made provisional arrangements for Mr Robert Lacey to come to a meeting at 18.00 hours on 22nd September. Mr. Lacey deals with “housing numbers” at Cornwall Council. Although not strictly relevant to the Neighbourhood Plan, Cllr Moore also mentioned the proposed defibrillator training and updated the Council on progress.

	Correspondence, telephone calls and other reports: 

a. Letter from Perranuthnoe Parochial Church Council re. Living Churchyard. The clerk read out the Churchwarden’s letter of 9th August. In discussing the matter, the Council felt that it should not commit itself to entering into a regular arrangement. It was then proposed by Cllr Scobie seconded by Cllr Strawson and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment of £100.00 to the Perranuthnoe Parochial Church Council as an ex gratia payment.
b. West Penwith Community Network Panel. The clerk reported that the September meeting had been cancelled, and that the next meeting would take place in November

c. Cornwall Council. There was nothing to report.

d. Receive and approve Mr. Glover’s playground inspection for August. This having previously been circulated, was noted and approved. Cllr Keskeys mentioned that, with regard to the bracket on the goal post, she had spoken to Mr. Davies who said that it breaks because children swing on it. It was felt that if it wasn’t dangerous to be without them, then they should be left off.
e. Co-option. The clerk reported that two more candidates had come forward. It was agreed to interview them before the October meeting. It was also agreed that the two existing candidates need not be asked for interview again.
