	Public Speaking Period: 

Miss Chapman raised concerns about planning application PA16/07707 and also said that she supported application PA16/07963

Mr. Curnow spoke in connection with his clients’ application PA16/07707. He explained that it was not an application to reduce the number of “affordable” houses, but to change from affordable-to-rent to discounted purchase. In discussing what Mr. Curnow said, the Council expressed the view that the original application had only been supported because of the need for affordable-to-rent properties and that to agree to the change would be a betrayal of those in need.

	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA16/08065. Reserved matters in respect of appeal decision APP/D0840/W/15/3141049 (construction of 2no residential dwellings (3 bedroom) using vehicular access onto Red Lane). Rosebud Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Smith. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be opposed on the grounds that (a) there has been no change in circumstances to justify the Council changing its mind (b) the access is unsatisfactory and (c) it is detrimental to Red Lane. This was seconded by Cllr Moore and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light 
b. PA16/07707. Construction of 18 dwellings, including affordable housing provision, creation of an access, formation of estate road and footways, and provision of attendant infrastructure (reassessment of affordable housing mix). Land of Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. R. & J. Matthews and Sharp. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this application be opposed on the grounds that (a) the original application was supported out of a need for affordable rented housing, which need hasn’t changed (b) the original proposal had been discussed locally and supported on the basis of meeting this need and (c) it would be a breach of faith with local people to go back on the principle of meeting this need. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA16/08505. Conversion of cattle sheds & associated works to form two bungalows. Barns at Red Lane Farm, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mrs. H. Mason. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this application be supported but on terms that parking should be within the curtilage and that the final plans should ensure privacy and neighbourliness. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider 
d. PA16/07963. Change of use of agricultural land to domestic hobby farm, erection of domestic timber stables/shelter/feed store for various animals, siting of polytunnel and associated works. Mr. G. Putt & Ms J. Wakeham. Before this application was considered, Cllr Keskeys declared an interest, signed the Declaration of Interests Book (“the Book”) and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that the application be opposed on the basis that (whilst there was no objection in principle to the idea) (a) the Council could see no need to change the use of the land from agricultural use, since the use proposed was agricultural (b) the Council was concerned that the change of use will start a process that will ultimately lead to an application to change the use to residential (c) the Council had concerns about the scale of the development and (d) to allow this would set a precedent that would lead to similar applications on other fields. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. PA16/07564. Replacement window frames and back door. Penleen, South Road, Goldsithney. Mr. J. Blain. Before this was considered Cllr Griffiths declared an interest, signed the Book and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be supported, subject to the Conservation Officer being happy. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
f. PA16/08515. Construction of two dwellinghouses and associated works. Land east of Rose Cottage, Well Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. E. Grey and Miss N. White. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) it was on a greenfield site (b) it was not on an area included in the Council’s Planning Position Statement (c) to allow the application would set a precedent for development in open fields. This was seconded by Cllr Moore and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
g. PA16/07510. Agricultural store and machinery building and alterations to existing access. Trebarvah Farm, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. W. R. Skewes & Son. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that this application be supported but on the basis that conditions be imposed in terms that (a) the existing agricultural building at Trebarvah be demolished by a specified date (b) the new agricultural building should (i) have a roof of dark grey with a mat finish (ii) new Cornish hedges (rather than new fencing) should be provided with outside gates and gateposts being of timber and (iii) the impact of this new building be softened by the planting of suitable evergreen small trees and shrubs of a type to be approved by Cornwall Council. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
h. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 6th October 2016
i. PA16/08213. The retention and alteration of a garden shed for ancillary use. The Briars, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Miss Karly Tophill. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) it was overdevelopment (b) it was not neighbourly (c) it was oversized for its potential use (d) it isn’t a garden shed but is more of a building designed for commercial or residential use. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider 
The Council noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA16/06249. Mr. & Mrs. Heath. Chy-an-Elyn. Fore Street, Goldsithney. Replace wooden windows with white PVCU on rear elevation
b. PA16/06352. Mrs. J. Hertzum. Beechfield, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Proposed single storey rear extension and re-roofing of existing dwelling
And that the following planning application had been withdrawn 
PA16/06053. Mr. & Mrs. Filmer. Longcliffs, Perran Lane, Perranuthnoe. Proposed replacement dwelling (W)
Notification of Planning Appeal.

The Council noted that the following appeal had been lodged: APP/D0840/W/16/3156575. Appeal by Mr. H. Bryant against refusal to grant outline planning permission for the proposed residential development of 5 dwellings at Stanhill, Rosudgeon. Planning application number was PA15/11524

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported on the following matters:

· The Henfor roundabout. The meeting relating to carrying forward the design will take place within the next couple of weeks

· With regard to public engagement meetings (relating to the Highways issues “wish list”), she has e-mailed the Officer responsible who will ask his team to put provisional designs together after which there will be public consultation. This is likely to take place during the autumn. 

· The General Power of Competency, which will enable it to take on more devolved power. There are conditions which have to be met by the Clerk and Council for this to be considered.

· There are continuing meetings about the Edward Hain Hospital in St. Ives

· Cornwall Council has Electoral and Governance reviews in progress
· Integrated Transport plans are still being discussed

· The Cornwall Local Plan has now been passed by the Inspectors and there are now only a few minor matters to be done
· Cornwall Council has just passed an Environmental Strategy document.

· She has had meetings with regard to the Cycleway/walkway, in respect of which work is scheduled for 2017/2018. Cllr Nicholas reported that she had secured £375,000 for this project in the capital programme after negotiations with highways. 
Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Moore reported that with regard to defibrillator training he has e-mailed some local businesses. He asked that if other councillors had business contacts, could they pass the details to him. He thought training (which would be free to trainees) could be offered to 30 people. Cllr Tremelling considered that a defibrillator ought to be situated in the Village Hall. The Council will consider how this might be done.

Cllr Keskyes reported that a business was being operated illicitly in a building in Goldsithney. Cllr Nicholas advised that she has reported this to Cornwall Council’s Enforcement officers and investigations are under way.

Cllr Strawson reported that she had received a letter from a resident in Hayle about delays to the bus down to Perranuthnoe. The letter was handed to the clerk to reply.

Cllr Scobie reported that (a) parking in lay-bys has started again and (b) people were leaving their dog-waste bags on footpaths, instead of taking them home or putting them in bins. The clerk was asked to pass the Parish Handyman’s e-mail address to Cllr Strawson so she could arrange for him to put up the recently purchased signs

Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Moore mentioned that he had circulated a draft Neighbourhood Plan Position Statement about three weeks ago, with a view to reviewing it at this meeting and with a view to getting professional input as he feels the stage has been reached where this is necessary.

He also said that because of the significant development over the years, and because of the number of plots with planning permission, there was a requirement for the Parish now to deliver only 20 houses between now and 2030. The only unmet need is for Affordable Houses. No significant development for open-market houses is needed and any small applications can be dealt with on their merits.

Cllr Strawson thanked Cllr Moore for all his hard work and proposed that the Council adopt the Neighbourhood Plan Position Statement previously circulated by Cllr Moore. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously.
