	Public Speaking Period: 

Mrs. Dan, and sundry other members of the public present raised objections to the removal of the Kissing Gate. It was explained that the Council had decided to remove it for a trial period of 3 months in view of complaints received about it.

Mrs. Dan also wanted the Council to cut down a tree at Tregurtha View. It was explained that this was not the Parish Council’s responsibility as it wasn’t the land owner.

Ms Fallet expressed concerns about scaffolding being put into the road in order that work can be done on a property in Fore Street. Cllr Moore advised that this would require a licence from Cornwall Council

	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA16/08819. Proposed alterations with roof extension and first floor balcony to flat roof, proposed boiler room and outbuilding to form garden room. Trenow, Boat Cove Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. Deunger. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson that, subject to the planning officer’s attention being drawn to Mr. Andrew Davey’s comments (which the Council supported), the application be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light
b. PA16/08896. Restoration of stone/cob wall and roof. Cherrybrook, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mrs. Charlotte Stiley. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this be approved subject (a) to the support of the Conservation Officer and (b) a Traffic Management scheme being in place to address concerns about the scaffolding in order that it doesn’t impede public transport and public safety. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA16/08713. Conversion of garage into annex and associated works. Fir Croft, access to Trevelyan Lodge, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. M. Croucher. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be approved. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA16/09359. Extensions including first floor extension and balcony and associated works. Menavaur, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Mr. I. Hart. Prior to consideration of this application, the 7 letters of objection were noted. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that this application be opposed on the grounds that (a) there were issues with extending over the building line (b) the proposal represented overdevelopment of the site (c) there were overlooking issues (d) the application form was incorrect in that the hedge had been taken down already (e) the proposal was too overbearing and (f) the proposal was out of keeping with the area. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)
e. PA16/08830. Use of part of barn for retail purposes related to the equine business. Fawkes Akhal Teke Stud, Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon. Ms J. Thomas. It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas that this application be supported subject to a condition being imposed that it was limited to the manufacture, fitting and sale of saddles. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried by 8 votes to 2 and subject also to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
f. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 3rd November 2016
g. PA16/09461. Replace existing single glazed wooden windows and front door with double-glazed UPVC wood effect. Roseleigh, West End, Goldsithney. Mr. Nigel Rosewall. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson that subject to the Conservation Officer’s approval, this application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried by 9 votes with 1 abstention, and subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
h. PA16/10075. Works to a tree subject to a tree preservation order. Felling of one Monterey Cypress. Chrystle, Grove Lane, Perran Downs. Mr. Martin Britten. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that this application be supported subject to the Tree Officer’s approval. This was seconded by Cllr Moore and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
i. PA16/10067. Side and front extensions to the existing residential property. Lismore, Perran Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. Macaulay. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
j. PA16/09738. Conversion of existing garage to annex and associated works. Pen-Tor, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. S. Hadden. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed on the grounds that the proposal represented the creation of a separate 2-bedroomed dwelling and not an annex. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)

Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on various matters including:
· Her meeting with Highways has been delayed. The meeting will probably take place in early December, with the public engagement taking place in the New Year

· She has asked Mr. Hardy to arrange a meeting with various local Town and Parish Council chairman and clerks so that some degree of cohesion with neighbourhood planning can be obtained.

· She has been informed that, since 2012, there have been 62 planning permissions granted in the parish

· There are concerns about the integration of Health and Social Care. The plans for this are being scrutinised.

· 6 Trial Bikes have been seen using Bridleways. The Police have been informed and any incidents should be reported.

· She had attended sundry interesting meetings.

· She has spoken to Mr. Davies and ordered the rubber mat for the playground. This was also done by Cllr Tremelling
· The advertisement had been removed from the bus shelter. Cllr Griffiths confirmed that its removal had not caused any damage.

· With regard to the Kissing Gate, she felt a sign should go up informing the public what has been done and canvassing opinions, both for and against. The clerk was asked to prepare an appropriate sign
Cllr Moore reported that he had received good feedback from commercial undertakings for CPR and defibrillator training. He will pursue this when he returns from his leave.

Cllr Scobie reported on his attendance at the Cornwall Countryside Access Forum meeting.

Cllr Griffiths handed the clerk the key to a new padlock for the wheelie bin at the cemetery. It was felt that it should not be his job to see to this. Cllr Nicholas will investigate what might be done to resolve this.

Cllr Strawson reported that at Halloween children had been running across the road without looking and she felt that “Playground” signs should be put up to warn motorists. Cllr Nicholas will refer this to County Highways.

Cllr Riley mentioned that the 30 mph signs in Perran Downs Lane were either obscured by foliage or faded. Cllr Nicholas will take this up with County Highways.

Neighbourhood plan

Cllr Moore reported:

· The approved Position Statement had been sent out to all those parishioners who had expressed an interest in helping

· He has received quotes from 2 consultants and one more is awaited.

The Council discussed the way forward during Cllr Moore’s absence on leave.
