	Public Speaking Period: 

Ms Fallet spoke concerning the grant of planning permission to Cherrybrook for its work and the fact that the Traffic Management scheme was incomplete. Cllr Keskeys said she would ask Cllr Nicholas to investigate.

Mr. Dee spoke about their concerns regarding the planning application for Menavaur, and their concerns

Mr. Troon said he had written to Cllr Strawson about a planning application in Well Lane and wished to know if Cornwall Council would support the Parish Council’s decision. Cllr Keskeys advised that the Parish Council couldn’t really say whether or not they would, but believed they might.

	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA16/09787. External modifications with extensions to an existing single storey home. Replacement of single garage with new outbuilding. The Tamarisks, Trenow Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. P. Keller. Prior to this application being discussed, Cllr Scobie declared an interest and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously.
b. PA16/10681. Works to trees subject to a tree preservation order. Felling of eleven Sycamores, crown raising of three further Sycamores and pollarding of one ash. Land off Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. Charlie Jose. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that no comment be made and that the decision be left to the recommendations of the Tree Officer. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously
c. PA16/10133. Construction of detached dwelling and garage and detached bungalow. Land east of Woodlands, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Jose. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Tremelling, that the application be opposed on the grounds that (a) this was a greenfield site and (b) it was not within the Council’s policy. This was carried by 7 votes in favour with 1 abstention.
d. PA16/09359. Extensions including first floor extension and balcony and associated works. Menavaur, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Mr. I. Hart (amended plans). Before this was discussed the clerk reported that various objection letters had been received, copies of which had been previously circulated to Councillors. It was proposed by Cllr Tremelling that the application be opposed on the same grounds as had been put forward in respect of the original application. This was seconded by Cllr Riley and carried unanimously.
e. PA16/10971. External cladding to two dwellings and domestic garages. Naylor House and Alfie’s Moon, Rosudgeon. Mr. C. Buckland. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Scobie, that the application be supported. Carried unanimously
f. PA16/10579. Certificate of lawfulness for the continued use of a building for residential purposes. Lane west of Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Patrick Keen. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that no comment be made on the application as it had no information to enable it to decide one way or the other. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously
g. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 1st December 2016. None

Cllr Scobie raised:

· The continuing, and appalling, state of both the coastal and inland, footpaths which were littered with canine excrement. The clerk was instructed to write to Cornwall Council to try to arrange for a visit by a Dog Warden between 07.30 hours and 08.00 hours, the hours during which owners frequently walked their dogs.
· The Waymarker at the junction opposite the Cabin near Perranuthnoe Beach had been knocked over. The clerk was instructed to write to Cornwall Council about this.

Cllr Leo mentioned the fact that parking on double-yellow lines was still rife in Goldsithney. Cllr Keskeys said she will ask Cllr Nicholas to try to get another “Blitz” by Enforcement.

Although Cllr Moore was now on an extended holiday, it was felt that matters could not be allowed to stand over until his return and that it was important to make progress. The Council felt that it was imperative that the grant application form be put in and that a subcommittee be formed to complete this, with the help of Mr. James Hardy and with Cllr Nicholas’ input. Cllr Strawson having volunteered, in Cllr Moore’s absence, to chair this subcommittee, and Cllrs Scobie, Tremelling and Riley having volunteered to join the subcommittee, proposed that it be constituted. a. Receive and approve Bank Reconciliation Statement as at 5th November 2016. This having been previously circulated was noted and approved

b. Set precept for year 2017/2018. The clerk reminded Councillors that he had previously circulated his precept report and that, although he had recommended there be no increase, the decision was the Council’s. Although Cllr Jago felt reluctant to do so, he and Cllr Scobie thought that the Precept should be increased to cover such things as an increased reserve for the Neighbourhood Plan, and to cover assistance to the Village Hall, which is a great community asset, and which it is believed will be required. Cllr Griffiths reported that the cost of works to reopen paths 7 and 14 could be several thousand pounds, not all of which Cornwall Council would necessarily fund. Cllrs Scobie and Strawson felt some money needed to be raised to deal with parking problems, and that an extra £2,000.00 ought to go towards the Highway project reserves. Cllr Scobie also thought £2,000.00 should go to increase the reserves for the cost of the Neighbourhood Plan. Following these discussions, Cllr Griffiths proposed that the Precept be set at £35,000.00 (thirty five thousand pounds) which represented an increase of £2,000.00. This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried unanimously.
c. Approve for payment items listed on the schedule. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the items be passed for payment. Carried unanimously
