	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA16/10926. Timber dormer bungalow and associated works. The Orchard, Packet Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. R. Gamble. It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas that the application be supported but with the planning authority being notified that the Parish Council was concerned that the building proposed seemed rather large for the size of the plot. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light 
b. PA16/11561. Construction of extension to detached domestic garage. Windermere, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Richardson PI Richardson Ltd. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be opposed on the basis that there was no identifiable need for the development. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried by 5 votes in favour with 1 abstention and subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
c. PA16/11882. Extensions including room in the roof incorporating flue and rooflight, alterations and associated works. Menavaur, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Mr. I. Hart. The objections to the application from various parishioners were noted. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be opposed on the grounds (a) originally set down in connection with the Council’s opposition to PA16/09359 (b) the proposal would cause major change to the street view and (c) would accordingly cut down the sightlines of other residents leaving their drives. This was seconded by Cllr Riley and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA16/10459. Application for outline consent for the construction of five new detached 1.5 – 2 storey dwellings with garages. Land NNE of Red Lane House, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Ian Jarvis of Porthminster Beach View Ltd. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) there was no affordable element in this development (b) this is a greenfield site that is a buffer between Rosudgeon and Perran Downs and (c) it is contrary to Cornwall Council Strategic Policy 7 about Housing in the countryside. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
