	Public Speaking Period: 

Mr. Kevin Moseley addressed the Council in relation to two planning applications in which he was acting, namely PA16/11950 and PA17/00268. In respect of PA17/00268 Mr. Mosely advised that notwithstanding the previous refusal of planning permission for a previous application, and its refusal on appeal, the old policies under which that happened had been rendered obsolete by the new Cornwall Plan and that as this application fell within the new policies, it should be allowed.
Mr. & Mrs. Rescorla spoke to the Council about their application PA17/00268 and their reasons for wanting it
Ms Johns spoke about:

· The removal of the Kissing Gate, of which she approved
· Parking problems in St. Petry. Cllr Keskeys said that she had spoken to Cllr Nicholas who will contact the Enforcement Officer. Ms Johns gave information for which Cllr Nicholas had asked

	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA16/11500. Two affordable dwellings and one open market dwelling and associated works. Land adjoining to the Old Woodyard, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. N. Berryman. Before considering this the Council was briefed about Mr. & Mrs. Guiver’s objection e-mail. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be opposed on the grounds that (a) it is outside the area the Council has previously approved for development (b) it is outside the village boundary and (c) the proposal represents overdevelopment of the site. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously
b. PA16/11950. Reserved matters (appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) following outline approval PA16/05946 for erection of a dwelling. Land N of Richmond, Rosudgeon. Mr. D. Sames. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys that the application be supported, but with a request being made to Cornwall Council that they ensure that there is adequate space for parking and for turning. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
c. PA17/00024. Retention of shed for use as a holiday let. The Briars, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Ms K. Tophill. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this be opposed on the basis that (a) there was no provision for the parking of vehicles (b) it represented overdevelopment of the site as there were already 2 holiday units on the site and (c) it was close to the road. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously 
d. PA17/00407. Works to Oak, Beech and Sweet Chestnut trees. Trelispen, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Neil Harvey. It was proposed by Cllr Keskeys, seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously that the application be supported, subject to the approval of the Tree Officer.
e. PA17/00268. Application for outline planning permission (all matters reserved) for the demolition of an existing domestic outbuilding/stables and erection of a single storey dwelling. Land south of Perran Barton, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. B. Rescorla. In view of what Mr. Moseley had said, the Council didn’t feel able to comment and felt that the matter should be left to the planning officers. This was proposed by Cllr Griffiths and seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously
f. PA17/00182. Demolition of the garage, new garage and conversion of the roof including rooflights and dormer window. 13 Orchard Way, Goldsithney. Mr. T. Edwards. Before this was considered, Cllr Jago declared an interest and left the room. It was then proposed by Cllr Keskeys that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously.
g. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 2nd February 2017. None
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA16/08065. Mr. & Mrs. S. Smith. Rosebud Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Reserved matters in respect of appeal decision APP/D0840/W/15/3141049 (construction of 2no residential dwellings (3 bedroom) using existing vehicular access into Red Lane)
b. PA16/10971. Mr. C. Buckland. Naylor House and Alfie’s Moon, Rosudgeon. External cladding to 2 dwellings and domestic garages

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas, being absent, the Clerk read out the written report she had provided, as follows:
With regard to traffic matters and Traffic Regulation Orders (TROs) Cllr Nicholas reported that she had spoken with the highways design team last week and earlier this week. She had received the quotes which were (a) the TROs for Perranuthnoe village, £13,150.00 and (b) the one for Goldsithney, £6,300.00 making a total of £19,450.00 plus VAT.

She reported that she is still waiting for the design to be sent to her so that costings can be looked at in conjunction with the proposed design. 
For the sake of clarity, she said that she sent an email round last November, explaining what happens next after the meeting with highways. The design team put their proposals onto paper and then she and the Parish Council look at them. 
Thereafter the design goes out to formal consultation which highways run, not the Parish Council.  If the public agrees that first design then it will be put into effect, as the plan. However, if the public feed-back to Highways is that they are not happy with the design and indicate why, the Design goes back for amendments and then a further consultation on the amended design would have to take place. If the public agrees to that second design it will be put into effect. If the public consultation shows strong disagreement with the designs then they would not go ahead. 
Given that each consultation/redesign costs more money, if needed, Cllr Nicholas is proposing that there is an open event for each village, so she will organise one in Goldsithney and one in Perranuthnoe where the public can view drawings of the proposed TROs. This is because an informal consultation like that won't cost anything and will give us the feedback on them before we embark on the formal process. 

She also reported that she is still trying to get some form of speed control/dragons teeth from Highways for the main road at Rosudgeon. 

As to the Henfor roundabout, there is a design now agreed with highways and a sponsor. The cost has increased significantly due to traffic management needs and what could be found when they start digging. Cllr Nicholas reported that she has asked for match funding from the Cornwall Council highways budget to be considered, which is being looked at now. 

Sustainability and Transformation Plan (STP). There has been a lot of speculation and comments about the STP. The Health and Social Care Scrutiny Committee (HASCOS) noted there was a lack of time scale on the proposals and the financial impact it may have amongst other things. Because of the significant workload of the HASCOS committee that the Integration of services will involve, the overview and scrutiny committee has set up a sub group (of which Cllr Nicholas is a member) which is holding a number of enquiry days into the proposals. 
The sub group is taking evidence through questioning individuals and organisations who are attending and written pieces/reports. There are a range of professionals, including the RCN and Unison. Once this has been done the sub group will provide a report which then goes to the full HASCOS committee for scrutiny. 

Other Councillors’ Reports

Cllr Jago reported that the hedge of the derelict cottage at the southern end of Packet Lane was overgrown and encroaching onto the Highway. It is on the western side of Packet Lane about 50 metres from the corner. The clerk was instructed to contact CORMAC.

Cllr Scobie:

· Reported on the fact that a gentleman was regularly sitting in the nude at the top of the slipway at Perran Beach. He had contacted the Police but he has received no feedback. The clerk was instructed to contact Inspector Jean Phillips

· Produced a photograph of traffic problems in Perranuthnoe a couple of years ago, because little positive action had been taken by Cornwall Council
Neighbourhood Plan. In the absence of Cllrs Moore. Strawson and Nicholas, there was nothing to report

	Minutes of the last meeting:

	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Facebook Page. Cllr Tremelling briefed the Council on the matter and whilst the question of who would administer it, he proposed that the Parish Council set up a Facebook Page (but with no personal information about Councillors). This was seconded by Cllr Keskeys and carried by 5 votes in favour with one abstention. The Council wished to thank Cllr Tremelling for the work he had done in this regard.

b. Community Award. Cllr Tremelling had nothing further to report about this.
c. Trenow Cove update. Cllr Scobie updated the Council on progress thus far. He felt the situation should be kept under review and revisited in a couple of months.
d. Kissing Gate. The Council noted the letters both in favour of the Kissing Gate’s removal and those wanting it put back, which letters had previously been circulated by the Clerk. Cllr Griffiths briefed the Council on the history of the Kissing Gate (which had been put in about 40 years ago to replace a style). The point at issue was that young parents with pushchairs etc. had (before the Kissing Gate’s removal) to walk up Fore Street in order to reach St,. Hilary School or “The Little Shop”. There were a couple of dangerous places where they had to cross the road. On the other hand, without the Kissing Gate they could easily reach, and then walk up, Gears Lane and Orchard Way thereby reaching the wider, safer, pavement that leads all the way to St. Hilary School. Cllr Griffiths also said that there should be no unnecessary obstruction of a public footpath and that the question of preventing horses or bicycles being ridden along the footpath was covered by existing legislation (which prevented these activities on anything other than a Bridleway or Byway). It was then proposed by Cllr Jago that, for reasons of public safety, the removal of the Kissing Gate should be made permanent and that it should not be reinstated. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously 
e. Roundabout at the top of the Marazion By-pass. This had been covered in Cllr Nicholas’ brief
f. Highways update. This had been covered in Cllr Nicholas’ brief.
