	Apologies for absence: Cllrs Keskeys, Strawson & Riley.
The clerk advised the Council that he had received a letter from Cllr Keskeys, resigning as Chairman. He said that the Council now needed to elect a new Chairman and Vice Chairman. Cllr Nicholas proposed that Cllr Moore be elected Chairman. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously. Cllr Moore then signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office. It was decided to defer the election of a vice chairman

	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA17/00417. Replace existing wooden French doors with a sliding patio door in grey wood effect UPVC. Tairua, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Mr. Alan Nightingale. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously but with the rider (Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light 
b. PA16/10579. Certificate of lawfulness for the continued use of a building for residential purposes. Lane west of Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Patrick Keen (re-consultation). It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Tremelling, that the Council makes no comment but with the comment that the Council would not support residential development of the site, but notes the Statutory Declarations. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA17/00643. Change of use of the Old Garage Workshops from residential back to non-residential (B1(c) to be used to convert transporter vans into campervans. Replacement of existing roof with increase in ridge height, installation of an access door to the front of the building and replacement of one of the existing roller doors with a wider and slightly higher roller door. The Old Garage Workshops, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mrs. Katri Iivonen-Gray, Chilli Jam Vans. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed because (a) it impinges on the parking spaces for the houses on the development of what was Goldsithney Garage (b) there are safety issues with the proposal in the midst of residential development (c) there are visibility issues with the access lane being very narrow and with poor visibility out onto Fore Street which is a busy road (d) there will be noise and dust pollution issues because of the nature of the operations (e) it is the wrong place for this activity in the midst of a residential area. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA17/01185. Replace old wooden windows with new white PVCU. The Cottage, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. Sewell. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 2nd March 2017
f. PA17/01195. Application for approval of reserved matters of layout, design, scale of dwelling, site and details relating to foul waste drainage and landscape management (following outline approval of PA16/05274 of 25.10.16). Land NNE of Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Evans. Before this was considered, Cllr Jago declared an interest, signed the Book and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be opposed on the basis that (a) this application was not was agreed in the outline application. That was for a single storey dwelling, which this isn’t and (b) consequently, this isn’t a “reserved matters” application but a new application for a two-storey building. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried by 5 votes in favour and 1 vote against, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
g. PA17/01303. Proposed replacement dwelling and outbuilding. The Tamarisks, Trenow Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mrs. Clare Waight Keller. Before this application was considered, Cllr Scobie declared an interest, signed the Book and left the room. It was proposed by Cllr Tremelling, seconded by Cllr Jago, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
h. PA17/01451 and (for Listed Building consent) PA17/01452. New upstairs bathroom (in listed building), new windows, conversion of ground floor garages and carports into habitable accommodation. Churchtown House, Perranuthnoe. Ms. Kathleen Gearhart-Filmer. With regard to both applications it was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be opposed because (a) it will generate parking problems with the increase of cars as the number of bedrooms will be increased from 6, to 8 or 9. There is restricted access and egress to and from the property and restricted width in the lane outside the entrance and (b) it is important to the village and should remain as it is. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.
i. PA17/01281. Construction of 2 new dwellings. Land west of White Gables, Johns Corner, Rosudgeon. Mr. Mike Williams. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that this application be opposed because (a) it represents overdevelopment of the site and lacks recreational space around the development (b) there is a lack of room for parking and for turning vehicles and (c) it is not in keeping with the area. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
j. PA17/01682. Removal of existing softwood windows to be replaced with UPVC and replacement cement fillets to match existing. Willow Cottage, West End, Goldsithney. Miss S. Rogers and Ms R. Buckland. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Leo, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA16/10926. Mr. R. Gamble. The Orchard, Packet Lane, Rosudgeon. Timber dormer bungalow and associated works
b. PAPA16/08830. Ms J. Thomas. Fawkes Akhal Teke Stud, Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon. Use of part of barn for retail purposes related to the equine business.
c. PA16/11950. Mr. D. Sames. Land north of Richmond, Rosudgeon. Reserved matters (appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) following outline approval PA16/05946 for erection of a dwelling.
And that the following planning application had been refused
a. PA16/10459. Mr. Ian Jarvis. Land NNE of Red Lane House, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Application for outline planning permission with some matters reserved for the construction of five new detached 1.5 – 2 storey dwellings with garages.
And that the following Planning Appeal had been lodged
APP/D0840/W/16/3155721. Appeal against refusal of application PA16/04593 in respect of outline planning permission with some matters reserved for construction of 3 dwellings on land to the rear of Chy Gaire, Trecowe Road, Goldsithney

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas reported that:
· She had received drawings back from County Highways regarding double yellow lines together with costings. She now proposes an open meeting.

· Cllr Moore suggested that the Council holds a meeting to look at three issues (i) to review the Neighbourhood Plan (ii) to complete the funding application for it and (iii) review the Traffic Regulation plans.

· Cllr Nicholas reported that a design for the Henfor roundabout has been produced, a sponsor found and costings provided. Because of the uncertainty of what might be found when the roundabout is excavated, the cost is estimated at £19,000.

· £380,000 has been earmarked for the walkway/cycleway between Goldsithney and Marazion.

· The Highways design team is looking into a one way system in Goldsithney to be tried out.

· County Highways have said that if the Council would like to come up with ideas for planting trees in Goldsithney, they will see if it is feasible to do so

· She has had complaints about activities in Queensway, which are now with the Neighbourhood Safety Team for investigation.
It was agreed that the meeting referred to above should take place at 18.30 hours in St. Piran’s Hall on Wednesday 15th March and that it should be followed by a public meeting in the first week in April. The clerk was asked to e-mail all councillors about this and to book the meeting room
Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Scobie reported that:

· The Police have caught and cautioned the nudist of Perranuthnoe Beach.

· The Coast footpath fingerpost had still not been put up again.

· There is a plethora of roadside advertising signs in Perranuthnoe. The Clerk was asked to take up both matters with Cormac
Cllr Tremelling raised the matter of the sodium light at Dynasty which signs directly into the faces of drivers coming uphill from Goldsithney. The light needs to be lowered so it shines only into the car park, or provided with a shade directing the light downwards. The clerk was asked to raise this with Cormac too

Cllr Moore complimented Cornwall Council on the efficiency of Cory. He had ordered a garden waste bin the preceding day, and it had arrived the following morning
