	Item 3
	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA17/03495. Demolition of existing double garage, construction of 2-bedroom retirement bungalow for family member (outline with all matters reserved). Garden of Chestnut Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Richards. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Griffiths, that the application be supported but on terms that (1) approval is subject to a condition being imposed that the building shall be “single storey in height” (2) there should not be a separate entrance as the existing driveway was perfectly good and (3) a condition be imposed that the new dwelling cannot be separately let or sold. Carried unanimously
b. PA17/04092. Fell Monterey Cypress. Estoril, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Oldfield. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Leo, that the application be approved subject to the Tree Officer being satisfied. Carried unanimously
c. PA17/03873. Erection of Edwardian design conservatory to front. Sunset, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. Richards. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Jago, that the application be approved. Carried unanimously
d. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 19th May 2017
e. PA17/03936. Residential development of up to 3 detached houses (outline with all matters reserved). Old Workshop and Store, Rosudgeon. Mr. James Wimpress. It was proposed by Cllr Tremelling, seconded by Cllr Groves, and carried unanimously, that the application be supported, but on the following terms: (1) No building shall be built in front of the building line which shall be the front of the existing building because of visibility issues for vehicles leaving Packet Lane and other buildings and businesses on either side of it (2) the buildings should be of sympathetic design using natural materials as this is an important entrance to the Parish and (3) the Parish Council would prefer there to be two, rather than three, houses built on the site
f. PA17/04452. Extension on rear and installation of rooflights. Squirrels Heath, Bampfylde Way, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. R. Whitlock. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported. This was carried by 7 votes in favour and with 1 abstention
g. PA17/03937. Extension and associated works. Hazelbrook Cottage, Trevean Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Verboom. Prior to the consideration of the application, Cllr Groves declared an interest, signed the book and left the room whilst the application was discussed. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously, that the application be opposed for the following reasons: This small and old detached cottage built in the vernacular sits with two others in a charming and important part of the South Coast Western (08) section of the AONB. The proposed extension will increase the floor space of the property by about 1/3 which is more than we consider desirable. The method of construction (a low pitched zinc roof over timber clad walls) is not sympathetic to this present traditional heritage property and would unduly harm the traditional rural character of the local landscape. Relevant Material Considerations
We consider the following policies to be relevant with regard to this proposal within the AONB.
National Planning Policy Framework
Paragraph 115 of NPPF requires that great weight should be given to conserving the landscape and scenic beauty in the AONB and applies the AONB the highest status of protection. It is our view that the proposed development conflicts with this objective.
Cornwall Local Plan
The Cornwall Local Plan was adopted in November 2016.
Policy 3: Role and function of places identifies at 4. 'Within the AONB or its setting, development will be supported where it is in accordance with the other policies of this Plan and can demonstrate that it conserves and enhances the landscape character and natural beauty of the AONB.'
Policy 23: Natural environment 2(a). The Cornwall and Tamar Valley Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty 'Great weight will be given to conserving the landscape and scenic beauty within or affecting the setting of the AONB'
The Cornwall AONB Management Plan
Policy 23: Natural Environment identifies that 'Great weight will be given to conserving the landscape and scenic beauty within or affecting the setting of the AONB'. The supporting text of this policy further explains that' Proposals within the AONB, or those that would affect its setting will be supported where they are small scale and meet an identified local need, where landscape capacity can be demonstrated and the natural beauty of the AONB can be conserved and enhanced in accordance with Policy 23.'
Policy MD9 of the Management Plan identifies that 'Any necessary development in or within the setting of the AONB will be high quality sustainable development that:
o is appropriately located, of an appropriate scale and addresses landscape sensitivity and capacity;
o is compatible with the distinctive character of the location described by the Landscape Character Assessment, with particular regard to the setting of settlements and the rural landscape,
Policy MD 16 MD9 of the Management Plan identifies that 'The replacement and redevelopment of existing dwellings, where justified, will be supported where the overall scale, density, massing, height, layout, materials and landscaping of the development responds to local character'.
h.  PA17/03864. To install a roof to create an outdoor storage shed. The Old Potato Barn, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Mr. J. Halls. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Jago, that this application be approved. Carried unanimously.
i. PA17/04159. Extension to existing garden store, plus domestic office facility in new upper floor level. Tregarthen, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. M. Roderick. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed because of concerns about access to the Highway because the Council wouldn’t want to see intensification of highway use. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and was carried by 4 votes in favour with 4 abstentions

d. PA17/01682. Miss S. Rogers & Ms R. Buckland. Willow Cottage, West End, Goldsithney. Removal of existing softwood windows to be replaced with UPVC and replacement cement fillets to match existing.
e. PA17/01303. Mrs. Clare Waight Keller. The Tamarisks, Trenow Lane, Perranuthnoe. Proposed replacement dwelling and outbuilding.
f. PA16/11882. Mr. I. Hart. Menavaur, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Extensions including room in the roof incorporating a flue and rooflight, alterations and associated works.
g. PA17/01195. Mr. Evans. Land NNE of Nampara, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Application for approval of reserved matters of layout, design and scale of dwelling, site details relating to foul waste drainage and landscape management (following outline approval of PA16/05274 dated 25.10.16)

Replacement of existing roof with increase in ridge height, installation of access door to the front of the building and replacement of one of the existing roller door with a wider and slightly higher roller shutter door. PA16/10133. Mr. & Mrs. Jose. Land E of Woodlands, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Construction of detached dwelling and garage and detached bungalow (W)

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Cllr Nicholas, being absent, there was nothing to report
Other Councillors’ Reports:

Cllr Scobie advised that, with regard to the two caravans previously reported, there was nothing to report. He mentioned that a third party had acquired some land nearby.

Cllr Griffiths reported on the increase in incidents of vehicles being parked on pavements in Goldsithney. It was getting worse and worse. This poses problems for drivers and for a disabled parishioner who has go into the road to get round cars parked on the pavement. The clerk was instructed to e-mail the Community Police team to see if it could give some attention to Orchard Way, North Road and Springfield Road, with a view to identifying culprits and having a word with them.

Cllrs Strawson and Leo reported that they were going on planning training courses.

Cllr Moore raised various matters relating to the format of meetings and areas of responsibility. After discussion it as agreed that there was support for the sharing of responsibilities as he had outlined in his previously circulated paper. 
It was agreed that there should be no regular second monthly meeting but where planning applications fell to be considered for a closing date before the next meeting it could be considered by the 4 designated planning councillors who could make a decision. That this be done was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously

Cllr Moore explained why he wished to change the meeting nights from the first Thursday of the month to the first Monday of the month. As it wasn’t possible for one of the councillors to do this, owing to his work commitments, it was agreed that meetings should, from July, be on the second Monday of the month. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Scobie that from July the regular monthly meeting be held on the second Monday of each month. Carried unanimously.
