	Plans and Planning Matters
a. PA17/04257. Demolition of existing stable block and construction of sustainable dwelling house and associated works. Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. M. Somers. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application should be supported subject to the following conditions (a) the site should be treated as an “exception site” as the adjoining site is so treated (b) this site should be subject to an “off-site” contribution (c) it should have a Cornish hedge to the boundary with the footpath in keeping with the area because it should be in keeping with the rural nature of the edge of the village (d) the footpath officer should look at the application with a view to considering the safety of pedestrians. This was seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously but with the rider that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light

Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported:

· With regard to certain issues at Queensway, following meetings with various parties and the sending of a letter by DCH, these have been resolved

· The fact that a field in Perran Downs Lane has had its hedge bulldozed and two caravans have been stationed in it has been reported to Planning Enforcement.

· It should be made clear that if the Parish Council sees, or receives information about, any work being undertaken without planning permission, then Planning Enforcement will be told about it.

· As to Planning and Community Engagement Meetings, these will take place between Parish Councils, planning officers and applicants where substantial applications are involved. This is to address the problem of developers not consulting with Town and Parish Councils at the Pre-App stage, as they are advised to do.

· She is continuing to resolve various matters with County Highways

· She felt it would be useful if the Council were to support having Wi-fi at St. Piran’s Hall. At this point Cllr Moore declared an interest (as chairman of the village hall committee), signed the register and left the room. Cllr Nicholas then proposed that the Council should look into this. This was seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously.

Cllr Griffiths reported that no action appears to have been taken regarding parking on pavements, as raised at the last meeting. The clerk reported that he had e-mailed the Neighbourhood Police Team
