	Public Speaking Period:  
Mesdames Gwyn and Shaw spoke against planning application PA17/05598.

Mr. Moseley briefed the Council about Mr. & Mrs. Rescorla’s planning application PA17/05215.

Mrs. Brede spoke about the poor state of the footpath behind the Post Office. The clerk explained that the parish Council was not in a position to insist that anybody take action, as it had no power in the matter. The clerk was instructed to contact CORMAC, copying in the Divisional Cornwall Councillor

	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA17/04779. Construction of new two storey dwelling within grounds of White Gables, Rosudgeon. Land west of White Gables, Johns Corner, Rosudgeon. Mr. Mike Williams. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the application be opposed on the grounds (1) the property is outside the normal Building Line (2) the access is too narrow. The clerk was instructed to say, in the Council’s submission, that if the planning authority (LPA) is minded to grant the application, then the LPA be requested that the building be moved forward. This was carried by 7 votes in favour and 1 against
b. PA17/05317. Works to Beech and Sweet Chestnut and felling of Ash and Sycamore trees. Squirrels, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Toby Clark, Toby Clark Tree Surgeon. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Leo, that the application be approved subject to (1) the Tree Officer supporting the application and (2) any trees being removed should be replaced with indigenous trees. Carried unanimously
c. PA17/05387. Proposed alterations with roof extension and first floor balcony to flat roof, proposed boiler room and outbuilding to form garden room. Trenow, Boat Cove Lane, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. De Unger. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the application be approved but on the understanding that all solar panels will have a non-reflective black, or dark grey, external surface with a mat finish. Carried unanimously
d. PA17/05429. Demolition of existing dwelling, construction of replacement dwelling and associated works. Wheal Florence, A394 between Helston Road and Carters Downs, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Hill. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the application be supported  but with the following recommendation (1) car parking with adequate turning space is provided for 3 vehicles (2) the new house is sited so that the new North facing wall is sited half way between the present North facing wall and South facing wall and (3) the house boundary beside the A394 road is rebuilt at least 2 meters to the South to provide future space for a pavement and improved visibility when entering the road from this site. Carried unanimously
e. PA17/05598. Erection of agricultural packing and storage building and access from existing gate. Trebarvah Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. G. Jelbert. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the application be supported but with a recommendation that there be a planting scheme to soften the appearance and that the LPA be asked to investigate the caravan that is sited on the property. Carried by 5 votes in favour with 2 against and 1 abstention.
f. PA17/05220. Demolition of existing garage, construction of 2-storey holiday accommodation and associated works. Trelispen, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Harvey. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Griffiths, that the application be supported subject to (a) protection of trees (b) a restriction that provides that the holiday accommodation can only be used in conjunction with the main property and (c) there being adequate provision for parking. Carried unanimously.
g. PA17/05215. Outline planning permission with all matters reserved: erection of a dwelling of single-storey height. Land SE of Perran Barton, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. B. Rescorla. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Jago, that the application be opposed on the grounds that (a) it extends the building into open countryside (b) it creates a suburban development in a sensitive rural area and (c) it has the potential to damage a World Heritage Site, but if the LPA is minded to grant the application then the Council requests (a) it is built in materials that reflect the sensitive location (b) Cornish hedges are maintained (c) the building is single-storey throughout its footprint and (d) the LPA seeks agreement with the applicants that there is to be no further development of land owned by them. This was carried by 5 votes in favour with 2 against and 1 abstention
h. PA17/06039. Erection of a single storey side extension including rooflights. 1 Chiverton Way, Rosudgeon. Mr. R. Oakes. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Strawson, that the application be supported subject to asking the LPA to give consideration to how the extension abuts the pavement as to design and character. Carried unanimously

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. In Cllr Nicholas’ absence, the Clerk read out the report that she had provided, a precis of which is as follows:-
· She drove around with the Area Highways’ Manager this morning and we identified a number of issues already highlighted. 

· It was noticed that some of the dog bin signs that we had made for Perranuthnoe did not have the site of the nearest dog bin written on them. They need to be be checked and rewritten if faded or added if it is not on them. 

· She reported that the dog bin sign by where the bus turns is fixed to a telegraph pole. This needs to be removed and re-sited as the notice can be removed by the utility company as they are not supposed to be used as notice boards.

· No bin sign has yet been placed on the fence adjacent to the public footpath up the lane from the village where one was requested.

· The “land for sale” sign which has been attached to the traffic sign at the Nanturras dip will be removed as signs should not be attached to a traffic post. 

· The Highways Officer responsible for dealing with the Double Yellow Lines is looking for dates to meet and discuss them and the design he was working on.

· She has had confirmation that she has secured highways money to complete the cost for the landscaping the Henfor roundabout. The work is now being planned. 

· Numerous planning issues are being dealt with. 

· As to WiFi at the village hall, she has been talking with Cllr Moore to see if the Council can use what was the nurses room for an office for the Parish Council and village committee. 

· Regarding bonfires, residents need to be aware of neighbours when they are lighting bonfires during the day. She reported that she receives numerous complaints about the inconsiderate lighting of bonfires during the day and at weekends. It can also impact on those with Asthma and other breathing problems. There are green waste collections - brown bins are available at reasonable rates. 

Other Councillors’ reports.

Cllr Jago said that Perran Church needed a dog bin. It was suggested that this be referred to Cllr Nicholas.

Cllr Scobie reported that one of the caravans at Trenow had been removed and that progress was slow with regard to the other one. It was agreed that the best thing would be for Cllr Scobie to continue to pursue this.

Cllr Strawson suggested that, in connection with the Dementia Care letter councillors had received, consideration be given in the Neighbourhood Plan as to how the Council could help its senior residents.

Cllr Leo reported that he had attended a very useful Cornwall Council seminar, and that there is a further one to take place in Bodmin next week which he would encourage colleagues to attend.

Cllr Groves reported that a resident in Perranuthnoe had taken it on herself to put notices on poorly parked cars about the width of fire engines. The resident had been to the Fire Service who will provide copies of their own notice. Cllr Groves also reported that on 9th July an ambulance had been unable to get down to Churchtown and that the ambulance crew resorted to walking along the beach trying to locate the owner of the obstructing car.

Cllr Moore reported that steps are being taken to try to arrange a Fire Service exercise in Perranuthnoe and Cllr Tremelling highlighted the need for people to make contemporaneous notes of every incident that took place

Cllr Tremelling reported on the enlightening Social Media course that he had attended

Cllr Tremelling briefed the Council in respect of the recent incident with the Kielder Tower. He has both e-mailed and spoken to the manufacturers. It is suitable for children from 7 to 8 years and is made to British Standards. Cllr Tremelling feels that it is dangerous and that if there is no netting, then it should be replaced with something else. 
Cllr Tremelling said that Mr. Glover had, as requested by him, immediately put up signs and tape to render the equipment unusable, but, on checking the following day, he had found that someone had removed the notices and tape. It was agreed that (a) the signs and tape be replaced (b) signs be obtained and posted stating age suitability and that parental supervision was needed and (c) consideration be given as to the best way forward and with what the tunnel could be replaced. It was noted that the netting had originally been tied with rope, but that this had been removed by persons unknown to tie up the goal post net. Cllr Griffiths felt that careful knotting could overcome this problem and enquiries will be made to see if the netting is still available.
It was agreed that Cllrs Griffiths and Tremelling will take this forward

Neighbourhood plan

Cllr Moore updated the Council on the current situation. He also said that he was seeking revised terms of reference for the steering group, which terms of reference he had circulated, along with a Work Plan for 2017, which he would like the Council to note. Cllr Jago proposed that the revised Terms of Reference for the Steering Group be adopted and that the Work Plan be noted. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.

With regard to the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) consultation, Cllr Moore noted that Perranuthnoe Parish was in a lower banding than either Marazion or St. Hilary. He felt that representations should be made to Cornwall Council. Cllr Strawson proposed that this be done. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously.

	Matters brought forward from last meeting:

a. Bus shelter at Perranuthnoe. Cllr Groves reported that she had brought this up in 1998/1999 and gave a brief resumé of the history. It was felt that, in the absence of evidence of ownership of the land, the Council could not risk some ten thousand pounds or more in paying for the necessary groundworks and bus shelter. Cllr Groves reported that a late parishioner had said that he owned the land. It was decided that the clerk and Cllr Groves try to investigate in whom the title to the land now vested.
b. Cutting grass at Belvedere Lane. The clerk reported that the Council’s contractor had said he could include the cutting of the two triangles for £15.00 plus VAT, one cut per month between April and November. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Tremelling, that this be agreed. Carried unanimously.
c. Community Award. The clerk passed the Trophy, which he had ordered at the Council’s request, to Cllr Tremelling. An informal subcommittee of Councillors would choose the recipient from nominations received, now that the closing date for nominations had passed.

d. Facebook. Cllr Tremelling updated the Council, in the light of his recent course.
e. W-fi for St. Piran’s Hall. It was agreed to defer this until Cllr Nicholas was present.
