	Public Speaking Period:  Mr Thomlin spoke concerning PA 17/07375.  He showed the PC the evidence provided to CC relating to occupation of the caravan, including Council tax payments.  He stated that establishing that the caravan is lawful may help if the applicant decides to apply for permission for a building in the future.  Chairman stressed that the PC is sensitive about development in the AONB.  No other members of the public were present. Public speaking period ended at 19:26.

	Plans and Planning Matters

PA17/07375 - PC will submit a no comment to CC. Chair advised Mr Ivan Thomlin who attended the meeting that the PC does not favour retention of caravans and that our no comment does not pre-determine any future application for planning permission.

Chair proposed, vice-Chair and clerk seconded, all voted in favour.

PA 17/06579 - PC will defer to CC tree officer.  Clerk will include a note that this is a significant and characteristic feature in the village. 

Chair proposed, Cllr Groves seconded, all voted in favour.

PA 17/06515

Cllr Jago proposed to support, Cllr Leo seconded and all voted in favour.

PA 17/06470 - Red Lane Farm

Proposed by Cllr Jago that we reject the application. The preservation of the barns is important as they are a key element of the environment. The proposal represents overdevelopment of the site, provide too limited amenities (such as parking) and would have an adverse impact on the environment.

This was seconded by Cllr Groves and all voted in favour.

PA 17/0650W 

PC supports but does not agree with wooden fencing - Cornish hedges should be used to preserve the style of environment. We should also comment on lack of parking and that the existing TPOs must be enforced.

Chair proposed, Cllr Leo seconded and all voted in favour.

PA 17/03937

Cllr Groves declared an interest and left the discussion.

PC recommends approval but does not want to set any precedent for development within the AONB.

Proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by the Chair and all voted in favour.

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

CC Nicholas: Jason Hall-Jackson from CC will be visiting Goldsithney to discuss the new double yellow lines for Goldsithney.  There will be some further road resurfacing in the village and the cats eyes and white lines will be replaced. The meeting with fire crew in Perranuthnoe will be rescheduled, as the fire crew was not available on the planned date. She will hold a meeting with Highways in September to discuss traffic in Rosudgeon.

Cllr Tremelling: The straw left after the Charter Fair needs to be removed.  Cllr Tremelling will arrange this.  Re the play equipment, Vaughan Glover has advised that netting could change the ROSPA level. Instead, we should sign the particular piece of equipment for use by 8-12s only who must be supervised by an adult.  Cllr Tremelling will arrange signage.  He will also ask the manufacturer if they recommend any particular additional signs for the “tall triangle”.  Defibrillator training will take place on 13th September at St Pirans Hall at both 1830 and 1930. Local business have been invited.

Cllr Leo: nothing to report

Cllr Groves: has prepared a handwritten report about the incident recently where an ambulance got stuck in Perranuthnoe. The postcode for the beach is incorrect if you use SatNav.

Cllr Strawson for Cllr Scobie: The bin at the top of the ramp at Perran Beach is often overflowing.  Cllr Nicholas will ensure that the daily collections are being made. The Clerk will write the The Cabin to ask them to install extra bins for their disposable cups, etc.

Cllr Strawson: Asked what steps we need to take about the caravan in the proposed courgette field. May require Enforcement action.
Cllr Moore: Jean and Mike Berris received the Community Award.  Chair has asked for a photo for a press release.

Cllr Tremelling asked for one amendment – that the alleged incident in the playground should be referred to as “alleged”.  Cllr Jago proposed and Cllr Strawson seconded. All voted in favour.
