	Public Speaking Period:  
Mr. Grey spoke in connection with his planning application PA17/07289

Mr. & Mrs. Jose spoke about their applications PA17/07197 and PA17/07420.

Ms Fallet spoke to raise her concerns regarding the granting of planning permission PA17/04159. In noting these, the Council wished to record the fact that it had not received and therefore had not seen, the amended application. It had voted to oppose the only application that it had seen

	Plans and Planning Matters
a. PA17/07289. Construction of 2 dwelling houses and associated works. Land east of Rose Cottage, Well Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. E. Grey & Miss N. White. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be opposed on the grounds that it was (a) outside the established limits of the built-up area and encroaches onto a Greenfield site (b) it doesn’t represent infill (c) it contains no provision for an affordable element. The Council stated that if an affordable element was included in a future application it might (without in any way binding itself to do so) reconsider its stance. Seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously
b. PA17/07197. Construction of detached dwelling and garage and detached bungalow. Land east of Woodlands, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mrs. Helen Jose. It was proposed by Cllr Groves that this application be opposed on the basis that (a) it was on a Greenfield site and not within an area designated for development within the Parish’s planning position statement (b) there was no affordable element (c) it represents ribbon development and is not infill (d) it is opposed by World Heritage. The Council stated that if an affordable element was included in a future application it might (without in any way binding itself to do so) reconsider its stance. Seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously
c. PA17/07038. Re-siting of existing domestic outbuilding, construction of timber holiday chalet. Trelispen, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. N. Harvey. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be supported but on terms that (a) the Council’s previous concerns have been addressed and (b) provision be imposed whereby the use of the timber chalet is restricted to holiday use only. This was seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously
d. PA17/07420. Fell T1 Sycamore – tree dangerous to livestock. Fell T2 and T3 sycamore, not covered by TPO as too young. Land east of Janrose, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Mrs. Helen Jose. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Jago, that the decision be left to the Cornwall Council’s Arboriculturist. Carried unanimously
e. PA17/06896. Proposed new dwelling using existing vehicular access way onto Red Lane. Rosebud Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. S. Smith. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed on the grounds (a) it represents further encroachment into open countryside (b) it is not infill (c) the area is rural (d) it is outside the settlement centre and could cause harm to the landscape character by urbanising the area. Seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
f. PA17/08027. Non material (no 1) for amendments to roof covering (structure) removal of quoins to rear elevation to (PA16/06008) amended design in respect of 4 dwellings (plots 3 and 4) due to high pressure rising main sewer. Land adj to Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. M. Somers. It was proposed by Cllr Groves that the application be opposed on the grounds that the site was in a sensitive part of the village and the Council believes the agreed design should be adhered to. Seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously
g. PA17/08204. Proposed second floor extension and general alterations. 27 St. Petry, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Ferrell. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application should be opposed as it feels that the design is too visually intrusive. The Council would, though, be supportive of a more sympathetic design. Seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously.
h. PA17/08227. Construction of a 2-storey extension and single storey porch to existing dwelling. 10 Primrose Close, Goldsithney. Mr. P. Jackson. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, but with a recommendation to Cornwall Council, asking it to consider whether obscure glass might be appropriate for the window on the half landing to avoid any overlooking issues.
i. PA17/02400/PREAPP. Land east of Nanturras Farm, Nanturras Parc, Goldsithney. Pre-application advice for development of site to build five houses. Mr. John Mount. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously, that (if it is possible to do so on a Pre-app) the Council’s comments be logged with Cornwall Council in terms that the Parish Council would oppose this application when it comes before it as an application because (a) it is not infill (b) there are serious highways concerns due to the proximity of a main road (c) it is a Greenfield site and any development of it would eat into the open greenfield space between Nanturras and Perran Downs, which space is an important aspect of the area (d) it is believed to form part of an ancient field system.
j. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 11th September 2017
k. PA17/08207. Felling of a sweet chestnut. Pen-an-Gelly, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. D. Townsend. It was proposed by Cllr Groves that the application be opposed as the Council could see no justification for its removal. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously.
l. PA17/07896. Erection of a dwelling & associated works. Land NW of Pinkneys, Lancamshire Lane, Rosudgeon. Mrs. V. Brooks. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed on the basis that (a) the plot is so small as to make the house out of keeping with other properties (b) the amenity land is too small for the proposed house (c) there are concerns as to the adequacy of parking arrangements. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously.
m. PA17/07261. Application for removal of condition 2 (agricultural occupancy condition) in respect of decision notice W1/61/P/13889. Wheal Trevelyan, Well Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Miss Patricia James. The Council felt that the technicalities were such that it would make no comment and leave the decision to Cornwall Council

	Councillors Reports: 

Councillor Nicholas’ Report No report as Cllr Nicholas is on leave.

Other Councillors’ reports:

Cllr Groves reported:

· On why no application had been made for grants to help defray the Perranuthnoe and Goldsithney Christmas trees in 2016. As the situation would not arise for 2017, it was proposed by Cllr Jago seconded by Cllr Griffiths and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the payment to the Perranuthnoe and the Goldsithney Christmas Tree committees of a grant of £250 each (inclusive of VAT) to help defray the cost of acquiring a Christmas Tree for each village. 
· That 2 benches need repainting. Cllr Griffiths will carry out a seat survey and report back to the Council in due course. He said that the seats had last been surveyed in July 2013.

· On 2 traffic incidents in Perranuthnoe that had occurred on 28th August and 1st September, respectively.

Cllr Tremelling’s report (set out below), having previously been circulated, was noted. The clerk was asked to look into the two matters mentioned by Cllr Tremelling regarding the defibrillators.

“1. Hay/Straw all over play equipment and playground at St Piran's Play Area following the Charter Fair. I contacted Mr and Mrs Polglaze at the Goldsithney Store's, who are involved as members of the Charter Fair with a photograph of the hay/straw strewn all over the site. They immediately said they would assist me in clearing it. Together we collected 18 bin bags full which later I took to the tip. We also found two bails hidden in the hedge which I have stored at my house ready for collection by the owner who has been informed.

2. After some time and effort I managed to get the signs designed and agreed with Mr Glover on site to their fitting. The signs have now been fitted and are compliant with the Safety Signs and Signals Regulations. As for the 'tall triangle' it is considered the risk is low and even if a sign were to be placed there it would not be secure. It is recommended that the larger general sign at the entrance be updated to ensure there is no ambiguity for those wishing to use the site and to include information that 'the Council will take no responsibility for claims made against them' to dissuade unfounded and false reports. An example is seen below:


3. Defibrillator Training. I can confirm that I have contacted local businesses and have now produced an attendance list for both sessions on the 13th of September, both sessions are now full. It has been brought to my attention that the company the defibrillators were purchased from may have gone out of business. It may be prudent for the Council Clerk to check on the validity of this story. Having looked at the defibrillator placed in Perranuthnoe from the outside there seems to be some considerable condensation inside the casing so as providers of such equipment we must ensure they are regularly checked and maintained with records being made of such checks and maintenance.

4. I have been asked through the Goldsithney site to enquire about the possibility of the Council approaching the Police to have the use of a community vehicle speed gun and training if required. I have explained to those involved in a discussion about perceived speeding through Goldsithney that CC have undertaken monitoring and that speeding is not considered a reality. I must admit I have some sympathy with them as I too believe there is an issue at certain times.”
