	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA17/08553. Construction of replacement, demolition of existing, dwelling and associated works. Wheal Florence, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Hill. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported but with the recommendation that (a) the house boundary beside the A394 is rebuilt at least 2 metres to the south to provide future space for a pavement and improved visibility when entering the road from the site and (b) the new house is not residentially occupied until the present one is demolished. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried unanimously but with the rider (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light
b. PA17/08582. Single storey extension and construction of replacement garage. Rosperran, Well Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. David Johns. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously, that the application be supported subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA17/08567. Application for approval of reserved matter following outline approval (PA17/02294) in respect of provision for access adjacent Perran Barton, boundary treatments, layout and scale of proposed dwelling including landscape works. Perran Barton, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. B. Rescorla. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed on the grounds that (a) the building is not of an appropriate scale or design for the sensitive location in which it is sited and (b) an Undertaking should be given to maintain the field/parcel hedges/boundaries in their present condition. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried by 4 votes in favour with 1 abstention subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)
d. PA17/08485. To replace the front two wooden sliding sash windows with PVC rosewood coloured sliding sash windows. Dawn Cottage, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Ms. D. Page. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously, that the application be supported, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. PA17/08930. Non material amendment (no. 1) for addition of window to bedroom on north elevation of plot 2 to (PA15/10633) demolition of existing dwelling and construction of 2 detached dwellings. Former Trevean, North Road, Goldsithney. Mr. Nigel Rickard. N J Rickard Ltd. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Nicholas and carried unanimously, that the application be supported, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
f. PA17/08746. Internal alterations. Create new window and door openings. Increase size and replace existing windows and doors. Replace existing rooflights. Add new conservation rooflights. Shearwater, road from Perran Lane to Boat Cove, Perranuthnoe. Before this application was considered, Cllr Moore declared an interest, signed the Declaration of Interests book and left the room, not returning until after the application had been decided. It was then proposed by Cllr Tremelling, seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, that Cllr Nicholas chair this section of the meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported. This was seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
g. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 9th October 2017
h. PA17/08487. Outline planning application with some matters reserved. Two bed bungalow and two parking spaces. Land east of St. James, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. Michael Nicholas. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the application be opposed on the grounds (a) the proposal represents overdevelopment of the site (b) it is out of character in the Conservation Area (c) there are severe Highway concerns about vehicles entering the main road at this point (d) there are concerns about the loss of mature trees that would flow from this application (e) given that the site is in a Conservation Area, the information provided is wholly insufficient. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider (substituting “opposes” for “supports”)

b. PA17/07420. Mrs. Helen Jose. Land east of Janrose, Trescowe Road, Goldsithney. Fell T1 Sycamore – tree dangerous to livestock. Fell T2 and T3, sycamore.
c. PA17/07375. Mr. & Mrs. Peter Tredrea. Caravan pitch, Agan- Trygva, Prussia Cove Road, Rosudgeon. Certificate of Lawfulness for the continued siting and permanent residential occupation of caravan.
d. PA17/08227. Mr. P. Jackson. 10 Primrose Close, Goldsithney. Construction of a 2-storey extension and single storey entrance porch to existing dwelling

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report
Cllr Nicholas reported:
· A new Police Inspector is taking up post in Penzance, on the retirement of Inspector Jean Phillips. He is keen for a policing forum to be set up.

· Speed monitoring results are awaited from County Highways.

· With regard to yellow lines in St. Hilary, Goldsithney and Perranuthnoe, she reported that it is hoped to have a meeting to view designs, following which the Parish Council would have the opportunity to have its say and then the required Public Consultation would follow. Cllr Tremelling raised the matter of problems posed by parking on the brow of the hill east of Nanturras, where vegetables were being sold at the roadside.

· Work on improving the Henfor roundabout are due to begin in the Spring of 2018.

· Dates for forthcoming Community Network panel meetings were noted. Cllr Nicholas said that the Chair and/or the vice chair should attend, as should the clerk.

· Cornwall Council had looked at the waste collection contract. Wheelie bins need to be kept.

· She had suggested to the Chair of St. Hilary Parish Council that she contact our Chair regarding boundaries.

· She touched on the CQC and problems at Treliske

Other Councillors reports
Cllr Scobie asked Cllr Nicholas to take up cudgels regarding the caravan problem at Trenow.

Cllr Groves reported:

· Following the last meeting she duly spoke to the farmer who owned the field through which an overgrown footpath ran. He apologised for overlooking it and said he would attend to it.
· Residents in Perranuthnoe had given her various views on the traffic problems. Cllr Nicholas explained what had happened thus far and outlined future procedures.

· The sign post by the bus shelter at Rosudgeon had been severely bent by a Road Traffic Accident.

Cllr Moore reported that he was shortly due to meet a representative from the AONB about a Mine Bee project and would report back after this meeting.

Cllr Tremelling reported:
· Mr. & Mrs. Mike Berris were extremely thankful for being the first recipients of the Community Award. Cllr Scobie wished to express thanks for Cllr Tremelling’s efforts in this, with which sentiments the Council expressed wholehearted agreement

· The recent Defibrillator training had been both successful and informative. It was then proposed by Cllr Tremelling seconded by Cllr Groves that a donation of £50.00 be made to the British heart Foundation in recognition of their work. Cllr Scobie then proposed that the donation should be £100.00. Cllr Nicholas seconded this and (on Cllr Tremelling agreeing to withdraw his proposal) it was resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the £100.00 donation.
· On his concerns about the increasing levels of dog excreta, which is being discussed on the Goldsithney web site. Cllr Nicholas suggested preparing a map of the area showing where dog bins were required (and where bins had been removed and not replaced) so as to make an appropriate request when the new waste collection contract comes on stream.

· The caravans and works in the field in Perran Downs. Cllr Nicholas updated the Council on the steps Cornwall Council were taking

Cllr Moore reported that damage to two gates (caused by swinging on them at the ends furthest from the hinges) had been repaired. One of the gates was the responsibility of the Village Hall committee, which had paid for that.

The Fire Engine visit to Perranuthnoe will be rearranged when the next Season begins to get busy.

Police Liaison group. This has been mentioned earlier.

Cllr Tremelling asked if the Council had come to a decision about replacing the sign in the playground as he had previously highlighted. As no decision had been taken, Cllr Nicholas proposed that the sign be changed as advised by Cllr Tremelling, and that he be authorised to deal with it. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously

Cllr Tremelling raised the question of speed-gun training. It was agreed, at Cllr Nicholas’ suggestion, that this be deferred until the Police Liaison Group came on stream as other parishes were also interested in this.
