	Item 3
	Plans and Planning Matters
a. PA17/09287. Extension over existing garage. Rooflights to existing roof at rear. 36 Collygree Parc, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. Preston. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Scobie, that the application be supported. This was carried unanimously but with the rider (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light.
b. PA17/04257. Demolition of existing stable block and construction of sustainable dwelling house and associated works. Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Mr. M. Somers. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Scobie that the application be opposed because the re-consultation plan appears to have taken some garden from the newly built affordable and open market homes which have been subject to a section 106 Agreement to create a field access. It also is removing any mention of or protection for the well-used public right of way. The application is incorrect in that it does affect a right of way whereas it has not indicated this issue. This requires urgently clarifying before this application proceeds. In relation to the principle of development of the site is that it is outside the village and would be considered for exception site for affordable housing. Cornwall Local Plan Policy 9 states that on the outside of but adjacent to smaller settlements can be supported where they are affordable led and appropriate in scale, character and appearance. This application does not seek to provide affordable housing and is therefore outside of this policy. If the field access was not moved it could be possible to put two affordable dwellings on the site and the Parish Council opposes this application and any open market development on the site. This was carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.

c. PA17/10177. Non-material amendment following grant of planning permission PA16/11882 for the relocation of rear velux roof light and rear cladding to be lowered to floor level. Menavaur, Nanturras Way, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. I. Hart. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths, seconded by Cllr Scobie, that the application be opposed because this is a retrospective application for work already done in relation to the window and seeking to amend the extent of wooden cladding. The parish Council has no objection to the velux window change but believes the extension to the wooden cladding would be out of keeping and is contrary to the existing consent (i.e. it is not a non-material amendment) and requires the submission of a separate planning application. This was carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported as follows:

· The Boundary Commission’s “drop-in” sessions were coming up shortly

· The newly appointed Police Inspector is setting up a Police Forum which will report to the Community Network Panel meetings, as will the Coastal Communities Forums.

· Investigations are on-going concerning the dealings with vehicles in Queensway and at other locations.

· She now has plans for the proposals for Double Yellow Lines from County Highways
Other Councillors’ Reports
Cllr Moore. Cllr Strawson read out Cllr Moore’s report on the Wheal Buzzy project as follows: “I have met with Chris Coldwell, the Project Officer for the AONB’s Mining Bees project which is looking to enhance habitat for this threatened species of Bee. I have given my personal support for this work but would request that the Parish Council provide a letter of support to the Project’s application for funding to the Heritage Lottery Fund. I have worked with Chris to draft the following letter which hopefully can be agreed by the council. I have provided it as a word document for the Clerk if it is agreed. Unless any other councillor is particularly interested I am happy to continue to liaise with the project.” Cllr Strawson read out the draft of Cllr Moore’s letter. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Nicholas, that Cllr Moore should send this letter. Carried unanimously.
Cllr Scobie updated the Council on the caravan at Trenow.

Cllr Leo mentioned:

· Following the Beach Tidy-up, rubbish has been piled u[ in the Cove and the pile of rubbish is being added to. Cllr Nicholas will pursue this
· The toilets at Perranuthnoe. Cllr Strawson outlined the current situation, and will investigate further what is actually happening

Cllr Strawson reported:

· With regard to the Neighbourhood Plan grant application, things have been delayed as the Locality Team are now looking for exact quotes for the whole project, instead of estimates based on hourly rates. This is being worked through.

· A letter of complaint has been received from a parishioner about closure of the lane down to Boat Cove. As the Parish Council has no jurisdiction of road closures, it felt it couldn’t usefully do anything

Cllr Groves. Cllr Groves, being unable to attend through illness had delivered a letter to the clerk (through the hand of Cllr Strawson). The clerk read out the letter, which was duly noted. As to the fence in the lay-by along the A394, Cllr Nicholas said that this has already been reported. The clerk also read out the kind “thank you” letter from the secretary of the Perranuthnoe Christmas Event 

Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Strawson read out Cllr Moore’s report as follows:

1. “I met with James Evans along with Sophie Vandermeeran from the NP steering group to ensure the commissioned work can progress. We discussed the potential for work to compliment the work James is undertaking on the Parish Design statement in the area of local landscape assessment an important part of the Neighbourhood Plan. This would be undertaken by Kath Statham's team in this financial year, potentially started before Christmas, on our behalf within Cornwall Council and would be replicating work that is also being considered by St Hilary Parish Council (who James is working with) and be a key element of our public engagement. As with the Parish Design Statement it is hoped that this will be covered by the Locality grant but if it is not it would come from our Neighbourhood Plan reserve which has been earmarked. Below is an extract from Kath Statham's email and I would ask that the Parish Council agrees to support this”. (Cllr Strawson read out the extract from Kath Statham’s e-mail which, as it contains commercially sensitive information, has been redacted)

2. “At the last meeting I advised the council that Chloe Pitt from Cornwall Council had undertaken work on settlement boundaries for the Parish. James Evans has confirmed that we have done well to get this work undertaken so far at no cost to us. No doubt this relates to the number of individual applications we appear to have attracted! I think that the Council as a whole needs to review this work so that if we are comfortable with them it can be included in our public consultations. This will I believe take at least an hour to undertaken and I would propose we hold a special meeting on Monday December 4th (or other early date) to consider this. Depending on other matters Sue also have another item for us at that meeting”
It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Scobie that the Council proceeds with the work by Kath Statham’s Team at the price quoted in her e-mail. Carried unanimously.

The Council also agreed that the special meeting could take place on 4th December, at a time yet to be settled.

	Minutes of the last meeting:
It was proposed by Cllr Tremelling and seconded by Cllr Scobie that the Minutes of the Meeting held on 9th October 2017 be signed. This was unanimously approved.

	

	Item 6
	Matters brought forward from last meeting and from previous Minutes:

(A) Location of dog bins. Cllr Nicholas reported that the Cornwall Council waste contract was coming up for re-tendering. She feels that, as a parish, we should identify the locations where dog bins are required so that she can give the plans to Cllr Sue James CC so she, in turn, can request these be taken into consideration in the re-tendering process. It was agreed that Cllr Tremelling could put this on the Goldsithney website and on the Parish Facebook page. In this regard, Cllr Tremelling mentioned that the Penalty signs about dog fouling seem to have gone missing.
(B) Replacement of the large playground sign. Cllr Tremelling reported that, owing to the fact that he has been poorly, he has been unable yet to deal with this, but will do so shortly.

(C) Wi-fi at St. Piran’s Hall. Cllr Nicholas reported that Cllr Moore now has a quote for £125.00 to install wi-fi and that it would cost £40 per month rental. The cost for the Parish Council to rent the small room will be £50.00 per month so the cost of w-fi and room rent will cost the parish Council around £100 per month. Cllr Nicholas said that she will fund the installation charge and a couple of months’ rent from her Community Chest Fund. In discussing this matter (during which it was felt that it would be good to have an office for the Parish Council’s use in St. Piran’s Hall, where meetings with parishioners or officers from Cornwall Council could be held, and records stored) Cllr Tremelling raised the matter of the spate of deliberately started playground fires in the South West and suggested the installation of CCTV might be a good idea. It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas that wi-fi from BT be installed in St. Piran’s Hall and the room be hired. This was seconded by Cllr Tremelling and carried by 6 votes in favour with one abstention.

Carried unanimously
f. Request for donation from Mrs. Berris for elderly residents’ lunch. After discussion, it was proposed by Cllr Tremelling seconded by Cllr Griffiths and resolved that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the  payment to the Trevelyan Arms of £100.00 to help defray the cost of this lunch. Cllr Jago asked that it should be made clear that this shouldn’t be taken for granted as an annual payment.
