	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period:  
Mr. Payne, Miss Payne and Mrs. Johnson spoke concerning the unauthorised and continuing motor activities at Queensway and the unpleasantnesses associated with these activities. Cllr Nicholas briefed Councillors and the public about matters relating to these activities, both in Goldsithney and elsewhere in West Cornwall, and the steps that are under way.

Miss Fallet spoke about planning application PA17/11198 and the fact that there was a war grave in the land in respect of which this application is made.

Mr. Meneer briefed the Council on his client’s application PA17/10480.


	

	Item 3
	Plans and Planning Matters
a. PA17/10480. Construction of 2 affordable dwelling houses and one open market dwelling, associated works. Land east of Rose Cottage, Well Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. E. Grey. Prior to the discussion of this application Cllr Strawson declared an interest and left the room after Cllr Griffiths was elected to chair the meeting for the consideration of this application. Cllr Strawson remained outside the room until this application had been determined. The clerk read out Mr. Troon’s e-mail objection and after discussion it was proposed by Cllr Tremelling that the application be opposed on the grounds that (a) as it is not infill, (b) it is an unacceptable extension into undeveloped countryside well removed from the existing built up area and unmistakably rural thereby harming its intrinsic character and beauty (c) this would conflict with policies 1, 3 and 7 of the Cornwall Local Plan and with the aims and intentions of paragraphs 7 and 17 of the National Planning Policy Framework (d) in addition, it is noted that the applicants (i) viability assessment to prove the need fora open market home actual suggest the opposite that the open market home is not required (ii) no Pre-app discussions were held with the Parish Council. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, but with the rider (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light. 
b. PA17/10705. Art studio extension. 8 Chiverton Way, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Allain. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson, seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously (but subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider) that the application be supported but on terms that Cornwall Council imposes a condition that the extension is only used in conjunction with the dwelling and not let separately, and that it is not used for retail use. This is to ensure that levels of traffic are acceptable in a residential neighbourhood, no nuisance is caused to neighbours and that the amenity levels for residential accommodation are maintained.
c. PA17/10573. Extension of domestic curtilage to dwelling approved on decision PA15/05945 together with installation of 2m wooden boundary fence. Mr. C. Pascoe. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the application be opposed on the ground that the existing application gives sufficient garden for the new home and the proposal to extend the curtilage would be an unwelcome intrusion into open countryside. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA17/11036. Felling of ornamental Cherry “Prunus Shorofugen”. Treetops, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Richard Roynon. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the Council make no comment on the application and leave the decision to the recommendation of the County Tree Officer, although it should be noted that Cherry Trees are valuable to wildlife. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. PA17/10788. Works to trees. Wychwood, Grove Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Mr. Remo Vercesi. It was proposed by Cllr Griffiths that the Council make no comment and that the decision be left to the recommendation of the County Tree Officer. This was seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
f. Any others received by the time of the meeting on 11th December 2017
g. PA17/11198. Outline planning permission with some matters reserved for a two bed bungalow and two parking spaces. Land E of St. James, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. Michael Nicholas. It was proposed by Cllr Strawson that this application be opposed on the grounds of potential damage to the character and historical setting of the village of Goldsithney. The Parish Council requests that the Planning authority request an archaeological survey of the site to determine its importance and whether any development could be viably achieved on the site of St. James’ Church without damage to the site and setting. The Parish Council would also request that the trees fronting the site are protected whilst any works or investigations take place. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
h. PA17/10699. The proposal is to provide a single storey side extension including a balcony incorporating the existing detached single garage. Fairwinds access track to Wheal Jayne and Blueburrow Cottage, Perranuthnoe. Mr. & Mrs. Giddens. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be supported because the proposed development does not harm the landscape character and scenic beauty of this very sensitive part of the Cornwall AONB. After the extension is built there will still be three dedicated car parking spaces beside or near this house. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider.

b. PA17/08027. Mr. & Mrs. M. Somers. Land adjacent to Longthornes, Gears Lane, Goldsithney. Non-material (no 1) for amendments to roof (structure) removal of quoins to rear elevation to (PA16/06008) – (amended design in respect of 4 dwellings (plots 3 &4) due to high pressure rising main sewer)
c. PA17/09287. Mr. & Mrs. Preston. 36 Collygree Parc, Goldsithney. Extension over existing garage. Rooflights to existing roof at rear.
and that the following planning applications had been refused or withdrawn
PA17/08553. Mr. & Mrs. Hill. Wheal Florence, Rosudgeon. Construction of replacement, demolition of existing, dwelling and associated works. (Withdrawn)
PA17/08204. Mr. & Mrs. Ferrell. 27 St. Petry, Goldsithney. Proposed second floor extension and general alterations. (Withdrawn)
PA17/04779. Mr. Mike Williams. Land west of White Gables, Johns Corner, Rosudgeon. Construction of new 2-storey dwelling within grounds of White Gables, Rosudgeon. (Refused)

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report

Cllr Nicholas reported on the following:

· The Double Yellow Line proposals are with Highways with a view to going to public consultation in the New Year

· Highways are monitoring speeds at various locations within the Division

· A Parishioner had asked why there couldn’t be “dragons’ teeth” on the approach to Goldsithney from the Nanturras end. Cllr Nicholas has referred this to the Highways managers

· Cllr Groves having informed her of bags of asbestos having been dumped in a lay-by at the weekend, she was pleased to report that the bags were very quickly and efficiently removed and that she has passed thanks to those concerned.

· The fact that the fences on both sides of the lay-by are breaking up has been reported and remediation is in hand.

· She has enquired about progress in various enforcement cases in the Parish and is awaiting updates.
· The service of Statutory Notice is in train, regarding the partially built houses next to Courtlands.

· She has met the new Police Inspector. The new Forum will come on stream in the New Year.

· The Settlement Boundary plans have been mapped and are back with the planning department.

· She reported on various health issues that have been aired on Social Media

· She considers that the Parish Council may need to make a response to the Boundary Commission’s review.
Other Councillors’ reports
Cllr Tremelling reported:

· He had posted a notification on the Goldsithney website about dog-bins. There hadn’t been a great response but he will pass the responses on to the clerk.

· The new sign for the play area is in hand

· On his concerns about the previously discussed traffic issues in Queensway and his safety concerns flowing from certain activities

Cllr Scobie wishes to express the Council’s thanks to Cllr Nicholas for the tireless work she carries out for the Division and the amount of ground she covers. This was echoed by all members.

Cllr Jago raised concerns about the closure of the road by Perranuthnoe Church when repairs to the wall were carried out. An adequate gap should really have been left to enable people, especially, the elderly, to walk past. Some elderly parishioners had been unable to go to Church whilst the work was in hand.
Neighbourhood Plan. 

Cllr Strawson read out Cllr Moore’s written report, “I met with James Evans and Kath Statham to progress the consultancy work on the Neighbourhood Plan and Theresa has submitted the further information to Locality to formally agree our funning for the current year. A successful meeting was held last Monday with agreement of proposed settlement boundaries. These are now being finalised with Chloe Pitt from Cornwall Council with advice from James Evans (our consultant). The plan is to publish them on the website when they are finalised.” Cllr Strawson also reported that the current round of funding will run out on 31st March 2018, but more funding will be available in the next financial year.

d. E-mail dated 1st December from Mr. Spencer Smart re. Website. This having previously been circulated, Cllr Nicholas and Tremelling will get in touch with contacts they have in the field of websites.
e. Request from Mother and Toddler Group for a donation. After discussion of Cllr Moore’s report following the devastating effect of the vandalism on the equipment owned by the Mother and Toddler Group, it was proposed by Cllr Nicholas seconded by Cllr Scobie and resolved (by 6 votes in favour and 1 abstention) that in pursuance of the power conferred by section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 and being of the opinion that the expenditure satisfies the requirements of this section and is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure, the Council approves the  making of an ex gratia grant to the group of £400.00.

	Financial & Confidential Matters:
a. Receive and approve Bank Reconciliation Statement to 6th December 2017. This having been previously circulated, was noted and approved.

b. Appointment of Internal Auditor – Mr. Steve Hudson. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Strawson and carried unanimously that Mr. Hudson be appointed internal auditor for the forthcoming annual audit

c. Approve transfer of money from Treasurers’ Account to Instant Access Account. On the recommendation of the clerk and in order to obtain interest on deposited funds it was proposed by Cllr Strawson that £40,000.00 be transferred from the Treasurer’s Account to the Instant Access (interest bearing) account. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously.

d. Set precept for year 2018/2019. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie, seconded by Cllr Griffiths, that the Precept for the year 2018/2019 be set at £35,980.00, a 2.8% increase on the current precept. The clerk said he would set out verbatim the Chairman’s report in order that Parishioners could see the reasons for the increase. The chairman’s report reads, “Notwithstanding the comments of the clerk regarding the precept, I recommend that the council consider an increase in the parish precept of 2.8% which is the CPI level for September 2017. My recommendation is based on a) information gathered at Locality summit where the position of Cornwall Council over the next few years was discussed. There may well be important local services such as footpaths where council reduce their support b) the need within the parish to earmark funds for parish improvements or initiatives. I would also recommend that the council establishes a fund for Parish improvements that can be utilised to support either in full or by matched funding well-being initiatives”

e. Approve for payment items listed on the schedule. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Nicholas and carried unanimously, that the items be passed for payment.
