	Plans and Planning Matters

a. PA19/00085. Permission to fell an Ash tree and replant with same. Trevelyan Vean, Perran Downs Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Ms Yvette Preston. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Moore, and carried unanimously that the Parish Council support the recommendation of the Tree Officer on this application
b. PA19/00301. Change of use of annexe (which has a lawful development certificate for a self contained dwelling) into an unrestricted residential unit. Nanpara, A394 between Helston Road and Carters Downs, Rosudgeon. Mrs. B. Thornton. It was proposed by Cllr Jago, seconded by Cllr Groves and carried unanimously that the application is supported subject to a minimum of two car parking spaces with safe access to the A394.
c. PA19/00198. Reserved matters of appearance, landscaping, layout and scale following outline approval PA17/11198 (erection of dwelling and associated works). Land east of St. James, Fore Street, Goldsithney. Mr. & Mrs. M. Nicholas. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously, that the application be opposed on the grounds that (1) the proposed and materials design are inappropriate to the character and historical setting of the Goldsithney conservation area and (2) a detailed application is premature until the necessary archaeological surveys have been undertaken and evaluated.
d. PA19/00548. Reserved matters application for access, appearance, landscaping, layout, and scale following outline approval PA17/03495 for demolition of existing workshop building and construction of a single dwelling. Garden of Chestnut Cottage, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Richards. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Jago, and carried unanimously, that the application be opposed on the grounds that the Parish Council takes the view that the dwelling should not be sold or let separately and that the existing driveway maintained as it is. 
e. PA19/00732. Non material amendment to planning application PA16/02796 dated 17th May 2016 for the construction of part single storey, part sunken, two storey house (Demolition of existing 3 bedroom bungalow) namely to amend the cladding material to an Eco-wood product to be fixed vertically. Former White Croft, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Mrs. Pippa Young. The Council agreed to support the action taken by the Chairman (in consultation with Cllr Scobie) not to raise any objection to the application
f. PA19/00940. Single-storey extension to dwelling. Acton Vean Cottage, Rosudgeon. Mr. & Mrs. Smith. It was proposed by Cllr Moore, seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously, that no objection be raised to the application.

d. PA18/11125. Gavin Jackson. 1 Trevelyan Grove, Goldsithney. Reserved matters application for approval of details of the appearance, landscaping, layout and scale following outline approval PA16/04593 dated 27.04.17 for erection of 3 dwellings
e. PA18/10151. Mr. Collins. Dubban Farm, Perranuthnoe. Convert and reinstate section of barn to create dwelling

	Councillors Reports: 
Councillor Nicholas’ Report. Although Cllr Nicholas was not present, Cllr Moore reported on her behalf:
· She is due to meet the Highways department, which is pressing on with the Traffic Regulation Orders.

· She has attended a Cornwall Council briefing on the Community Governance Review in respect of which the local Community Network Manager will be convening a meeting.

Other Councillors’ reports

Cllr Scobie:

· Reported that he and Cllr Groves had inspected the 5 noticeboards, which aren’t now fit for purpose. The seals have failed and they are no longer waterproof. Cllr Scobie has contacted the manufacturers and will bring proposals forward to the next meeting

· Enquired if there was any progress regarding the caravan at Trenow. As there was none, this will have to be carried forward

Cllr Groves:
· Briefed the Council on the Fire Service Coffee Morning to take place in Perranuthnoe on 14th March

· Expressed the concerns of parishioners likely to be affected by a possible development that would involve use of a narrow lane.

· Reported that she and Cllr Scobie had been working on the bus shelter in Perranuthnoe and that Cllr Scobie had drafted an outline project. It was felt that any shelter should be about 10 feet by 10 feet, be granite clad and with a natural slate roof. An approximation of the cost had yet to be received. 

Cllr Griffiths, although not present, had, reported Cllr Moore, raised the concerns of a parishioner about the number of post boxes. Given the increase in the population of Goldsithney, the parishioner had asked if a review of post boxes could be undertaken with a view to asking the Post Office to station one in the northern half of the village (St. Petry/Orchard Way area). The clerk was asked to investigate.

Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Moore reported that the Settlement Boundaries, as agreed, had now been posted on the website. He has received further representations since this had been done

It was proposed by Cllr Jago that this be agreed. This was seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously
b. Sowenna Appeal. The Council decided that, although a very worthwhile thing, it could not support the appeal with Precept-payers funds. However, the clerk was asked to tell them that if they wished to have a fundraising stall at the Charter Fair, the Council would defray the cost of the stall. This was carried unanimously on the proposal of Cllr Groves, seconded by Cllr Leo
c. Appoint a Councillor to be Charter Fair Committee representative. Cllr Groves had agreed to take on the Citizen of the Year award work, but the representative for the Charter Fair Committee would have to stand over.
