	Item 2
	Public Speaking Period:  
Mr. Baumber asked (1) for clarification on the “Highfields” site. Cllr Moore read him an e-mail sent to Building Control in December. Cllr Nicholas also gave an update in so far as GDPR allowed, and (2) if anything could be done about speeding along the A394, with its 3 blind junctions, and the lack of pavements. Cllr Moore said this was a matter included in the Neighbourhood Plan, and that on planning applications adjoining the A394, the Parish Council always asked for a condition to be imposed, requiring a footway to be laid out. Cllr Nicholas also explained a bit about the situation.

Mr. Collins asked if the 30 mph limit could be extended westwards to include Perran Crossroads. Cllr Nicholas said this wasn’t possible because the road was in Open Country.
	

	Item 3
	Plans and Planning Matters
a. PA18/11764. Certificate of Lawfulness in respect of the existing use of a building that has been used as a unit of residential accommodation for a period in excess of 4 years. Chiverton Lane Orchard, Perran Downs Lane, Rosudgeon. Ms Susan Anne Norona. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the Parish Council advises Cornwall Council that it is for Cornwall Council to determine the evidence presented but the Parish Council requests that Cornwall Council strongly resists this application which could encourage inappropriate development. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously but with the rider (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light.
b. PA19/01073. Construction of dwellinghouse and associated works. Rose Cottage, North Road, Goldsithney. Mr. P. Beever. The amended plans referred to in application (f) below were considered at this time. It was proposed by Cllr Scobie that the application be opposed on the grounds that the proposed development is not in keeping with or sympathetic to the conservation area in which it is located or the nearby listed building. In addition, it will exacerbate congestion as it reduces existing car parking facilities and makes no provision for within curtilage parking for the proposed new dwelling. This was seconded by Cllr Griffiths and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
c. PA19/01336. Proposed first floor extension. 1 Owen Vean Terrace, Goldsithney. Mr. Paul Bishop. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the Parish Council be supportive in principle to a first floor extension but wishes to see a design which is more sympathetic to the setting of Owen Vean Terrace and the nearby conservation area. This was seconded by Cllr Groves and carried by 6 votes in favour with 1 against, and subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
d. PA19/01562. Proposed rear extension and room in roof conversion. 12 Orchard Way, Goldsithney. Mr. A. Betts. It was proposed by Cllr Moore that the Parish Council be supportive in principle to an extension of the property but wishes to see an improvement in design to mitigate loss of privacy to neighbouring homes and a front elevation design which is more sympathetic to the street scene. This was seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
e. PA19/01522. Siting of portable timber clad toilet and shower block. Beares Den Campsite, Trevean Farm, Rosudgeon. Mr. A. Beare. It was proposed by Cllr Jago that the Parish Council is willing to support in principle the provision of a utilities building providing it is placed as discreetly as possible and in a design sympathetic to the AONB, and its use is limited to 5 years. The Parish Council also requests that the new building be designed and finished in suitable materials to reflect its sensitive location in the AONB and should in the future the use of the site change the building should be removed and the site location restored. This was then seconded by Cllr Moore and carried by 4 votes in favour and with three votes against, subject to Cllr Nicholas’ Rider
f. PA19/01073. Construction of dwelling house and associated works. Rose Cottage. North Road, Goldsithney. Mr. P. Beever. (Dealt with at (b) above)
It was noted that the following planning permissions had been granted:
a. PA19/01041. Mr. Craig Stevens. Penney Cottage, 3 North Road, Goldsithney. Beech (T1) to be fell (sic). To be replanted with x2 fruit trees or sorbus. (Decided not to make a TPO (TCA apps)

b. PA19/00732. Non material amendment to planning application PA16/02796 dated 17th May 2016 for the construction of part single storey, part sunken, two storey house (Demolition of existing 3 bedroom bungalow) namely to amend the cladding material to an Eco-wood product to be fixed vertically. Former White Croft, Trebarvah Lane, Trebarvah, Rosudgeon. Mrs. Pippa Young.
c. PA19/00085. Mrs. Yvette Preston. Trevelyan Vean, Perran Downs Lane, Perran Downs, Goldsithney. Permission to fell an Ash tree and replant with same.

The Parish will need to liaise with St. Hilary in respect of Rosudgeon.

· Updated the Council on the Citizen of the Year award

· Brought up a letter from a concerned resident about certain future development, in respect of which no formal application had yet come before the Council. In the circumstances it was felt nothing could yet be done other than strongly to advise the resident to make his concerns known to Cornwall Council planning department

Cllr Nicholas advised that she has been in touch with LiveWest, and the Site, about this. She will e-mail again, and the clerk was instructed to e-mail on behalf of the Parish Council
