	Public Speaking Period: All members of the public were present to articulate their views and objection to the planning application PA19/06721 – Lawful development certificate – The Chalet, Boat Cove, Perranuthnoe. The points raised were that two additional legal documents existed which may contradict statements made in the application – the proximity of the building to the footpath has meant that anecdotally it has been able to note the length and frequency of use the building which would appear to contradict the statements in the application – services required for habitation of the building (primarily sanitation) were not mentioned in the sales particulars in 2014 and the application states that this was installed in 2017 potentially indicating a contradiction on the length or ability of the building to be used as a dwelling – the building is in the AONB which should remain protected and therefore any potential development of the site would not be in keeping – concerns were raised over the statements made in the application over times and length of occupation which appeared to be contradicted by other statements and documentation. The members of the public were advised that the Cornwall Council planning portal enabled members of the public to document there concerns over planning issues and submit all relevant information to support their views

PA19/06721 - Lawful development certificate in respect of the use of former agricultural building as a dwelling The Chalet Boat Cove Lane Perranuthnoe Mr Richard De Unger
It was proposed by Cllr Groves and seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously but with the rider (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that Cllr Nicholas supports the motion on the basis of the information now available but reserving the right to change her decision at a later date if further information comes to light that the application be opposed on the following grounds:

This is an application for a lawful development certificate in respect of a building off Boat Cove Lane, Perranuthnoe in a very sensitive part of the AONB and well outside of the settlement boundary. Contradictory evidence has been provided to the Parish Council but it is for Cornwall Council to determine in law whether a lawful development certificate should be issued. It is very important that any investigation is undertaken thoroughly and sufficient time is taken to ensure that the AONB make a comment on the application and that previous works undertaken have received appropriate planning consent.
Members of the public left the meeting at 19.55pm

PA19/06702 - Non material Amendment in relation to PA19/04016: Change two doors and one window on the Ground Floor North West Elevation to two doors and two windows. Also change window material from Upvc to powder coated aluminium - Blue Burrow Cottage Access Track To Wheal Jayne And Blueburrow Cottage Perranuthnoe - Ms Carolyn Scobie
Cllr Scobie declared an interest in this matter and left the meeting

It was proposed by Cllr Groves and seconded by Cllr Jago and carried unanimously that the application be supported subject to (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”)
Cllr Scobie re-joined the meeting after this item

PA19/06303 – Tree works subject to tree preservation order – Fir Croft Perran Downs Goldsithney Mr Gary Barber

An application had been received from Cornwall Council and then had been removed from the planning portal and at the time of the meeting there was no current live application and therefore giving no ability to comment 
It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously subject to (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that the application be noted with no further action 
PA19/04357 – Residential development of 5 dwellings – land adjacent Stanhill, Rosudgeon, TR20 9PA – Mr S Neal 

It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Nicholas and carried unanimously subject to (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that the application be opposed on the following grounds:

- No Heritage Impact assessment has taken place,

- The new application seeks to extend development to the rear of the field adjacent to open fields and,

- The proposed finishes indicated on the drawings are not in keeping with the prominent position of the dwellings within the WHS and facing the AONB.

If Cornwall Council are minded to approve the application the Parish Council requests that 
- either the position of plot 4 is adjusted or a Cornish hedge is constructed on the rear boundary to ensure that no further development can be achieved either on the site or accessed through it which would threaten the rural setting of the fields off Red Lane
- that a pedestrian footway of adequate dimension is created prior to the occupancy of any of the dwellings behind the Cornish hedge
- the materials used are high quality natural stone and slate
· a Cornish hedge be built around all the site boundaries
· close boarded fencing NOT to be used to enable wildlife to pass through the site

· integral garages to be built for all properties
PA19/06431 - Reserved Matters following Outline Approval PA18/08978: Appearance and Landscaping - land Adj To Sunningdale Trescowe Road Goldsithney - Mr C Buckland

It was proposed by Cllr Jago and seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously subject to (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that the application be opposed on the following grounds

· Is not in accordance with a number of specific conditions included with the approved outline application.

· The proposed new access to the dwelling would be damaging to the appearance, character and natural habitat of Trescowes Road and is not required as the existing access has been approved for two dwellings.

· The development would be dominated by close boarded fencing which would be unsightly and harmful to bio-diversity.

· The development should include elements of materials such as natural stone and slate.

The Parish Council strongly feel that a reserved matters application should come forward for the two dwellings on the whole site in accordance with the conditions of the outline approval to ensure that the resultant development enhances its rural location within the World Heritage site

PA19/05467 - Construction of extensions - Land North Of Johns Corner Perran Downs Lane Rosudgeon – Ms Anne Norona

It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas and seconded by Cllr Scobie and carried unanimously subject to (“Cllr Nicholas’ Rider”) that the application be opposed on the following grounds

- It seeks to extend a building that is outside of the Parish ‘s agreed settlement boundaries and would create a damaging precedent.

- It seeks to utilise materials that would not complement or enhance its location within the WHS

- It seeks to extend the domestic curtilage of the property which would be to the detriment of the WHS
