	Public Speaking Period: Members of the public were present to articulate their views on three areas
The overall impact of development, ancillary structures and general impression of the natural environment of the Parish – concerns were raised over the high level of current & proposed development in certain areas of the parish. In addition concerns were raised about the siting of caravans and general waste evident in the Parish and the apparent lack of progress in remedying these issues despite enforcement notices being issued. These issues had been communicated to Cllr Nicholas as the divisional Cornwall Councillor
The basis and implication on property owners of the Trevelyan Plantation TPO – general comments were made over the implications and impact of the TPO on the ability of residents to carry out tree work on their property without formal recourse to the planning process
Cover any queries on agenda items covering tree work applications within the Trevelyan Plantation TPO – comments were made in support of the applications on the agenda covering tree works within the TPO based on the owners wish to manage the tress within the curtilage of their property for health & safety grounds, protection of property and also to enable light into gardens
In reply it was outlined that on enforcement actions/issues the Parish Council had covered in previous meetings nearly all of the issues raised and is only able to signpost/enquire to Cornwall Council or report on its own behalf issues raised not take direct action. In relation to TPOs again it was highlighted that the responsibility for creating, maintain and enforcing through the Tree Officer is with Cornwall Council and comments from the Parish Council on these applications ensure that there is a recommendation for following the Cornwall Councillor Tree Officer advice

It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that it is recommended that the Parish Council support the view of the Forestry Officer and emphasise our strong support for protecting and enhancing this strategically significant group TPO

PA19/07032 – Tree works subject to tree preservation order – Bos-Coed Perran Downs Goldsithney – Mr Mike Curnow 
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that the Parish Council support the view of the Forestry Officer and emphasise our strong support for protecting and enhancing this strategically significant group TPO
PA19/06612 - Erection of a dwelling - The Caravan Agan-Trygva Prussia Cove Road Rosudgeon - Mr P Tredrea 
After detailed discussion regarding the principle of a caravan being established on the site and the issuing of a subsequent certificate of lawfulness whether the application should be opposed to be consistent with the Parish Council’s previous recommendations on this site it was proposed and seconded and carried with 4 votes supporting the recommendation and 2 votes against that the Parish Council resolves to support this application for approval by Cornwall Council subject to the following provisions –
- The proposed replacement building is still fitting in too tightly on the site on the East and West sides of the house and therefore the footprint of the building should be reduced.
- The proposed replacement building should be constructed with natural stone-faced external walls to reflect its position within the AONB.
- The existing caravan and any ancillary buildings and structures must be removed from the site before any new building work starts.
- A landscaping and planting scheme should be agreed with Cornwall Council and be carried out in keeping with an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.
PA19/04807 - New dwelling using existing vehicular access way onto Red Lane (Redesign of Planning Approval PA17/06896) - Building Plot Red Lane Rosudgeon - Dr J Nicholas-Hope 
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that whilst this is not an area where the Parish Council wished to see housing development in view of the successful appeal it is recommended that the revised application be supported in principle subject to
- The access to the new dwelling being solely from the original access approved at appeal and the south west access indicated is not used.
- That the agricultural field to the rear is maintained as an agricultural field and not incorporated or utilised in conjunction with the dwelling.
- That the materials utilised are of natural materials of a high standard, sympathetic to the surrounding within the World Heritage area with any boundaries visible from Red Lane being Cornish hedges rather than timber fencing
PA19/06798 - Installation of French doors and balcony to front together with smooth render at lower section on front of house and composite cladding at top section on front of house, replacement French doors to front and replacement window to side of property - 3 St Pirans Way, Perranuthnoe - Ms Samantha Wardman.

It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that the Parish Council supports this application for approval by Cornwall Council subject to the following provisions –
- The whole South facing external wall finish to be smooth and flat white painted rendering.

- The new glass balustrade to be as non-reflective as possible.

- The existing window on the East facing elevation to be unchanged

PA19/07280 - Retrospective Proposal to Install 1 External Door and 4 Roof windows to Existing Domestic Garage - Windermere Grove Lane Perran Downs Goldsithney - Mr Richardson 
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that the application is supported in principle based on it remaining a single storey garage whose use should remain incidental to the adjacent dwelling and that permitted development rights be removed
