It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that Parish Council supports the application subject to Tree Officers comments

It was proposed and seconded and carried with one against that the Parish Council supports this application subject to Cornwall Council approving the detailed size, design and colour of the proposed new gates ensuring that this preserves the existing character of the grade 2 listed building
PA20/08017 (14 day) - Application for Non Material Amendment in relation to Decision Notice PA19/09164 - Land Adj To Colenso Grove Perran Downs Lane Rosudgeon - Mr And Mrs Kevin And Sally Brown
This application has previously been dealt with due to the limited time frame. The application was supported subject to other conditions in relation to planting and hedges remaining
PA20/07524 - Demolition of existing domestic garage and shed and construction of replacement garage / shed - Access Track To Perran Barton Perran Downs Goldsithney-Mr David Johns 
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that Parish Council supports in principle the application subject to it remaining single storey, used as a garage and only in connection with Rosperran and the removal of further development rights.
PA20/08108 - Proposed replacement dwelling with external parking and amenity space with variation of condition 2 in relation to Appeal Reference: APP/D0840/W/17/3190815 - Morlais Access Track To Wheal Jayne And Blueburrow Cottage Perranuthnoe - - Mr And Mrs J Hull
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that Parish Council supports this application subject to the following –

1 - the removal of the roof lights so as not to increase the amount of high-level man-made light coming from the house

2 - there will be no reduction of the amount of external local stonework already approved at appeal

3 – there should be no increase in the footprint and roof heights already approved at appeal.
PA20/08529 - Construction of porch at ground floor and first floor extension to include additional bedroom and bathroom - 2 St Pirans Way Perranuthnoe - Mr & Mrs Gendall
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that Parish Council supports the proposal subject to the correction of the identified and notified errors on the application 
PA20/08331 - Formal change of use of part of agricultural field to form a parking area for staff employed at The Cabin Cafe - Land Sse Of Car Park Perran Lane Perranuthnoe - Mr Richard Tuyrrell
It was proposed and seconded and carried unanimously that Parish Council strongly objects to this application because – 
1 - as this is in the Cornwall AONB and the area should be protected from the destruction of the high quality of the coastal landscape with it’s fine popular beach,

2 - this fragile area should be preserved in the long term in the interests of reducing future coastal erosion and flooding, 

3 - any temporary steps, if any, that Cornwall Council might wish to take to help the occupant of The Cabin Cafe during the present Covid 19 problem should be dealt with by using a really temporary license given by Cornwall Council and not by a permanent Planning Permission and could be located on other less sensitive areas.

4 – the proposed use of the area would produce a quagmire after a short period of rain,

5 - the number of spaces proposed for new parking is grossly over-estimated
