	PA21/01696 Proposal Outline planning permission with all matters reserved: Construction of up to Two Dwellings Location The Green St Petry Goldsithney Cornwall Applicant Mr. A Ferrell – to meet planning deadline a decision was made at a Planning Sub Committee meeting held in St Pirans Hall on the 26/3/21
Perranuthnoe Parish Councils strongly opposes the application on the grounds
1) It would involve the loss of the remaining open green area within St Petry which has been identified by residents as providing a valuable amenity area in this village estate which has been used for 20 years by local people. This part of Goldsithney already has a severe shortage of open space. The report by Cornwall Councils Public Space Manager in 2013, in respect of an earlier application, expressed concern at the loss of the original part of the Green commenting that his assessment of open space in the neighbourhood was that it fell well below national recommended standards. Families with children who currently benefit from this open space would have to walk across the busy main road and then along South Road, which has no pavement, to use the village playing field
2. Following extensive consultation the remaining open space has been identified within the Perranuthnoe NDP for designation for protection against development as a 'green space’ because of it value to local people as a well used amenity within a densely developed site and its loss would be detrimental both the wellbeing of residents and the character of the area.
3. The proposal for two homes would exacerbate traffic concerns within the estate and in the wider village where at both the junctions with Gears Lane and North Road and Fore Street (the main road through Goldsithney) there are already traffic difficulties recognised by Cornwall Council
4. The development of two homes would severely impair the amenity of immediate neighbours who would lose their open aspect.
5. There are already in excess of 50 open markets plots with existing planning consent in Perranuthnoe Parish and the need for housing does not outweigh the loss of amenity suffered by the development

We hope that before making a decision on this matter Cornwall Council fully researches the past use and history of this caravan and ensures that it’s future use is in keeping with the landscape and policies of this part of the Cornwall A O N B at this important approach to Perranuthnoe village and the fine and very treasured local coastal landscape.

	PA21/02350 Proposal Construction of Four Dwellings, Landscaping and Associated Works. Location Land North West of Trevere Rosudgeon Penzance Cornwall Applicant Mr.  Martin Osborne - Osborne Partnership. It was proposed, seconded, and carried unanimously that Perranuthnoe Parish Council objects to proposal on the grounds of poor layout and overdevelopment in an AONB location. 

Whilst we do not object in principle to development in this location, we feel that this proposal for 4 semi-detached homes with a proposed frontage dominated by car parking is not acceptable. We recommend that before any scheme is approved by Cornwall Council in detail the development is changed to less of a ribbon type with car parking and house positioning not stretched along, and immediately beside, the A394 road and the houses not situated in a formal line. The site lends itself better to three properties rather than 4. As these proposals are in an A O N B, vernacular building materials and styles should be used and suitable landscaping should be ensured. We also note that Cornwall Highways has objected to the poor visibility splay.
	

	
	PA21/01595 Proposal Listed Building Consent: Replace single glazed Crittall windows (2) with double glazed Crittall windows Location Acton Castle North Wing Trevean Lane Rosudgeon Applicant Mrs. Orvokki Lohikoski It was proposed, seconded, and carried unanimously that Perranuthnoe Parish Council strongly support this application and recommend approval because the provision of the proposed matching double-glazed windows will improve the energy efficiency and reduce the damp issues, etc., in these parts of this historic building. This support is subject to the prior approval of the conservation and architectural department of Cornwall Council.
	

	
	PA21/01643 Proposal Change of Use of Existing Ground Floor Games Room and Garage, First Floor Study and Store into Annexe Accommodation. Location Bosjowan Johns Corner Rosudgeon TR20 9PJ.  Applicant Mr. And Mrs. J. Pryce. It was proposed, seconded, and carried unanimously that Perranuthnoe Parish Council supports the application subject to the proposed annex being used only in conjunction with the main house Bosjowan.

Whilst not pertinent to the detail of the application it should be noted that part of land identified in red at the rear of the house is located outside of the development boundary for Rosudgeon. The development boundary in this location was agreed following representations from the applicant. Therefore, part of the land should be outlined in blue.

It was proposed, seconded, and carried unanimously that Perranuthnoe Parish Council objects to this application on the grounds that the proposed design is not sympathetic to its conservation area location and the street scene on North Road due to its proposed elevational treatment and the location of the car parking. We question whether it is possible to achieve an acceptable layout which is sympathetic to its conservation area location, accommodates car parking and provides sufficient amenity for the occupants within the constraints of the narrow plot.

The Parish Council also requests clarification as to the planning position of the self-contained annex to the rear identified on these plans which was given consent in 2018 PA18/00765 | Change of use of existing garden room to annex accommodation and associated works |Land Rear of Rose Cottage North Road Goldsithney Cornwall TR20 9JY
To be used specifically, in connection with Rose Cottage but Rose Cottage appears no longer to be identified as in the ownership of the applicant

	Chairman’s Report

The Parish Council continues to be involved in the highways projects which are now coming to completion prior to public consultation the funding for these projects has been secured.
There have been a number of complaints from residents about bonfires being lit during the day and the impact that it has on the enjoyment of their gardens, washing that may be out on lines and smoke drifting into properties when windows are open on sunny days. It is inconsiderate of others that bonfires are lit during the day as the impact on residents is significant. It affects children playing in gardens and those with respiratory illnesses. 

There really is no excuse for lighting bonfires when there is a garden waste kerb side collection that can be subscribed to or it can be taken to the tip. In the climate emergency we find ourselves in the Parish Council encourages those who need to dispose of garden waste to subscribe to the service provided by Cornwall Council.

There have been complaints about fencing that has been up on land adjacent to the bridleway from Nanturras to Perran Downs which includes the old Parish poorhouse site. It is also concerning that this could cause a problem if a car is travelling down it (which happens at times) and horses are in the bridleway there will be no-where for them to pull over and prevent a potential accident. The sides of the bridleway have not been fenced for decades. The owners are being sought to discuss this with them. 

The Community Police liaison meeting held last Thursday by Inspector Le Cheminant was well attended by Town and Parish Councillors and clerks from the area. It was very interesting and there was an excellent presentation from PC Faull about her role and the work she does as the liaison officer for gypsy travellers and migrant workers. It is clear that her work ensures the welfare of these workers and residents whilst in the area and that if there are any concerns these can be reported to her and she will investigate them. 

We now have a DVLA contact so that any cars in the Parish and surrounding area that are being used / parked on the road without Tax/MOT etc need to be reported to the Parish Clerk who will pass these on to our contact for investigation and action will be taken if necessary. 

The site for the outdoor Gym has been agreed with the Village Hall management committee and is nearing its installation. 

Sadly, we have to say goodbye to two long serving members of the Council. Cllr Andy Moore and Cllr Jim Scobie who have served on and worked tirelessly for the Parish Council and residents for many years are stepping down this year. 

Andy Moore will continue to chair the NDP project team until it is completed.

I am sure that Jim will be involved in something to occupy his time as he is not one to do nothing with his time.!

County Councillor Nicholas 

Sadly, this is the last report I will give as the Cornwall Councillor for this Division. My decision to step down was not taken lightly as there are several Highways projects coming to fruition after many years of discussions with highways officers, design teams, the Parish Council and listening to residents’ concerns. 
There is a Highways project for traffic management in Goldsithney which has just had the funding secured for it. There is more to be done in Perranuthnoe which has been requested by the residents. 

The walkway between Goldsithney and Marazion is in the final design stages and I wish to acknowledge the cooperation that St Aubyn’s Est has given to the highways team on this project. Funding has also been secured for this. 

There is a highways management project for Marazion as well and again I have secured funding for this. 

All these projects will be out for public consultation when the finishing touches to the final designs are done. 

It’s a great shame that developers and some residents do not value the rural area we live in and cut down trees and remove hedgerows which change the landscape that is valued by so many, Covid has prevented visits by the tree officers to deal with these, however they are now out and about so things can be looked at. 

The ANPR VAS signs along the main A394 are of the latest technology and looking at the Covert speed monitoring which has been done at 4 sites along the road since they have been installed shows they are working as there is a good speed reduction of traffic recorded.

Covid has created a challenge and yet creative world for everyone. I would like to thank all the volunteers and Coordinators in the Parish who have worked so hard alongside me to help our communities. I have been proud to report to Heads of Depts how well it was dealt with here. So this is a big thank you to all those who have done that work. 

To finish, I would like to thank all the Councillors and residents for their challenges and support over the past 12 years. To also acknowledge the tireless help and work that our Community Link officer James Hardy has given to us in achieving our goals. 

I hope that whoever is elected on May 6th will continue to work closely with the Parish Council and to protect the lovely rural area and landscape that we all value so much.

Cllr Groves 
There is concern over a cowling for ventilation that has been erected at the Victoria Inn in Perranuthnoe it is made of stainless steel and is incredibly large and not at all in keeping with a listed building. Cllrs should report this to CC.
Cllr Groves wanted to know was there any news on the seed bombs from highways.

Cllr Jago 
Asked that a letter of condolence from PPC be sent to Roger Calf the PC of ST Hillary on the tragic and sudden death of his grandson. – Clerk to action 
Cllr Greenwood Penny 

Informed the PC that Herras fencing had been erected at St Petry. He thought that a right of way was in place when the decision to develop the Green, rights were established with planning officers. It was sad to see children unable to cross the green and wondered if the PC could buy it  
Cllr Collins 

Informed the PC that a notice had been put in the telephone kiosk adjacent to the Victoria Inn. There was an option for the local authority to adopt the kiosk. It was unanimously agreed by all councillors to adopt this kiosk and make it an asset for the local community – Clerk to follow up

More needs to be done and pressure kept up regarding tree protection especially in Fore Street, The Avenue, Gears Lane and Red Lane. Future operation of Perranuthnoe car park & toilets
Cllr Nicholas reports that following a meeting with James Hardy CC have agreed to reimburse the PC the builder and electrician costs to enable the toilets to be open on time for Easter. The toilets are now open and safe for the public to use at Perranuthnoe 

Cllr Sharp told the PC an average daily income was £84 being taken from the car park and this covers the cleaning costs £43 with any profit remaining going to the PC with the approval of CC
Crystal Clear are cleaning last thing in the evening and locking building at night 

Cllr Nicholas is in ongoing negotiation with the CC Legal team and James Hardy with a view to obtaining the leasehold for the PC a Head of Terms agreement is in the process of being drawn up and the PC will seek guidance on its legal position. Status Ongoing 
Appointment of contracts for Grounds Care work within the Parish - Cllr Moore declared an interest in the St Piran’s Hall Grass Cutting contract and did not partake in discussion or voting.
Joseph Beard had submitted a new contract of one year in length to cut the grass at the playing field, children’s play area and area at the side and back of the hall at St Piran’s Hall. Price per cut £150.00 There will be a minimum of 12 cuts and a maximum of 18 cuts, depending on the weather and growing conditions. Between the periods of April 2021 to April 2022.

His quote was £70 per cut cheaper than the one supplied by PT Grounds Care. It was proposed seconded and unanimously agreed that the contract be given to Mr J Beard. Cllrs also requested that Mr Beard quote for the area at the bus stop in St Pirans Way in Perranuthnoe which needs some attention – Clerk to obtain quote.

Mr Peter Thomas of Peter Thomas Grounds Care and Firewood Penzance is now in year 2 of a 3year contract with the PC Mr Thomas is responsible for the following: 
1. Grass cutting Goldsithney Village Green - £36.80 per cut 14 visits pa = £515.20
2. Grass Cutting Goldsithney ‘Triangles’ £15.75 per cut 14 visits pa = £220.50
3. Strimming Well Lanes Goldsithney & Rosudgeon £65 per cut 2 cuts per lane per year
